On January 10, 2018, the Alcoholic Beverage Control Board adopted an amendment to 3-VAC5-10 
PROCEDURAL RULES FOR THE CONDUCT OF HEARINGS BEFORE THE BOARD AND ITS 
HEARING OFFICERS, amending the existing regulation 3-VAC5-10-290 Evidence to proceed under the 
fast track regulatory process.

Section 4.1-101 of the Code of Virginia (Code) establishes the Department of Alcoholic Beverage Control 
(ABC Board.) 
 
Section 4.1-103 of the Code enumerates the powers of the Board which includes the authority to adopt 
regulations and to do all acts necessary or advisable to carry out the purposes of Title 4.1 of the Code 
(ABC Act). Section 4.1-103(7) states the Board may delegate or assign any duty or task to be performed 
by the Authority to any officer or employee of the Authority.  Section 4.1-103(24) permits the Board to 
promulgate regulations in accordance with the Administrative Process Act and Section 4.1-111. 
 
Section 4.1-111 (A) provides the Board with the authority to adopt reasonable regulations which it deems 
reasonable to carry out the provisions of the ABC Act and to amend or repeal such regulations.

The purpose of this regulation change is to accommodate the new part-time board.  As the Department of 
Alcoholic Beverage Control transitions into an Authority, it was necessary to make amendments to the 
regulations dealing with procedural rules so as to make the process more efficient and to not overburden 
the new part time board.  Previously the appeal panel consisted solely of members of the board, but with 
the transition to an Authority and the switch from a full-time board to a part-time board, the appeal panel 
may consist of board members and/or other officers or employees.  As such, the regulation needed to be 
changed to reflect the possibility that there may or may not be a board member on the appeal panel.

The primary advantage to this regulation amendment is that it contemplates the possibility that an appeal 
panel may not consist solely of board members (a likely scenario given the new part-time board) and 
allows the introduction of new evidence upon the unanimous consent of the appeal panel.  There are no 
disadvantages to the agency or the Commonwealth.  The pertinent matter to the regulated community, 
government officials, and the public is that the introduction of additional evidence will require the consent 
of the appeal panel which may or may not have board representation.
