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Modification to examination requirements 
18VAC110-20-70. Requirements for foreign-trained applicants.  

A. Applicants for licensure who were trained in foreign schools of pharmacy shall meet the 

following additional requirements prior to being allowed to take the examinations required by 

18VAC110-20-60: 

1. Obtain verification from the Foreign Pharmacy Graduate Examination Committee (FPGEC) of 

the National Association of Boards of Pharmacy (NABP) that the applicant is a graduate of a 

foreign school of pharmacy.   

2. Complete and receive a score acceptable to the board on the Foreign Pharmacy Graduate 

Equivalency Examination (FPGEE).   

 

3. Complete and receive a score acceptable to the board on the Test of English as a Foreign 

Language (TOEFL) or on the TOEFL iBT, the Internet Based tests of listening, reading, speaking 

and writing. 

 

4. Complete the Test of Spoken English (TSE) or the TOEFL iBT as given by the Educational 

Testing Service with a score acceptable to the board. 

 

5 4. Fulfill the requirements for practical experience as prescribed in 18 VAC110-20-30 A, B and E 

of and 18VAC110-20-40 A, B, D, E and F. 

 

B.  Applicants for licensure who were trained in foreign schools of pharmacy shall also complete 

and achieve passing scores on the examinations as prescribed in 18VAC110-20-60.
