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SUBJECT: Motor Vehicle Safety Inspection Rules and Regulations — 19 VAC 30-70.

In response to a request from the Department of State Police, I have reviewed the proposed amendments
to the regulations set forth in 19 VAC 30-70, relating to motor vehicle safety inspection rules and
regulations. On September 22, 2016, the Virginia State Police adopted final amended regulations for 19 VAC
30-70, the Virginia Motor Vehicle Safety Inspection Rules and Regulations, to make supplemental technical
corrections and to comply with Virginia statutory changes that have occurred since 2012. The changes will
allow inspection station to maintain a copy of the regulations at the inspection site in either electronic or paper
form. The changes also permit inspection stations to set appointments to conduct a vehicle inspection.

Upon review of the aforesaid amendments, I find them to be constitutional, consistent with the
statutory authority conferred by § 46.2-1165 of the Code of Virginia, and in conformity with existing
statutory provisions. These changes to the regulations are made pursuant to a customary police function of
the Department and is therefore exempted from the requirements of the Administrative Process Act,
pursuant to § 2.2-4002(B)(6).
