The Qualifying Experience Committee of the Virginia Board for Waterworks and Wastewater Works Operators met on Wednesday, April 9, 2003 in IFF Room #2 at the offices of the Department of Professional and Occupational Regulation, 3600 West Broad Street, Richmond, Virginia.

This Committee was appointed by Chairman Steve Cawthron during the Board’s March 11, 2003 to identify the issues surrounding waterworks and wastewater works facilities that are not required to be permitted which have facilities similar to those at permitted facilities to the extent that the experience obtained at the non-permitted facility is of such a nature to qualify one for licensure by the Board. 	Call to Order

	The Committee agreed without dissent to adopt the agenda prepared by staff.

	Adopt Agenda

	Chairman Cawthron opened the floor for public comment. No member of the public was present.

	Public Comment Period 

	The Committee discussed the experience requirements of its current regulations at length and considered a number of possible amendments. 


	Experience Qualification Discussion

	The Committee agreed without dissent to recommend that the Board consider revising the experience standards in its regulations to allow those with experience at a non-permitted waterworks or wastewater works facility to qualify for licensure.  The Board must consider the question of the highest class of licensure that experience at a non-permitted facility should qualify and applicant for.  In the opinion of the Committee, there is a need for the classification of industrial or pretreatment operators in a manner similar to that in place for the operators of permitted facilities.  However, the impetus for this action should come from those in the industrial or pretreatment industry through an act of the Virginia General Assembly to amend the Board’s enabling statute. 
Mr. Haley agreed to present the Committee’s report at the June 19, 2003 meeting of the Board.
