The sanctions reported by Ms. Ross were that Dr. Stasiewicz shall be 
assessed a $2,500 monetary penalty and complete six hours of continuing 
education in the peparation of aesthetic, anterior restorations and seven 
hours in recordkeeping and risk management.
