Projects can be up to $10 million with no more than $15 million going to any one state.
Submissions are due in March.

e Hyperloop Update -
Cathy McGhee, Director of Research and Innovation
Ms. McGhee mentioned there is a lot of information available on Hyperloop as well as a lot of
hype. Many states want to make their mark in this arena.
Challenges with technology include difficulties in making turns at fast rates of speed and
mitigation strategies make it slower and more expensive.
More states will likely go with an aboveground Hyperloop instead of an underground.
