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ORDERING OF THE AGENDA

OLD BUSINESS

Review Guidance Document 112-9 — Urodynamic Tests, Anorectal Manometry and
EMG Studies

The Committee discussed the content of the old guidance document 112-9, including
guidance on performance of urodynamic tests, anorectal manometry and EMG studies
and the delegation of sharp debridement to PTAs. It was the consensus of the Committee
to table the discussion for the next meeting. They asked that staff and Ms. Y eatts provide
more definitive information regarding earlier recommendations about EMG studies and
draft guidance on sharp debridement using the FSBPT Model Practice Act.

Develop Guidance Document for Dry Needling

Upon amotion by Ms. Belmont and seconded by Mr. 1zzo the Committee voted to accept
the Guidance Document for Dry Needling as written. . The members voting ‘yes were
Ms. Quinn, Mr. Howell, Mr. Izzo and Ms. Belmont. There were no negative votes. The
motion passed unanimougly.

Review Guidance Document 112-12 — Physical Therapy Servicesin Home Health
Upon.amotion by Ms. Belmont and seconded by Mr. 1zzo the Committee voted to accept
the ‘Guidance Document for Physical Therapy Services in Home Health as written. The

members voting ‘yes were Mr. Howell, Ms. Quinn and Ms. Belmont. There were no
negative votes. The motion passed unanimously.
