As provided by law, this decision shall become a Final Order thirty days
after service of such order on Ms. Harrod unless a written request to the
Board for aformal hearing on the allegations made against her is
received from Ms. Harrod within such time. If service of the order is
made by mail, three additional days shall be added to that period. Upon
such timely request for aformal hearing, the decision of this conference
committee shall be vacated.
