OLD BUSINESS:

Ms. O’Connor, Regulatory Coordinator for the Department of Labor and Industrytee pioat the
regulation, 16 VAC 20-20, had been granted approval by the Governor and has been submitted to be
published in the Virginia Register. It is due to be published on January 7, 2008. On the day it i
published, the comment period will begin and go through March 7, 2008. When finished, the
regulation will begin the final stage and will again be reviewed at theeddfithe Attorney General

and, once that is complete, will go on to the Department of Planning and Budget.

NEW BUSINESS:
Standing Subcommittee:
a. Ad Hoc Subcommittee:

Darold Kemp reported that the sub-committee meeting was held November 19, 2007. with Dr
Steven Staples, Jim Walker, Bev Donati, Dudley Harris, Alton Glass, amddxemp.

Discussion was held on the exemption on full-time employment policy. The sub-¢eenmit
decided to bring the policy before the Council in December for a vote. Darold Kemp
summarized the changes and the policy was provided with the recommended changese Ful
shall be construed to be the industry standard with not less than 32 hours per week with
reasonably continuous employment. Any sponsor requesting less than 37 hours of work shall
document that some other schedule of hours per week is a reasonable standard fop#tiemcc
and industry. The completed request will then be presented to the Director ofiterDof
Registered Apprenticeship for review and approval. The Director will then repirtdothis
Council.

Darold Kemp explained the objective of discussing these changes based on preuesis re
from 1999 for cafeteria workers and current changes in the nursing profession.

Darold Kemp moved to approve the recommendations of the subcommittee. Seconded by Tom
Cecere and passed unanimously by roll call vote.

REPORTS:

Virginia Employment Commission:



Commissioner Esser reported that the Workforce Investment Act division haddresfarred to
Danny LeBlanc’s office and subsequently was being transferred to the Ri@€pmimunity College
System (VCCS). The Virginia Employment Commission would be implementinifsaas federal
funding continued to shrink. Continued downsizing was anticipated.

Virginia Apprenticeship Alumni Association (VAAA):

VAAA President Ray Louth reported that the Alumni audit committee wasviag many new
memberships from Northrop Grumman graduating apprentices.

U.S. Department of Labor, Office of Apprenticeship:

Mr. Walker addressed the Council and introduced Mr. Joseph Hersch. Mr. Heesuotheelxgreetings
from the United States Department of Labor and Industry (USDOL), Officgpifehticeship national
and regional offices. He reported that National Administrator Tony Swoopbeniditiring at the end
of the year. Additionally, mention was made of the upgraded Federal regulatemmgfRegistered
Apprenticeship. Mr. Jim Walker delivered the Notice of Proposed Rulemaking (NPRM
Apprenticeship Programs, Labor Standards for Registration, Amendmengubiens to the
Council members for review. The USDOL Office of Apprenticeship also produced BVIB for
promotion of the Registered Apprenticeship program.

Division of Registered Apprenticeship:

Trish Morrison reported that the Division had, as of December 12, 2a(PQ3 apprentices and 2,317
active sponsors. Completion statistics showed 2,082 certificates awarded.

Department of Labor and Industry:

Commissioner Davenport recommended that Bev Donati, Trish MorrisowWydiker, Dr. Staples and
he form a sub-committee for the purposes of review of the upgrémtlestal regulations. The
Commissioner also shared that the revenue downturn was not only aid/isgue, but nationwide.
The Department of Labor and Industry realized a $256,000 reduction in tasdgeesult which was
partially accomplished by not filling vacant positions within the Agency.

Commissioner Davenport congratulated Dr. Staples on his upconirgment from York County
Public schools, and gave good wishes for his continuing activitiesotesgor at William and Mary
College.
