The Board has adopted a reduction in the renewal and late renewal fees for asbestos worker, asbestos
supervisor, asbestos inspector, asbestos management planner, asbestos project designer, asbestos
project monitor, asbestos analytical laboratory and asbestos contractor licenses as well as accredited
asbestos training programs. Fee reductions will remain effective until February 2021.
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Mandate and Impetus

The purpose of the fee reductions is to reduce an accumulated budget surplus and remain in compliance
with the Callahan Act (§ 54.1-113 of the Code of Virginia). At the close of each biennium, the Department
of Professional and Occupational Regulation is required to review each board’s financial position to
determine whether fees need to be adjusted to ensure that revenues are sufficient, but not excessive, to
cover the board’s operating expenses. This regulatory action is exempt from the Administrative Process
Act pursuant to Va. Code § 2.2-4006(A)(6).
