The Board of Physical Therapy has reduced fees for applicants and regulants for the next two years 
in order to reduce the surplus in its budget.  Renewal fees will be reduced for physical therapists 
from $135 to $60 and for physical therapist assistants from $70 to $30.  Other fees, including those 
for application, reinstatement, endorsement and late renewal are similarly reduced. A fee for 
certification of grades to another jurisdiction is being permanently eliminated, as it is no longer 
necessary; and the fee for applying for reinstatement after revocation is being permanently reduced 
from $2,000 to $1,000.

On December 7, 2001, the Virginia Board of Physical Therapy adopted amendments to regulations, 
18 VAC 112-20-10 et seq.
