The Department of Planning and Budget (DPB) has analyzed the economic impact of this proposed regulation in accordance with Section 9-6.14:7.1.G of the Administrative Process Act and Executive Order Number 25 (98).  Section 9-6.14:7.1.G requires that such economic impact analyses include, but need not be limited to, the projected number of businesses or other entities to whom the regulation would apply, the identity of any localities and types of businesses or other entities particularly affected, the projected number of persons and employment positions to be affected, the projected costs to affected businesses or entities to implement or comply with the regulation, and the impact on the use and value of private property.  The analysis presented below represents DPB’s best estimate of these economic impacts.

Summary of the Proposed Regulation


The Board of Social Services has determined that this regulation is no longer needed and proposes to repeal the Relocation Assistance component of the General Relief program since a use history indicated that only one local agency had used the component in the last five years.

Estimated Economic Impact

The General Relief program is an optional program funded by state and local funds with the primary purpose of assisting individuals who do not qualify for aid in a federal category.  The program is supervised by the State Department of Social Services and administered by local agencies.  Each agency chooses the components and sub-components to be included in its General Relief Program.  This regulation specifies eligibility requirements, covered items, and maximum payment ($500) for the relocation assistance component of the General Relief program.  

According to the Department of Social Services (DSS), this component is currently included in the General Relief plans of ten localities but has only been used by one of the ten in the last five years. The repeal of this regulation will prevent localities from offering state and local funded relocation assistance in the future, but will not preclude a local department from using local funds to assist an individual with relocation expenses.  During the development of the NOIRA, DSS conducted a survey of local departments that offered relocation assistance, including the one department that had used the component, and found no objections to its elimination.  

Since this service is not currently being utilized, and is not expected to be used in the future, eliminating this program will not have any economic impact.

Businesses and Entities Affected

The repeal of this regulation will affect the ten local departments of social service that currently include relocation assistance in their General Relief plans that will be required to submit new plans removing the component

Localities Particularly Affected

No localities will be particularly affected by the proposed repeal since the service is not currently being utilized.  

Projected Impact on Employment 

The proposed repeal is not anticipated to have a significant effect on employment.

Effects on the Use and Value of Private Property

The proposed repeal is not anticipated to have a significant effect on the use and value of private property.
