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VOSH PROGRAM DIRECTIVE: 01-024 ISSUED: August 1, 2010

SUBJECT: Cancellation and Revision of VOSH/OSHA Instructions Related to Standard Alleged

A.

Violation Elements (SAVEs)

Purpose.

This directive cancels VOSH/OSHA instructions related to Standard Alleged Violation Elements
(SAVESs), and it revises SAVEs references in other VOSH/OSHA instructions. This directive also
cancels unnecessary references to the cancelled SAVEs manuals from all other VOSH/OSHA
instructions. SAVEs will continue to be generated by VOSH/OSHA internally and incorporated into the
Integrated Management Information System (IMIS) Enforcement Data Processing Manual.

This Program Directive is an internal guideline, not a statutory or regulatory rule, and is intended to
provide instructions to VOSH personnel regarding internal operation of the Virginia Occupational
Safety and Health Program and is solely for the benefit of the program. This document is not subject to
the Virginia Register Act or the Administrative Process Act; it does not have general application and is
not being enforced as having the force of law.

Scope.

This directive applies to all VOSH personnel.
