The Board’s recent action to remove these thirty-eight documents from the Board’s list 

of guidance documents on Town Hall, represents a 22.3% reduction in the agency’s 

guidance documents. Moreover, this action removes over 300,000 words (18.67% of 

the total words in the agency’s guidance document) and 272 discretionary 

requirements.
