Review of Virginia Substance Abuse Cases (Closed Session)

closed session, pursuant to Virginia Code 88 2.2-3711(A)(4) and 45.1-
11.35(E). In the closed session, the Board worked out agreementspwing
individuals to return to work conditionally, and took other disciplinary
actions including revocation of all certifications held by miners.

The Board discussed their approach on addressing issues andncerns of
mine operators’ use of drug screening “quick” testing kits The Board has
encountered some docketed cases where these quick geprove to be
problematic in producing reliable results. In these casewhere quick tests
are administered, results will be more credible with dboratory confirmation



of any positives from the same sample. The Board also agreed @ddress
these concerns and problems in an Operator’s Bulletin to é drafted and
communicated by Chief Linkous to the mine operators.
