Final amendments to the Home Inspector Licensing Regulations 

regarding temporary fee reductions were published on January 31, 

2022, and will become effective on March 2, 2022.

Ms. Lindsey and Ms. Pettus advised the Board that staff has 

received multiple inquiries as to whether virtual or online platforms 

are acceptable methods of delivery for asbestos and lead courses in 

light of the expiration of waivers of in-person training instituted 

during the height of the pandemic.   

 

§54.1-501.6 of the Code of Virginia states, in part, that any 

regulation promulgated by the Board related to lead-based paint 

activities may not be more stringent than that of the Environmental 

Protection Agency (EPA).  40CFR 745.225(c)(6)(viii) of the Code 

of Federal Regulations allows for electronic delivery of classroom 

portions of lead-based paint activities courses, but not for the

hands-on portion of these courses.  

While the Code of Virginia, the Board’s regulations, and the Code 

of Federal Regulations are silent on the electronic delivery of 

asbestos courses, the EPA has issued guidance allowing for online 

Asbestos Model Accreditation Plan (MAP) annual refresher 

training.  

Ms. Lindsey and Ms. Pettus asked the Board to consider guidance 

allowing for hybrid delivery of lead initial courses wherein 

theoretical instruction is permitted to be conducted by electronic 

means, while any required hands-on instruction is to be performed in 

person, and to permit electronic delivery of asbestos and lead 

refresher courses. After lengthy discussion, Mr. Thomas moved to 

authorize staff to draft guidance allowing for the electronic delivery 

of lead and asbestos refresher training only.  Mr. Haltigan seconded 

the motion which was unanimously approved by:    Baynes, Cranor, 

Haltigan, Magruder, Palmer, Rushton, Studley, and Thomas.

18VAC15-30-510. General requirements. 3 

A. This part establishes work practice standards for conducting lead-based paint activities in4 

target housing and child-occupied facilities. 5 

B. Notification shall be sent by the licensed lead abatement contractor to the Virginia6 

Department of Labor and Industry prior to the commencement of any lead-based paint abatement 7 

activities. The notification shall be sent in a manner prescribed by the Virginia Department of 8 

Labor and Industry. 9 

C. No licensed lead abatement contractor shall enter into a contract to perform a lead10 

abatement project if the lead inspection or project design is to be performed by individuals with 11 

an employer/employee relationship with, or financial interest in, the lead abatement contractor 12 

unless the contractor provides the building owner with a "Virginia Lead Consumer Information and 13 

Disclosure Sheet," which is available from the board. Persons licensed to perform post-abatement 14 

clearance procedures shall be independent of and have no financial interest in or an 15 

employer/employee relationship with the licensed lead abatement contractor. 16 

D. The relationships described in subsection C of this section must be disclosed and the17 

disclosure form must be signed and dated by the building owner, or his agent, and the contracting 18 

entity prior to the signing of any contract to conduct lead-based paint activities. The contractor 19 

must provide the disclosure form to all parties involved in the lead abatement project. The 20 

disclosure form shall be kept on the lead abatement project site and available for review. 21 

E. When performing a lead-based paint inspection, lead-hazard screen, risk assessment or22 

abatement, a licensed individual must perform that activity in compliance with documented 23 
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methodologies. Documented methodologies that are appropriate for this chapter include the 24 

following: 25 

1. U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) Guidelines for the 26 

Evaluation and Control of Lead-Based Paint Hazards in Housing, June 1995 edition, 27 

including the 1997 Revision to Chapter 7: Lead-Based Paint Inspection Second Edition, 28 

July 2012. 29 

2. 40 CFR Part 745, Subpart D. 30 

3. EPA Guidance on Residential Lead-Based Paint, Lead-Contaminated Dust and Lead-31 

Contaminated Soil (60 FR 47248-47257). 32 

4. EPA Residential Sampling for Lead: Protocols for Dust and Soil Sampling, Final Report 33 

(EPA 747-R-95-001, March 1995). 34 

5. Any future EPA or HUD guidance that may replace the above methodologies. 35 

6. Regulations, guidance, methods or protocols authorized by the board. 36 

F. Individuals conducting lead-based paint activities shall comply with the work practice 37 

standards enumerated in this chapter. 38 

G. Any lead-based paint activities, as described in this chapter, shall be performed only by 39 

individuals licensed by the board to perform such activities. 40 

H. All reports and plans required by 18VAC15-30-520 through 18VAC15-30-651 shall be 41 

maintained by the licensed firm or individual who prepared the report for at least three years. The 42 

licensed firm or individual also shall provide copies of these reports to the building owner or person 43 

who contracted for its services. 44

SUBJECT: Verification of Course Completion Certificates Awarded to Training 

Program Managers and Principal Instructors 

 

 

I. Background 

Board staff has received inquiries from other states regarding the validity of Virginia 
asbestos and lead training course completion certificates wherein the name of the 
course participant, the training manager, and the principal instructor are one and the 
same. The issue was discussed at the Board’s November 4, 2021 meeting, at which 
the Board determined guidance on the matter was necessary.   

 
 
II. Issue 
 

As training managers and principal instructors with asbestos and lead licenses are 
required to complete refresher training, to include an examination, and the Board’s 
regulations are silent on whether these individuals are permitted to sign their own 
completion certificates, the Board is asked to consider adopting a policy that 
provides for a means to verify whether a training manager and/or principal instructor 
has completed refresher training and the requisite examination 

 
 

III. Applicable Regulations 
 

Chapter 20, Part XIII. of the Virginia Asbestos Licensing Regulations states, in part, 
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Page 2 of 2 

that licensees in each asbestos discipline must complete refresher training to 
include an administered “written closed-book examination [in which] the passing 
score will be 70% correct.” 

 
Pursuant to 18VAC15-30-390 of the Virginia Lead-Based Paint Activities 
Regulations, an accredited lead training program must conduct a monitored, written 
course test or proficiency test with a passing score of 70%.  

 
Pursuant to 18VAC15-20-490 and 18VAC15-30-400 of the Board's regulations a 
course completion certificate must contain the name of the course participant, as 
well as the typewritten or printed name and signature of both the training program 
manager or administrator and the principal instructor.  

 
 
III. Request for Guidance 
 

In order to limit confusion and verify the completion of refresher training and the 
passing of required closed-book, monitored examinations, Board staff 
recommends the following. 

1. Course participants who are both the training manager and principal instructor 
of a training program must be monitored by another instructor if completing said 
program’s examination for the purpose of license renewal. The monitoring 

individual will sign the certificate of completion as the participant’s instructor.  

2.  Course participants who are either the training manager or the principal 
instructor must be monitored by the other if completing their own program’s 

examination for the purpose of license renewal. The monitoring individual will 
sign the certificate of completion as the participant’s instructor.  

This policy applies to asbestos and lead refresher courses only. 

The Board will not accept initial training certificates of completion wherein the 
name of the course participant, training manager, or principal instructor are the 
same.

 08  The reason you're appearing for an informal fact-finding

 09  conference today, sir, is that on your application for

 10  licensure you disclosed that you had prior criminal

 11  convictions.

 12                       The Board has asked us to convene

 13  this conference to get the facts and circumstances

 14  surrounding those convictions.  In addition, we're going

 15  to talk a little about your work history and then your

 16  plans moving forward if granted licensure.

 17                       So the conviction that we're here to

 18  speak about is dated May 6th of 2013.  In Long Beach,

 19  Mississippi, you were convicted of possession of a

 20  controlled substance.

 21                       It looks like this was specifically

 22  possession of a precursor drug which is a felony.  What

 23  specifically happened that led to that conviction?

 24                       MR. HOFFMAN:  I'd went through a

 25  really, like, bad period and no excuse, but I lost my
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 01  father and my cousin who was also one of my closest

 02  friends.

 03                       And then I moved back to Mississippi

 04  after living in Florida after Hurricane Katrina and just

 05  met a group of people that I probably shouldn't have

 06  been around.

 07                       And I just went down a really dark

 08  path for a year, maybe a year and a half.  And I got

 09  arrested and was very thankful it all happened, like,

 10  because I love the person I am now compared to the

 11  person I was back then.

 12                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Okay.  And so it

 13  looks like this incident occurred on October 31st of

 14  2011.  So what specifically happened that day that led

 15  you to be convicted of possession of a controlled

 16  substance?

 17                       MR. HOFFMAN:  I was at the house and

 18  I guess somebody -- I guess somebody else had gotten in

 19  trouble and they said I had drugs on me too, and they

 20  came to my house and searched me and found it and

 21  arrested me.

 22                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Okay.  So was there a

 23  warrant issued to search your home?

 24                       MR. HOFFMAN:  No, ma'am.  I don't --

 25  I don't believe so.  We entered the door and they were
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 01  there.

 02                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Okay.  And what type

 03  of drugs were you in possession of?

 04                       MR. HOFFMAN:  Methamphetamine.

 05                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Okay.  And I

 06  understand your testimony that during this time you were

 07  going through a difficult period.  Were you struggling

 08  with an addiction to methamphetamine at this time?

 09                       MR. HOFFMAN:  Not really.  It was

 10  more just experiment, and I mean, we were just partying

 11  a lot and it just started to get out of control.  And I

 12  didn't really have a desire at the time to, like, have a

 13  full life or anything like that.

 14                       And I had a job, but it was just a

 15  basic job.  It wasn't nothing for a career path or

 16  anything like that.

 17                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Okay.  And what were

 18  you doing for work at that time?

 19                       MR. HOFFMAN:  I was working at the

 20  church.  I was really close with the priest and, like,

 21  kind of like the town church and everybody's -- like my

 22  family is real close with them.

 23                       And he knew I was going through a

 24  hard time, and so I was working up there just for

 25  minimum wage, and he was just trying -- he knew I was
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 01  struggling with life in general at that point, and so I

 02  was only working up there probably around twenty, thirty

 03  hours a week just cleaning up and stuff like that.

 04                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Okay.  Cleaning and

 05  maintenance and that type of thing?

 06                       MR. HOFFMAN:  Yes, ma'am.

 07                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Okay.  And regarding

 08  this conviction, did you serve any time?

 09                       MR. HOFFMAN:  Yes, ma'am.

 10  Thankfully I had a bond for the majority of time I was

 11  in there, and my family left me in thankfully and was

 12  able -- I was able to really, like, settle down and

 13  focus and then gone through a program which was

 14  incredible and ended up -- they gave my three years to

 15  serve, and then -- but by the time I went to court, like

 16  I was supposed to get out a year ago, a year before I

 17  even went to Court, but I mean, it all worked out for

 18  the best.

 19                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Okay.  And so you

 20  were sentenced to serve three years.  It looked like

 21  based upon paperwork I saw that you ultimately served

 22  around 23 months; is that correct?

 23                       MR. HOFFMAN:  Yes, ma'am.  Yes,

 24  ma'am.

 25                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Okay.  And then was
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 01  that followed by any type of supervised probation?

 02                       MR. HOFFMAN:  Yes, ma'am.

 03                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Are you still on

 04  probation at this time?

 05                       MR. HOFFMAN:  No, ma'am.

 06                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Okay.  When were you

 07  released from probation?

 20  and I surround myself with positive people, and I've got

 21  -- I've had a job.

 22                       I got a job when I first got out and

 23  it was a rough job, and I ended up making supervisor up

 24  there, and then, like, working all day long, then I

 25  would go to school for five hours at night, and then I
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 01  became a welder and that's what brought me up to

 02  Virginia, and yeah.

 03                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Okay.

 04                       MR. HOFFMAN:  Can you repeat the

 05  question again?  I'm sorry.  I'm just nervous.

 06                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  No problem.  I read

 07  your letter that you submitted and it looked like while

 08  you were incarcerated you participated in the Life

 09  Learning Program for three months; is that correct?

 10                       MR. HOFFMAN:  Yes, ma'am.  Yes,

 11  ma'am, with Captain Joe Collins.

 12                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Okay.  And then it

 13  looks like after you were released from incarceration,

 14  you had a job working with pallets.  Is that the

 15  difficult job you were talking about where you were

 16  ultimately promoted?

 17                       MR. HOFFMAN:  Yes, ma'am.  It was a

 18  job.  You stood in -- you had on rubber boots, but you

 19  stood in disgusting water and you just threw pallets all

 20  day.  And they were pressure washing them, but you were

 21  just putting them on a conveyor belt.

 22                       And usually people -- I mean, there

 23  was usually a guy working with me.  They would only stay

 24  a couple of weeks, sometimes one day and they would

 25  never come back, but, like, my parents told me or my
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 01  mom, my father had already passed, that they weren't

 02  going to enable me at all.

 03                       And so, like, I was -- I knew if I

 04  didn't make it I was just going to be homeless and I was

 05  going to live the life I didn't want to live.  And so I

 06  worked my way all the way up to floor supervisor and was

 07  working ten hours a day.

 08                       Then when I made it inside of the

 09  plant I ran the band saw for several months, and then my

 10  head boss was so happy with my production that he made

 11  me floor supervisor, and it was still -- it was nothing

 12  I could see myself doing for a long period of time.

 13                       I mean, A, it was around -- the

 14  people that worked there weren't the highest quality of

 15  people, and I didn't want to be around people like that

 16  every day.  I wanted to be around, you know, successful

 17  people.  And that's where I've led my life to now is

 18  around that, and -- so -- oh, sorry.

 19                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  No, that's okay.  And

 20  it sounded like after you were promoted to, like you

 21  said, being the shift opener I guess for the plant, then

 22  you decided to pursue going to welding school; is that

 23  correct?

 24                       MR. HOFFMAN:  Yes, ma'am.  I'd go to

 25  welding school for five hours in the evening.
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 01                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Okay.  And what are

 02  you doing for work currently?

 03                       MR. HOFFMAN:  I'm a welder.  I

 04  currently work on submarines and aircraft carriers from

 05  eleven at night to seven in the morning.  And when I get

 06  off of work, I usually try to go do a ride along for a

 07  home inspection just to learn.  I enjoy learning about

 08  it.

 09                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  How long have you

 10  been working as a welder?

 11                       MR. HOFFMAN:  Let's see.  It's been

 12  about six years.

 13                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Okay.  And are you

 14  working at the shipyard or where are you doing welding

 15  work?

 16                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Yes, ma'am.  I'm a

 17  contract welder at Newport News Shipbuilding.

 18                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Okay.  And you said

 19  that oftentimes when you finished a shift then you're

 20  doing a ride along for home inspections.  How long have

 21  you been doing the ride alongs for the home inspections?

 22                       MR. HOFFMAN:  It's been about --

 23  about a year and a half I've been doing them.  I don't

 24  do them every day, but I try to get a couple in a week

 25  just until I get my license.  That way I stay on top of
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 01  it.

 02                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Okay.  And you're now

 03  pursuing your home inspector license.  What are your

 04  plans moving forward if that's granted?

 05                       MR. HOFFMAN:  I plan on working with

 06  Curt Lind with C&C Home Inspections, and he's been a

 07  great mentor along with Tyler and work for him and just

 08  see where that takes me.

 09                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  What do you like

 10  about the home inspection industry?

 11                       MR. HOFFMAN:  I love that it's not

 12  monotonous.  You meet new people every day, usually

 13  meeting great people.  Usually the agents are wonderful

 14  to work with.  I enjoy looking at all the old houses to

 15  the new houses.

 16                       I love learning how old house were

 17  built compared to the new houses today, and I just love

 18  everything about it.

 19                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Thank you.  And for

 20  the home inspector that Mr. Hoffman mentioned is Curt,

 21  C-U-R-T, Lind, L-I-N-D.

 22                       And, sir, as it relates to your

 23  criminal conviction, how long has it now been that

 24  you've abstained from any type of drug use?

 25                       MR. HOFFMAN:  Since Halloween of
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 01  2011, so October 31st of 2011.

 02                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Okay.  So going back

 03  to the incident?

 04                       MR. HOFFMAN:  Yes, ma'am.

 05                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Okay.

 06                       MR. HOFFMAN:  And my job now we get

 07  regular hair follicle tests.

 08                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Okay.  And I know

 09  that at that time in your life back in 2011, you said

 10  that you were going through a lot of personal hardship

 11  and that you were working at the church doing

 12  maintenance and cleaning.

 13                       Any work history before that, or was

 14  your work somewhat sporadic because you were going

 15  through a difficult time?

 16                       MR. HOFFMAN:  Yes, ma'am.  I worked

 17  for Federal Express for five years and drove for them,

 18  and then Hurricane Katrina hit and it annihilated my

 19  town, like, it was just completed flattened.

 20                       The whole Mississippi Gulf coast

 21  was, and so from there Red Cross put me in a hotel room

 22  in Florida, and -- so I got a job working with the city

 23  in Florida for several years, and I got a job waiting

 24  tables at a restaurant.  So I was working two jobs

 25  trying get everything back.
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 01                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Okay.  What years

 02  would you estimate you were working for FedEx?

 03                       MR. HOFFMAN:  I would say 2001 to

 04  2005 or -- yes, ma'am.  I believe that's right.

 05                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Okay.  And you said

 06  you were working for a city in Florida?

 07                       MR. HOFFMAN:  Yes, ma'am.

 08                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Was that doing

 09  grounds maintenance or what type of work were you doing?

 10                       MR. HOFFMAN:  I was working with

 11  animals.

 12                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Okay.  Like at an

 13  animal shelter?

 14                       MR. HOFFMAN:  Yes, ma'am, the ones

 15  that the city picks up and stuff like that, the ones

 16  that, like, people would call and complain about

 17  animals, pretty much doing animal control for them.

 18                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Okay.  What city was

 19  that in?

 20                       MR. HOFFMAN:  Neptune Beach.

 21                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Okay.  And what years

 22  would you say you were doing that job in Neptune Beach?

 23                       MR. HOFFMAN:  I believe it was from

 24  2006 to, I want to say 2008.  I'm not positive.

 25                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Okay.  Ms. Tyler
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 01  joined you today.  Ms. Tyler, you said that you were

 02  familiar with Mr. Hoffman.  I believe you said that he

 03  was dating one of your agents.

 04                       What would you like to share with us

 05  as we consider his application for licensure as a home

 06  inspector?

 07                       MS. TYLER:  Thank you.  Like I said,

 08  I met him a while ago and his work ethic is absolutely

 09  outstanding, and he was always the first one to help any

 10  of our agents if we had a home buyer that needed help

 11  with something at their house or a seller to get it

 12  ready.

 13                       He was always the first one to offer

 14  to help out which that was incredible because he worked

 15  so much, but his just love for wanting to help people in

 16  general is very rare to find these days.

 17                       And he mentioned something about

 18  home inspections so I connected him with one of my home

 19  inspectors, Curt Lind, who he's pretty much been an

 20  intern for him and Curt has been extremely impressed

 21  with his work and his bedside manner if you will.

 22                       If buyers or sellers are present,

 23  he's always very, very polite with everybody, very

 24  punctual, and if anybody deserves a second chance it

 25  would certainly be this man.
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 01                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Thank you.  And are

 02  you a real estate salesperson or you're a broker?

 03                       MS. TYLER:  I'm a principal broker,

 04  Prodigy Realty.

 05                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Thank you.  And how

 06  long have you been licensed here in Virginia?

 07                       MS. TYLER:  I got licensed in 2008.

 08                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Okay.  Thank you.

 09  Mr. Hoffman, is there anything else you would like to

 10  share with us about who you are today or anything I've

 11  not specifically asked you about as we consider your

 12  application?

 13                       MR. HOFFMAN:  Yes, ma'am.  I just --

 14  I love the person I am today and I love the adventure

 15  it's been getting to where I am now.  I love interacting

 16  with people and I love being there.

 17                       I love helping people mainly.

 18  That's one thing that makes me happy, and I try to live

 19  a life of gratitude and always be thankful for whatever

 20  you have.

 21                       And I've worked really hard learning

 22  all the home inspection stuff, and when I took the test,

 23  like, I'm not good at test taking for one thing.  It was

 24  the first time in life I ever, like, cried when I

 25  completed something, when I passed the state exam.
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 01                       And it was just -- because, like, I

 02  didn't, you know, it's a huge fail rate whenever people

 03  take that test, and, like, I locked myself in a room

 04  pretty much and just studied and studied and studied.

 05                       And I would go to the beach and I

 06  would just study at the beach, and we got laid off at

 07  work for a couple of months and all I did was study

 08  during that time.

 09                       And I would usually start my morning

 10  off with doing a ride along and then just going home and

 11  studying, and it was one of the happiest times I've ever

 12  had of something I've accomplished.  It just made me

 13  feel really good.

 14                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Thank you.  and I

 15  forgot something else I wanted to ask you about.  You

 16  provided a letter of recommendation from Kathleen

 17  Anderson.  She's a doctor.

 18                       And it sounds like you've known her

 19  for the last couple of years.  Are you participating in

 20  some type of voluntary program or counseling with Ms.

 21  Anderson?

 22                       MR. HOFFMAN:  Yes, ma'am.  I do do

 23  counseling, like, I find it helpful to have somebody to

 24  talk to, and it helps like just keep, like, life on

 25  track, like, just having somebody to vent to and get out
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 01  somebody else's perspective that's not biased on

 02  anything.

 03                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Okay.  Thank you.

 04  Ms. Pruett, do you have additional questions for Ms.

 05  Tyler or Mr. Hoffman?

 06                       MR. PRUETT:  I do not.

 07                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Okay.  If there's

 08  nothing further --

 09                       MS. TYLER:  I just have one thing I

 10  would like to add if that's possible.

 11                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Oh, yes.  Sure, Ms.

 12  Tyler.

 13                       MS. TYLER:  I'm so sorry and I

 14  should have said this before, but it's not typical for

 15  me to back somebody, per se, unless I really, really

 16  mean it.

 17                       But the Real Estate Board gave me a

 18  second chance, and I told them in 2008 that I wanted to

 19  be a success story and that I needed their help and that

 20  was by approving my real estate license.

 21                       And since 2008, I've just grown so

 22  much, and because of their approval I was able to do so

 23  much.  I'm able to pay it forward and I have ever since

 24  like I said I would, and Jeff is absolutely one of those

 25  people that would do the same.
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 01                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Thank you.  If there

 02  is nothing further, let me explain the process from

 03  today moving forward.

 04                       Based upon everything I have heard

 05  and everything I have read, I'll put my thoughts

 06  together into a written recommendation.

 07                       The Department will mail you a copy

 08  of my recommendation along with a letter letting you

 09  know the date and time where the full Board will meet to

 10  make a final decision concerning your application.

 11                       You're welcome to attend that Board

 12  meeting but you do not have to.  If you do attend the

 13  Board meeting, the Board will give you an opportunity of

 14  about five minutes to address the -- is everyone still

 15  on the line?  I heard someone hang up.  Is the court

 16  reporter on?

 17                       COURT REPORTER:  I'm here.

 18                       MS. PRUETT:  I'm sorry.  This is

 19  Caroline.  I accidentally disconnected myself.  I just

 20  had to get back in.

 21                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Okay.  No problem.

 22  Okay.  Mr. Hoffman, you're still here?

 23                       MR. HOFFMAN:  Yes, ma'am.

 24                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Okay.  And, Ms.

 25  Tyler, you're still on?  Okay.
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 01                       MS. TYLER:  Yes, ma'am.  Yes, ma'am

 02  I'm here, yes, ma'am.

 03                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  No problem.  Okay.

 04  The Board will give you an opportunity of about five

 05  minutes to address the full Board before they make their

 06  final decision.

 07                       Generally what happens is the Board

 08  will briefly hear from you.  They will discuss your

 09  case, and then they'll vote right then and there that

 10  day.

 11                       So if you do attend the Board

 12  meeting, you'll know the final outcome concerning your

 13  application that day.  If you choose not to attend the

 14  Board meeting or you're unable to do so, the Board will

 15  still follow up with you by letter a couple of days

 16  after the Board meeting.

 17                       One thing you need to understand is

 18  I can recommend yes and the full Board could say no or

 19  the other way around.  It's a majority vote of the

 20  entire Board that makes the final decision.

 21                       Do you have any additional questions

 22  for me, Mr. Hoffman?

 23                       MR. HOFFMAN:  Yes, ma'am.  I've been

 24  in contact with a lawyer and they're working on getting

 25  it expunged right now.
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 01                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Uh-huh.

 02                       MR. HOFFMAN:  I just want to let

 03  y'all know that.  I forgot to tell you that earlier.

 04                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Okay.  Anything else,

 05  sir, before I conclude?

 06                       MR. HOFFMAN:  No, ma'am.  I believe

 07  that's it.

 08                       MS. ELDRIDGE:  Okay.  If there is

 09  nothing further, then I'll thank everyone very much for

 10  their time and I will conclude the conference and we're

 11  off record.

 12                            NOTE:  Hearing concluded at

 13  2:00 p.m.

 21       address to send things to?

 02                              MS. FRYE:  Okay.  Go ahead.

 03                              MR. VALAIKE:  To always be on

 04       guard and, you know, when I'm out away from home I'm

 05       obsessive about making sure I don't do anything that

 06       even appears to have any impropriety.  You know, just

 07       out of -- I hardly ever use public bathrooms just to

 08       make sure that nobody thinks, you know, I'm stalking

 09       somebody, you know.  And so I just let my guard down

 10       when I was at home and just wasn't thinking about, you

 11       know, all the different rules and regulations.

 12                              MS. FRYE:  Okay.  And I know the

 13       police report and everything is included in the file.

 14       Is there anything else that you would like to say

 15       regarding the conviction or anything surrounding that?

 16                              MR. VALAIKE:  It was a stupid

 17       mistake, and I'm being extremely vigilant even at home

 18       not letting my guard down on anything.

 19                              MS. FRYE:  And you self-reported

 20       your violation?

 21                              MR. VALAIKE:  Correct.

 22                              MS. FRYE:  And I know that you

 23       included some information about how many home

 24       inspections you've performed and things like that.  Is

 25       there anything additional you would like to say about
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 01       the work you've done?

 02                              MR. VALAIKE:  I think I do a

 03       very good job.  I enjoy my profession, and I provide a

 04       valuable service to people.

 05                              MS. FRYE:  Mr. Cranor, do you

 06       have additional questions regarding this?

 07                              MR. CRANOR:  I don't think I do.

 08       Appreciate it.

 09                              MS. FRYE:  Is that Seth Hurlbert

 10       with a B; is that correct?

 11                              MR. HURLBERT:  Yes.

 12                              MS. FRYE:  Okay.  What would you
