Chair’ s Report

Regulatory Committee Meeting. Due to the complexity of the matter of granting a full
license to practice clinical psychology to applicants immediately upon the successful
completion of the doctoral degree, clinical internship and passing of the EPPP (National)
Examination, further study was needed and it was referred back to Committee. The
Regulatory Committee will meet to discuss thisissue further in December 2002.



Discipline Committee

Dr. Niemeler presented the following report: There are currently 15 complaintsin
Investigations; Three (3) cases at Board level; Two (2) Informal Conferences have been
held since July 9, 2002; and there are currently six (6) licenses on probation.

Credentials Committee

Dr. Van de Water advised that there have been five (5) reviews since the last meeting on
July 9, 2002.

Continuing Education Committee

Dr. Hathaway reported that there are now three (3) “Paragraph B” continuing education
providers.
