The Common Interest Community Board (“the Board”) intends to undertake a general regulatory review of
the Condominium Regulations. The regulation implements the requirements of the Virginia Condominium
Act (§ 55.1-1900 et seq. of the Code of Virginia) regulating the offering and disposition of condominium
units in Virginia. The regulation contains the requirements for registration of condominiums, including
requirements for public offering statements and posting of required bonds or letters of credit. The
regulation also provides for requirements for maintenance of a condominium registration, including filing
and reporting requirements.

The goals of the action include:

1. Review of discretionary requirements imposed on regulated parties to determine whether such
requirements impose burdens that are not necessary to protect the public health, safety, and
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welfare; or are not necessary to effectively administer the registration program, in accordance
with the regulatory reduction goal of Executive Directive Number One (2022);

2. Review to ensure the regulation complements current Virginia law and meets applicable federal
requirements, if any;

3. Review to ensure the regulation is organized, clear, and understandable; and

4. Review to ensure the regulation provides minimal burdens on regulants while still protecting the
public.

In addition, the review will ensure the regulation reflects current DPOR procedures and policies, along
with any other changes determined to be necessary and appropriate.

Mandate and Impetus

The impetus for this regulatory action is Executive Directive Number One (2022), which directs Executive
Branch entities under the authority of the Governor “...to initiate regulatory processes to reduce by at
least 25 percent the number of regulations not mandated by federal or state statute, in consultation with
the Office of the Attorney General, and in a manner consistent with the laws of the Commonwealth.”

This action is not the result of a mandate.

Section 55.1-1971 of the Virginia Condominium Act states, in part:

A. The Common Interest Community Board shall prescribe reasonable regulations, which
shall be adopted, amended, or repealed in compliance with law applicable to the
administrative procedure of agencies of government. The regulations shall include
provisions for advertising standards to assure full and fair disclosure, provisions for
operating procedures, and other regulations as are necessary and proper to accomplish
the purpose of this chapter.
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Purpose

The General Assembly has charged the Board with the responsibility for administering the Virginia
Condominium Act (Chapter 19 of Title 55.1 of the Code of Virginia) and prescribing reasonable
regulations to include provisions for advertising standards to assure full and fair disclosure, provisions for
operating procedures, and other regulations as are necessary and proper to accomplish the purpose of
the Act.

Under applicable provisions of the Act, a declarant is prohibited from offering or disposing of any interest
in a condominium unit unless the condominium is registered with the Board. The Act requires the
declarant to deliver to a prospective purchaser a current public offering statement. The public offering
statement must disclose fully and accurately the characteristics of the condominium and the units being
offered and make known to prospective purchasers all unusual and material circumstances or features
affecting the condominium. The public offering statement must be filed with the Board and in a form
prescribed by the Board’s regulations.

As the regulation is developed, the Board, in accordance with Executive Directive Number One (2022),
will review discretionary requirements imposed on regulated parties to determine whether such
requirements impose burdens that are not necessary to protect the public health, safety, and welfare; or
are not necessary to effectively administer the registration program. To the extent any such current
requirement may not be necessary to protect the public health, safety, and welfare, or not necessary to
effectively administer the registration program, the Board will consider eliminating the requirement.

These issues are not inclusive of all potential issues that may be addressed during development of the
regulation.
Substance

The Board is forming a regulatory review committee composed of members of the Board and other
individuals involved in the common interest community development industry to conduct a review of this
regulation. The committee’s membership is expected to include common interest community managers,
representatives of developers, and residents who reside in common interest communities.

At this time, there are no new substantive provisions or substantive changes to existing provisions that
are being considered.

As the regulation is developed, the Board, in accordance with Executive Directive Number One (2022),
will review discretionary requirements imposed on regulated parties to determine whether such
requirements impose burdens that are not necessary to protect the public health, safety, and welfare; or
are not necessary to effectively administer the registration program. To the extent any such current
requirement may not be necessary to protect the public health, safety, and welfare, or not necessary to
effectively administer the registration program, the Board will consider eliminating the requirement.
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Alternatives to Regulation

A goal of this regulatory action is to review of discretionary requirements imposed on regulated parties to
determine whether such requirements impose burdens that are not necessary to protect the public health,
safety, and welfare; or are not necessary to effectively administer the registration program, in accordance
with the regulatory reduction goal of Executive Directive Number One (2022). As the regulation is
developed, the Board will consider potential alternatives to existing requirements that may be less
burdensome or intrusive while still meeting the essential purpose of the regulation.
