Pursuant to Chapters 740 and 773 of the 2023 General Assembly, the pharmaceutical processor program 
moved to the Virginia Cannabis Control Authority as of January 1, 2024, the effective date of the 
legislation. As a result, the Board of Pharmacy adopted an exempt action, effective January 1, 2024, to 
repeal all regulations under the Board of Pharmacy related to the pharmaceutical processor program, 
over which the Board no longer has jurisdiction.
