The Board felt that it should initiate additional changes to licensure by
endorsement requirements as well to reduce the burden on applicants.

The Board will add the ability to provide evidence of a retired license from another jurisdiction that was in
good standing prior to retirement in support of an application for licensure by endorsement. In addition,
the Board will consider limiting 18VAC125-20-42(4) to requiring verification of a license in one other
jurisdiction (rather than verification of all an applicant may hold) and simplification of the requirements in
18VAC125-20-42(6).
