As counsel for the Board, | am of the opinion that

the Board may amend the Food Code pursuant to the authority granted at Va. Code § 35.1-11 and

Va. Code § 35.1-14(C). These amendments qualify for fast-track regulatory action under Va.

Code § 2.2-4012.1 because they are not controversial.

The amended regulations do not appear, on their face, to conflict with the Constitution of

the United States or the Constitution of the Commonwealth of Virginia, nor do they appear to

conflict with federal or state law currently in effect.
