Librarians employed by the State Law Library or 

law libraries of counties or cities, libraries of colleges and universities, libraries of institutions, 

and school libraries are exempt.  

 

§ 42.1-15.1. Qualifications required tohold professional librarian position limits the need to be 

certified by the State Library Board to public libraries serving populations greater than 15,000.
