Section 10.1-1448 of the Code of Virginia establishes a technical assistance fund to be utilized 

by a governing body of a community hosting a hazardous waste facility to obtain technical 

assistance funds. The Virginia Waste Management Board has adopted this regulation to establish 

administrative procedures for the Technical Assistance Fund under the authority of §10.1-1434 

of the Code of Virginia.

This regulation has been written to establish the process for a governing body of a community 

hosting a hazardous waste facility to obtain technical assistance funds. It is clearly written and is 

consistent with the requirements of statute and other related regulations. 

This regulation does not overlap, duplicate, or conflict with any state law or other state 

regulation. This regulation is part of a set of four related regulations mandated by Virginia 

statutes that establish a procedure for siting of hazardous waste management facilities including 

certification of the site, investigation of the site, resolution of issues between the applicant and 

the host community, and funding the process. 

A periodic review was last conducted on this regulation in 2016 and the regulation remains 

current. 

This regulation allows localities a governing body of a community hosting a hazardous waste 

facility to obtain technical assistance funds.
