This rulemaking is proposed in order to amend and reissue the existing general permit which expires on 
December 31, 2016. The general permit governs facilities holding individual VPDES permits that 
discharge or propose to discharge total nitrogen or total phosphorus to the Chesapeake Bay or its 
tributaries. The facilities are authorized to discharge to surface waters and exchange credits for total 
nitrogen and/ or total phosphorus.

The basis of this regulation is §62.1-44.19:14 of the Code of Virginia which directs the State Water 
Control Board to issue a Watershed General Virginia Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (VDPES) 
Permit authorizing point source discharges of total nitrogen and total phosphorus to the waters of the 
Chesapeake Bay and its tributaries 
 
Section 402 of the Clean Water Act (33 USC 1251 et seq.) authorizes states to administer the NPDES 
permit program under state law.  The Commonwealth of Virginia received such authorization in 1975 
under the terms of a Memorandum of Understanding with the U.S. EPA.  This Memorandum of 
Understanding was modified on May 20, 1991 to authorize the Commonwealth to administer a General 
VPDES Permit Program. 

 

 

Purpose

This proposed regulatory action restores and protects water quality in the Chesapeake Bay watershed 
which is essential to the health, safety and welfare of Virginia’s citizens.  The proposed action authorizes 
wastewater discharges of nitrogen and phosphorus from wastewater treatment facilities already 
authorized by a Virginia Pollutant Discharge Elimination System permit. The general permit establishes 
annual effluent loading limits for nitrogen and phosphorus, and establishes the conditions by which credits 
(the difference in pounds between the facility’s limit and the mass actually discharged) may be 
exchanged.  The general permit also establishes how any increase in nitrogen or phosphorus loading 
from a new or expanding discharger must be offset by other nutrient reductions elsewhere in the basin. 
The primary issue that needs to be addressed is that the existing general permit expires on December 31, 
2016 and must be reissued in order to continue making it available after that date.  The regulation also 
needs to be modified to establish interim, dissolved oxygen-based wasteload nitrogen and phosphorus 
allocations for significant dischargers in the James River basin along with appropriate schedules of 
compliance.  Modifications to implement Chlorophyll-a based individual wasteload allocations in the 
James River basin will be subject to a separate rulemaking.

Changes to the existing general permit regulation include changing the effective dates of the general 
permit to January 1, 2017 through December 31, 2021 and the inclusion of interim, dissolved oxygen-
based wasteload allocations for significant dischargers in the James River basin along with appropriate 
schedules of compliance.  Amendments may be identified following the submittal of public comments on 
this notice or as the issues identified in “Need” are considered.
