The Regulations Governing the Transportation of Hazardous Materials regulate the method by
which hazardous materials shall be loaded, unloaded, packed, identified, marked, placarded,
stored, and transported. By Virginia statute, these regulations shall be no more restrictive than
any applicable federal laws or regulations.

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federal regulationsincorporated by reference into these regulations. Federa regulationsin effect
on October 1, 2002 are incorporated into these regul ations.

The Virginia Waste Management Board adopted the Regulations Governing the Transportation
of Hazardous Materias, Immediate Final Rule 2002, as final regulations on March 28, 2003.
