You have asked whether the proposed changes &btve-cited regulations are exempt from the operatio
Article 2 of the Administrative Process Act.

The proposed amendment to eliminate the state ea#onnrequirement for persons seeking licensure L
endorsement is exempt in accordance with 8§ 2.2-4086 which provides an exemption for: “Regulatiohatt
consist only of changes in style or form or coimex of technical errors.” Effective July 24, 2008, the Virgini
Board of Long-Term Care Administrators (Board) Regulations guwgrthe practice of Nursing Home
Administrators eliminated the state licensing exam. Howevtchnical error occurred in that the change we
made to the section for initial licensure and the concomitant chartge section on licensure by endorsemer
was not done. Also, the elimination of the state licensing exauirement means the definition, “state
examination,” can be removed, as well. The Board now instead eslirapplicants to attest that they have
read and understood and will remain current with the applicaiggnia laws and regulations relating to the
administration of nursing homes.

Having satisfied all legal requirements, you may proceed tothekaecessary steps to promulgate this exem
regulation with the Registrar of Regulations.
