I have reviewed the Regulations for Reporting of Health Care-Associated Infections, 12 VAC 5-370-10 
et seq.  The regulations do not conflict with other federal or state statutes or regulations and do not violate the 
United States or Virginia Constitutions.  

 
The Board of Health has the authority to promulgate the regulations under Va. Code §§ 32.1-12 and 

32.1-35.  The regulations are consistent with the Board's mandate to implement the procedures and standards 
for reporting of health care-associated infections.  The Board of Health will not exceed its statutory authority by 
approving these regulations. Having satisfied all legal requirements, you may proceed to take the necessary 
steps to publish these regulations for public comment in accordance with the requirements of the Administrative 
Process Act.
