In my view, as counselBodh#for Housing and
Community Development, these regulations may be promulgated pursuant to 88 36 — 98 and 36 — 99 of the
Code of Virginia. The regulations do not appear to conflict with the Constitution of the United States or the
Constitution of the Commonwealth of Virginia, nor do they appear to conflict with anyafentestate law

currently in effect.



Further, adoption of the amendments to these regulations may be done pursuant to aactoempt
in accordance with 88 2.2 — 4006(A)(13) and 36 — 100 o€tue of Virginia, provided the Board follows
the alternative procedures required in those sections Qfadiesof Virginia.
