Section 54.1-2349 of the Code of Virginia gives authority to the Common Interest Community Board to 
promulgate regulations to carry out its statutory powers and duties.  Section 54.1-2349 states, in part: 
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A.  The Board shall administer and enforce the provisions of this chapter. In addition to 
the provisions of §§ 54.1-201 and 54.1-202, the Board shall: 
 
1.  Promulgate regulations necessary to carry out the requirements of this chapter in 

accordance with the provisions of the Administrative Process Act (§ 2.2-4000 et 
seq.)… 

 
B.  1. The Board shall have the sole responsibility for the administration of this chapter and for 

the promulgation of regulations to carry out the requirements thereof. 
 
Section 2.2-4007.02 of the Code of Virginia requires each agency, which includes the Common Interest 
Community Board, to develop, adopt, and use “[p]ublic participation guidelines for soliciting the input of 
interested parties in the formation and development of its regulations…” pursuant to the provisions of 
Chapter 40 of Title 2.2 of the Code of Virginia (The Administrative Process Act).

The regulation establishes the 
Public Participation Guidelines which are used by the Board to promote public involvement in the 
development, amendment, or repeal of the agency’s regulations by soliciting the input of interested 
parties.  The regulation is clearly written and understandable.

Section 2.2-4007.02 of the Code of Virginia mandates the agency to solicit the input of interested parties 
in the formation and development of its regulations.  Therefore, the continued need for the regulation is 
established in statute.  The regulation is necessary to protect public health, safety and welfare by 
establishing Public Participation Guidelines which promote public involvement in the development, 
amendment, or repeal of an agency’s regulation.  By soliciting the input of interested parties, the agency 
is better equipped to effectively regulate the occupation or profession.   
 
Since no complaints or comments were received during the public comment period, there does not 
appear to be a reason to amend or repeal the regulation.  The regulation is clearly written and easily 
understandable.  The regulation does not overlap, duplicate, or contravene federal or state law or 
regulation.   
 
The most recent periodic review of the regulation occurred in 2015. On December 5, 2019, the Board 
discussed the regulation and, for the reasons stated in this section, determined that the regulation should 
not be amended or repealed, but should be retained in its current form.
