National-Interstate Council of State Boards of Cosmetology (NIC) Other Board
Examination Program Update memorandum was distributed to the Business
Board.

Mr. Dixon presented the Director’s Report, which included information Director’s Report
about the Governor’s Reform Commission and the impact on DPOR of
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its recommendations to merge the Opticians and Hearing Aid
Specialists Boards and to deregulate hair braiders.

There being no other business to be brought before the Board, the
Chair adjourned the meeting at 11:00 a.m.
