If matters broached during the public comment portion of the agenda seem to warrant 
formal Board of Trustees attention and discussion, then those matters may be styled as formal agenda items for 
subsequent Board meetings. In consideration of the time constraints associated with formal VOF Board agenda 
items, speakers during the public comment period are respectfully requested to keep their remarks to less than 
one (1) minute.  Also, this portion of the VOF Board meeting is intended as an opportunity to identify matters 
of interest and concern and the role of the VOF Board of Trustees is to listen and provide direction to staff for 
follow - up rather than to formally respond to speakers or take formal action on matters presented.  We require 
that each person desiring to speak sign up on sheet provided.  There is a 1 hour limitation for the public 
comments section, which limitation may be extended at the discretion of the chair.
