The following compound is classified as a powerful synthetic opioid. Compounds of this type have
been placed in Schedule | (§ 54.1-3446(1)) in previous legislative sessions.

1. N-[2-(dimethylamino)cyclohexyl]-N-methyl-1,3-benzodioxole-5-carboxamide (other names: 3,4-
methylenedioxy U-47700 or 3,4-MDO-U-47700), its isomers, esters, ethers, salts, and salts of
isomers, esters, and ethers, unless specifically excepted, whenever the existence of these isomers,
esters, ethers and salts is possible within the specific chemical designation.

The following compound is classified as a cannabimimetic agent. Compounds of this type have been
placed in Schedule | (§ 54.1-3446(6)) in previous legislative sessions.

2. N-(adamantanyl)-1-(5-chloropentyl) indazole-3-carboxamide (other name: 5-chloro-AKB48), its salts,

isomers, and salts of isomers whenever the existence of such salts, isomers, and salts of isomers is
possible within the specific chemical designation.
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
