Be it enacted by the General Assembly of Virginia:

L § L That the Board of Pharmacy shall determine methods to enhance public awareness of proper drug disposal methods,
which may include requirements for pharmacies or hospitals or clinics with an on-site pharmacy 10 provide such information
1o customers and the public through the provision of informative pamphiets, the posting of signs in public areas of the
pharmacy, and the posting of information on public-facing websites. The Board of Pharmacy shall also assemble o group of
stakeholders 1o develop strategies to increase the number of permissible drug disposal sites and options for the legal disposal
of drugs, including pharmacies and hospitals and clinics with an on-site pharmacy that are authorized colleciors and other
sites legally permitied for drug disposal, and the legal return of unuised drugs by mail. Such stakeholders shall include the
Virginia Pharmacisis Association, the Virginia Association of Free Clinics, the Virginia Hospital and Healthcare Association,
the Virginia Sociery of Health Spstem Pharmacists, the Virginia Associaion of Drug Stores, and any other relevant
Stakeholders. Strategies developed by the Board of Pharmacy and siakeholders shall take into aceount the geographic
proximity and availability of drug disposal sites in localities across the Commornvealth and existing resources. The Board shall
report its findings and recommendations 1o the Chairmen of the House Committee on Health, Welfure and Instituiions and the
Senate Committee on Education and Health no later than November 13, 2020,

From Regulations Governing the Practice of Pharmacy, December 11, 2019

18VAC110-20-211. Disposal of drugs by authorized collectors.

Any narcotic treatment program, hospital or clinic with an on-site pharmacy, or pharmacy that
accepts a previously dispensed drug for the purpose of destruction shall first be authorized by the
DEA as a collector. A collector so authorized may receive drugs from an ultimate user, a person
Jawfully entitled to dispose of an ultimate user decedent's property, or a long-term care facility
on behalf of an ultimate user who resides or has resided at that facility. The process used to
collect and destroy drugs, along with any required recordkeeping, shall comply with applicable

federal and state law.
I. Prior to collecting drugs, an authorized collector shall submit in writing to the board:

a. The name, address, and license number, if applicable, of the facility;

b. The intended method or methods of collection {i.e., collection receptacle or mait-back

programy; and

c. Signature of PIC or medical director of a narcotic treatment program.

2. If an authorized collector chooses to cease acting as a collector, the PIC or medical director
shall notify the board within 30 days.

3. A narcotic treatment program that does not have an in-house pharmacy shall obtain a controlled
substance registration,

Ms. Juran stated that she was contacted by a VDH medical director
requesting the board encourage pharmacies to provide drug deactivation
or disposal pouches when dispensing opioids. It was determined that the
Board may wish to include this disposal option in Guidance Document
110-47 in an effort to increase awareness of this option. There was
discussion as to why Virginia differs from other states with respect 1o
their drug take-back programs.

The Board voted unanimously to amend Guidance Document 110-47,
Guidelines  for Provision of Counseling  and  Information by
Pharmacists regarding Proper Disposal of Unused Dispensed Drugs, to
inctude the new language as presented. (motion by Cathcart, second

Board staff will research how the state could increase the number of
drug collection boxes throughout Virginia and a means of reducing
drug destruction-related costs. Staff will also research the possibility
of NABP encouraging pharmacies to implement more collection
boxes for drug destruction. Staff will report information back at a
future meeting,

Emie Gates, President and CEO of Gates Healthcare Associates and
Denise Frank, former MN Board member and former NABP inspecior
provided a presentation regarding the FDA SU3B/cGMP Compliance
services provided by Gates Healthcare Associates. Because facilities in
Virginia are getting products from other states, and FDA inspections are
not always timely, Gates Healthcare Associates can assist to ensure that
out of state facilities are compliant. Ms. Juran stated that in the past,
outside entities wishing to have their cGMP inspections for initial
application of an outsourcing facility, accepted by the Board, were
required to provide:

- A sample inspection report and the requirement of a

written response to the inspection report within 15 days
- A willingness to testify at a hearing if needed
- Background on each of the inspectors

Mr. Johnson asked if the Gates Healthcare cGMP inspection report was
being accepted for licensure of outsourcing facilities in other states. Mr.
Gates indicated that it was not, however, Gates Healthcare will be visiting

Guidelines for Provision of Counseling and Information by Pharmacists
regarding Proper Disposal of Unused Dispensed Drugs

Pursuant to HB2046 passed by the 2017 General Assembly, the Board developed the
following guidelines for the provision of counseling and information regarding proper disposal of
unused dispensed drugs by pharmacists to patients for whom a prescription is dispensed. It is
recommended that pharmacists verbally counsel or provide written information to patients or their
agents, receiving drugs in Schedule 11-V and any drugs of concern, on the importance of properly
storing and disposing of unused dispensed drugs.

Drug Storage:

Properly securing prescription drugs can decrease the risk of diversion of drugs from the
medicine cabinet, a common method for obtaining drugs for abuse. Tips on safe storage may be
accessed in the Medication Safety Tips flyer at htips://www.upandaway.org/

Disposal Options:

* Authorized pharmacy disposal site or collection site — if the pharmacy is an authorized
collection site as listed at hup/ www.dhp, virginia.gov/pharmacy/destructionsites.asp the
pharmacist should inform the patient of how to dispose of the unused drugs via the
collection box at the pharmacy.

* Collection boxes at local law enforcement agencies - encourage patients to use a
collection box for drug destruction at a local law enforcement agency, if applicable.

* Drug take-back programs - pharmacists should encourage patients to take their unused
drugs for destruction to take-back programs organized by local, state, or federal
government agencies.

* Drug deactivation or disposal pouches — pharmacists are encouraged to educate patients
on the use of drug deactivation or disposal pouches and how to obtain them for purchase
or free of charge for disposing of unwanted medications. The unwanted medications are
placed in the pouch which deactivates the medication and renders the drug safe for landfills.

* Home disposal - if an authorized collection site or take-back program is not available,
home Disposal is a viable option despite the risk of diversion and environmental
contamination

o Step 1- Remove medications from their original containers. If the medication is
solid, crush it or add water to dissolve it and then mix the medication with an
undesirable substance, such as kitty litter or coffee grounds. This makes the mixture
unattractive to children and pets and unrecognizable to potential abusers who may
go through your trash.

© Step 2— Place the mixture in a container with a lid or in a sealable baggie to prevent
the medication from leaking, and throw it into the trash.

o Step 3- When discarding the original containers, scratch out or remove identifiers
on the bottle and/or packaging.

o Caution patients not to dispose of medications in the toilet or sink, unless
specttically instructed to on the label, and not to give medicine to friends or family.
This is not only potentially illegal, but a drug that works for the patient could be
dangerous for someone else.

Preface

In 2018, Senate Bill 862 would have required participation in a drug disposal program by
pharmacies that dispense Schedule Il and 111 controlled substances; do not dispense primarily by
mail, common carrier, or delivery service; and are not located within a hospital. The legislation
was passed by indefinitely in Senate Education and Health committee with a letter from the
Senate Clerk requesting that the Joint Commission on Health Care (JCHC) study the subject.

After receiving approval by Commission members during the work plan meeting, JCHC staff
researched the topic and found that, despite a variety of health and environmental risks posed by
unused and improperly disposed of medicines, consumer use of medicine collection and disposal
methods recommended by Federal agencies remains low. Several states and municipalities
support and/or oversee medicine tack-back programs, ranging from those that are publicly
funded to those funded by pharmaceutical manufacturers with governmental oversight.

Four policy options were presented for consideration by members of the Joint Commission on
Health Care, with an additional fifth option added by a JCHC member during the November
decision matrix meeting. The JCHC approved two options:

e Introduce legislation to amend 854.1-3319 of the Code of Virginia to add counseling on
medicine disposal to the list of topics on which pharmacists may counsel persons who
present a new prescription for filling

e Introduce legislation (Uncodified Act) directing the Board of Pharmacy to work with
stakeholders to determine ways to enhance public awareness of proper drug disposal
methods, including existing community-based disposal and collection opportunities?

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Executive Summary

The legislation
was passed by indefinitely in Senate Education and Health committee with a letter from the
Senate Clerk requesting that the JCHC study the subject matter contained in the bill. The JCHC
Executive Subcommittee and members approved the study for 2018.

After receiving approval by Commission members during the work plan meeting, JCHC staff
researched the topic and found that while unused and inappropriately stored or disposed of
medicines may pose a variety of health risks and environmental risks, use of disposal methods
nationally that meet Federal DEA standards or recommended by the EPA/FDA remains highly
limited. In Virginia, a recent task force’s recommendations for improving appropriate medicine
disposal and collection by consumers highlighted the need for additional funding and increasing
consumer outreach and education.

Other states and municipalities have established a variety of medicine take-back programs,
ranging from those directly funded by governments to those funded by pharmaceutical
manufacturers and overseen by the state or local government (known as an “Extended Producer
Responsibility” [EPR] model). Washington State established the first statewide EPR model
covering all controlled and non-controlled pharmaceuticals, with manufacturers responsible for
establishing and fully funding the program. A “program operator” contracts with manufacturers
to implement the program and the State’s Department of Health reviews, approves and monitors
implementation of the program.

Four policy options were presented for consideration by members of the Joint Commission on
Health Care, with an additional fifth option added by a JCHC member during the November
decision matrix meeting. The JCHC approved two options:

e Introduce legislation to amend §54.1-3319 of the Code of Virginia to add counseling on
medicine disposal to the list of topics on which pharmacists may counsel persons who
present a new prescription for filling

e Introduce legislation (Uncodified Act) directing the Board of Pharmacy to work with
stakeholders to determine ways to enhance public awareness of proper drug disposal
methods, including existing community-based disposal and collection opportunities?

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PHARMACY DRUG DISPOSAL PROGRAM

Study Mandate

In 2018, Senate Bill 862 would have required participation in a drug disposal program by
pharmacies that dispense Schedule Il and 111 controlled substances; do not dispense primarily by
mail, common carrier, or delivery service; and are not located within a hospital. The legislation
was passed by indefinitely in Senate Education and Health committee with a letter from the
Senate Clerk requesting that the Joint Commission on Health Care (JCHC) study the subject.
The JCHC Executive Subcommittee and full membership approved the study for 2018.

Background

Unused and improperly disposed of medicines may pose a variety of health risks. Studies suggest
that there is a high prevalence of medicine prescriptions — two-thirds or more — that are only
partially consumed, with the majority of unused or expired medicines stored in the home (Bicket
etal. 2017; Law et al. 2014; Seehusen & Edwards 2006). Potential health risks from unused
medicines that are inappropriately stored or disposed of at home by consumers include drug
diversion, inappropriate re-use, and poisonings. In terms of drug diversion, almost 60 percent of
individuals who misuse painkillers identify friends, family members or dealers as their source,
and data suggest that the majority of patients may stockpile medicines, including for recreational
use (Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Agency (SAMHSA) 2017; Lewis et al. 2014).
Re-use of medicines without a new prescription is also common, with one study indicating that
17 percent of patients re-used leftover prescription antibiotics without consulting a physician
(Richman et al. 2001). Finally, approximately 60,000 emergency department visits are made
annually for unsupervised ingestion of medicine by children under six years of age (U.S. Food
and Drug Administration 2018). While improper disposal of unused medicine is likely to be a
risk factor, the exact degree to which unused medicines contribute to poisonings remains
unquantified.

Improper disposal of medicines may also incur negative environmental impacts. Active
Pharmaceutical Ingredients (APIs) can enter into the aquatic ecosystem through three main
pathways — excretion after ingestion, removal by washing, and flushing or throwing out
medicines. In recognition of the potential environmental risks, the EPA highlights to consumers
environmental risks associated with flushing medicines (U.S. Environmental Protection Agency
2011). Studies indicate that APIs have been detected in up to 80 percent of U.S. streams across a
variety of drug classes (Kolpin et al. 2002; Batt et al. 2015). However, the resulting health risks
are not entirely known. Some studies suggest that the presence of those pharmaceuticals poses a
low level of toxicity risks to humans, while others suggest that risks to aquatic life may be of
concern (Kostich et al. 2013).

Recent federal actions have sought to address concerns about improper disposal of unused
medicines. In 2010, the Secure and Responsible Drug Disposal Act amended the Controlled
Substances Act, allowing the public to deliver unused controlled substances to law enforcement
agencies — the only “authorized collector” recognized at the time. In 2014, a rule by the Drug

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Enforcement Agency (DEA) expanded the list of authorized collectors to include several other
entities — in particular pharmacies and hospitals/clinics with an on-site pharmacy®. Key disposal,
collection and destruction requirements are that authorized collectors: may not accept illicit
drugs; may not inspect material collected; must have collection receptacles that meet certain
security requirements or put medicines in mail-back envelopes; and destruction must render
pharmaceuticals “non-retrievable”. At this time, incineration is the only destruction method that
meets the DEA’s non-retrievable standard.

As summarized in Table 1, use of disposal bins and mail-back envelopes are recommended by
the FDA and EPA and meet DEA’s “non-retrievable” standard due to the use of incineration by
the entity that receives the unused medicines. Disposal by landfill and sewering are
recommended by the EPA and FDA only under certain circumstances (e.g., for drugs for which
there is a high risk of diversion or overdose potential) (U.S. Food and Drug Administration 2018;
U.S. Environmental Protection Agency 2011). None of the federal agencies has provided
guidance on the use of medicine destruction pouches.

Despite the 2014 DEA rule expanding the list of authorized collectors, the public’s use of
methods meeting DEA standards or recommended by the EPA/FDA remains highly limited.
Studies have found that fewer than 10 percent of individuals reportedly consider use of FDA-
recommended disposal methods (Bicket et al. 2017). Nationally, as of 2017, fewer than 3 percent
of entities eligible to become authorized collectors had done so (United States Government
Accountability Office 2017). In Virginia, 4 percent of licensed pharmacies were registered as
authorized collectors in 2018, although a national analysis from 2017 found that Virginia ranked
below national average in terms of access to disposal bins (United States Government
Accountability Office 2017).

3 Other authorized collectors include: manufacturers, distributors, reverse distributors, and narcotic treatment
programs.
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Medicine Disposal Initiatives in Virginia

Threeyearsbefore the introduction of SB 862, the Governor’s Task Force on Prescription Drug
and Heroin Abuse made 10 recommendations related to medicine disposal/collection
(Governor’s Task Force on Prescription Drug and Heroin Abuse 2015). Atthe time of afinal
update published in 2015, the status of implementation of those
recommendations varied (see Appendix

Table 4 in the Appendix for further detail). While some recommendations had been fully or
mostly addressed (e.g., a recommendation to include guidance on Take Back events at law
enforcement agencies), the majority were only partially addressed or mostly not addressed.
Common themes of recommendations that had not been fully implemented were to increase
disposal opportunities and participation by authorized collectors through both outreach and
education, and secure additional sources of funding to fully implement recommendations.

Currently, Virginia’s Department of Behavioral Health and Developmental Services (DBHDS)
and Department of Health (VDH) implement agency-level initiatives to encourage appropriate
medicine disposal, although neither support medicine disposal and destruction methods that meet
DEA requirements for authorized collectors. Using funds from the federal Opioid Prevention,
Treatment — Recovery (OPT-R) grant (2018-2019), DBHDS supports activities such as:
distribution of medicine deactivation packets, prescription medicine lock boxes for consumers,
smart pill bottles; and the organization of medicine take-back events. DBHDS reports that
approximately 2,324,000 encounters were made or participants reached during the first year of
funding. VDH’s local offices offer medicine destruction pouches free-of-charge to consumers.
As of September, 2018, VDH reported that approximately 110,000 pouches had been distributed
to health districts and 100,000 pouches remained in stock at Virginia Department of Health
(VDH) headquarters.

Available data from authorized collectors indicate that law enforcement agencies collected and
disposed of over 15 tons of unused medicines in 2016 through a combination of on-site disposal
bins supported through a CVS grant program (six tons), as well as national medicine take-back
back days (11.5 tons) (CVS Health 2018; Office of the Attorney General 2016). Tonnage
collected by authorized pharmacy collectors is not systematically collected and therefore
unknown. Locations of law enforcement agencies and pharmacies that currently take back
unused medicines is pictured in Figure 1, below.

To better understand how SB 862 might affect pharmacies, the Virginia Pharmacists Association
(VPhA) surveyed their membership. Around 12 percent of VPhA members provided responses.
Just over 60 percent of respondents representing pharmacies that are not currently authorized to
take back unused medicines reported that they would have been required to do so under SB 862.
Among all respondents, concerns about SB 862’s requirements related to increased costs (60%),
security concerns (33%) and increased workload (29%). When asked about their likelihood in
participating in a take-back program if there were no costs to pharmacies for medicine
collection/disposal, 81 percent of all respondents reported being very likely (44%) or somewhat
likely (37%) to voluntarily collect/dispose of prescription medicines.

Medicine Take-Back Models

Nationally, two kinds of medicine take-back program models have been developed across other
states and municipalities. In a government-supported or -implemented model, the government
plays a direct funding and/or program administration role. These programs allow pharmacies
and, in some states, any DEA-authorized collector to participate for free as medicine collection
and disposal sites. Annual budgets in four states that have adopted this model — whose sources
include General Funds, private funds and wholesale manufacturers fees — range from $175,000
to $600,000, with annual tonnage disposed ranging from 1.5 to 18 tons (lowa Board of Pharmacy
2018; lowa Pharmacy Association 2018; Colorado Department of Public Health and
Environment 2018; North Dakota Board of Pharmacy 2018; Nebraska MEDS Coalition 2018). In
addition, the state of New York funds a $3M pilot take-back program (New York State
Department of Environmental Conservation 2018).

Under a second “government-regulated” model, a state or municipality oversees program
implementation by a 3" party. This approach is known broadly as an Extended Producer
Responsibility (EPR) model, and is commonly referred to as a Drug Stewardship Program model
when applied to pharmaceuticals. The underlying premise of the EPR model is that
manufacturers’ responsibilities extend to post-consumer product management. As illustrated in
Figure 2 below, the EPR model is in use across a variety of products. In Virginia, two EPR laws
have been established, related to disposal of motor vehicle mercury switches and recycling of
computers.

Since 2012, 23 municipalities and four states have established EPR programs for unused
medicines. As summarized in Table 3, below, a recent analysis of 12 municipal-level EPR
ordinances for medicine collection and disposal found several program elements included in all
or almost all of those programs, with a few elements included only in some. Of particular
relevance to SB 862, only one of the 12 programs was found to mandate pharmacy participation.

Washington State is one of four states to adopt an EPR approach through its Unwanted
Medication Disposal Act (2018) (State of Washington 2018). The Act covers all controlled and
non-controlled medicines, although it exempts from coverage medicines or biologicals for which
manufacturers have already established a take-back program. Examples of other products not
covered include: personal care products; medicines that are administered in a clinical setting; and
medical products (e.g., injectors, needles, sharps). Primary stakeholders involved in program
implementation include: manufacturers, who are responsible for establishing and funding the
program; drug wholesalers, who provide a list of manufacturers to the Department of Health; a
“program operator”, a third party organization that contracts with manufacturers to implement
the program; and the State’s Department of Health, which reviews, approves and monitors
implementation.

A variety of requirements surrounding collection and disposal of medicines are included in the
Act. All eligible entities are permitted to take part in the program, including those who want to
offer mail-back as an option. Each program approved by the Department of Health — which must
be re-authorized every four years — must take steps to ensure adequate geographic coverage (for
Washington, adequate is defined as at least one collection site for each city or town and
surrounding area, as well as an additional site for every 50,000 residents). Program promotion,
outreach and education efforts are required, with such minimum elements as: discouraging
consumers from throwing away or sewering drugs; establishing a toll-free number for consumer
questions; disseminating educational and outreach materials; and developing consistent signage,
receptacle design, etc. Additionally, if multiple programs exist, programs must coordinate
promotional activities.

In terms of funding, pharmaceutical manufacturers pay all administrative and programmatic
costs through the program operator. To cover administrative costs, the Department of Health
charges the program operator an annual fee. Manufacturers are prohibited from assessing any fee
to consumers associated with the program, and the Department of Health’s annual budget cannot
exceed 10 percent of the program’s annual expenditures.
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Finally, the Act contains provisions to ensure accountability in program implementation. If any
wholesalers or manufacturers are determined to be non-compliant with the law, the Department
of Health is authorized to fine each according to a fine schedule specified in the law.
Additionally, the program operator must submit an annual report documenting several aspects of
the program. These include a list of participating covered manufacturers; weight of medicines
collected; a description of the education, outreach, and evaluation activities; and a summary of
program goals for collection amounts and public awareness, success in meeting goals and/or
efforts to meet goals in following year, and annual expenditures.

Three other states currently have implemented EPR pharmaceutical laws. Since 2016, Vermont
has funded “statewide unused prescription drug disposal initiatives” through a 1 percent increase
on a pre-existing fee on pharmaceutical manufacturers paid to Vermont’s Medicaid agency
(General Assembly of the State of Vermont 2016). However, Vermont law does not specify any
particular program model. Since 2016, Massachusetts has established an EPR program model
similar to Washington State but with less detail provided in Code (e.g., it leaves to administrative
regulations to define process for reviewing program applications; required components of annual
report limited to program activity “description” and quantification of volume/type of medicines
collected) (Senate and House of Representatives in General Court 2016). Additionally,
Massachusetts’ law is applicable only to opioids and benzodiazepines. Finally, New York passed
a law in 2018 that is similar to Washington State’s Act with minor differences (e.g., the program
must be re-authorized every three years, instead of four, and uses different geographical
convenience standards specifications) (Senate and Assembly of New York 2018).

Estimated Costs of Medicine Take-Back Collection Programs

A widely cited estimate is that medicine take-back programs cost approximately $0.01 for every
$10 in pharmaceutical sales.* Cost data obtained for this report from pharmacies in Virginia that
currently take back medicines range from $850 to $1,200 per year for three to six annual
collections. Data from other states suggest a range of $500 to $1,800 per year per pharmacy.
Additionally, the New York pilot program reported $2,300 per year/site in recurrent costs for
twice a month collections (New York State Department of Environmental Conservation 2018).

Based on these datapoints, an estimated annual cost of a Virginia statewide program, if all DEA-
authorized collectors participated, is $3.2M to $5.4M. The cost estimate is based on
participation of all 1,822 registered pharmacies and 340 law enforcement agencies in Virginia
with a cost of $1,500 to $2,500 per authorized collector.

4 This estimate was used by defendants in a 2014 court suit brought by PhARMA, Generic Pharmaceutical
Association and the Biotechnology Industry Organization against Alameda County (CA) which reached the
Supreme Court who refused to hear the case. The estimate of one cent for every $10 in sales was not contested from
either side during that case (The Network for Public Health Law 2017).

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Summary of Public Comments

Biotechnology Innovation Organization (B1O) indicated opposition to an Extended Producer
Responsibility program for prescription medications, stating that it would not present a viable
solution to the problem of prescription drug abuse and would fail to have a clear environmental
benefit. Conversely, BIO is in favor or providing education on safeguarding of drugs stored in
the home and information on appropriate and affordable household disposal options currently
available. Additionally, B1O believes that that all stakeholders have a shared responsibility for
the post-consumer management of the products put into the market.

The Consumer Healthcare Products Association (CHPA) indicated opposition to state-wide
disposal, cautioning against creating a framework that could yield unintended consequences
without addressing the issues highlighted in the report. Conversely, CHPA advocates for
responsible medicine use by consumers, safe medicine storage, and proper medicine disposal.

The Pharmaceutical Research and Manufacturers of America (PhRMA) indicated
opposition to state-wide disposal programs, citing a lack of evidence that drug take-back
programs reduce pharmaceuticals in the environment or drug abuse concerns and the negative
impact such programs can have on the cost of medicines. Conversely, PhRMA supports
mechanisms to educate consumers on how to safeguard medicines in the home and how to safely
and securely dispose of their truly unused medicines in the household trash.

The Virginia Pharmacists Association (VPhA) indicated that it does not support an unfunded
mandate for drug disposal programs, highlighting concerns expressed by its members that
responded to the report’s pharmacists’ survey, including those related to additional costs, safety
fears, staffing requirements, and patient education.

Marvin Rosman indicated support for a state-wide program, highlighting that unwanted
prescription drugs have environmental risks and that measures should be taken to make their
disposal easier.

Subsequent Actions by the Joint Commission on Health Care

During the Joint Commission’s 2018 Decision Matrix meeting, JCHC members voted to take
action on two policy options:

e Introduce legislation to amend §54.1-3319 of the Code of Virginia to add counseling on
medicine disposal to the list of topics on which pharmacists may counsel persons who
present a new prescription for filling

¢ Introduce legislation (Uncodified Act) directing the Board of Pharmacy to work with
stakeholders to determine ways to enhance public awareness of proper drug disposal
methods, including existing community-based disposal and collection opportunities. This
option was added during the meeting by a JCHC member and was subsequently
introduced as a language only budget amendment for the 2019 session.

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State and Local efforts to Promote Proper Drug Disposal Methods

The 2019 General Assembly Budget Bill, Item 299 section B, requires that the Board of Pharmacy
report to the Joint Commission on Health Care by October 1, 2019, on state and local efforts to
promote proper drug disposal methods, including existing community-based collection and
disposal efforts.

This request follows the October 2018 comprehensive report to the Governor and General
Assembly compiled by JCHC titled, Pharmacy Drug Disposal Program which is filed as RD272
(2019)." This report presented two JCHC approved options:

¢ Introduce legislation to amend §54.1-3319 of the Code of Virginia to add counseling on
medicine disposal to the list of topics on which pharmacists may counsel persons who
present a new prescription for filling

* Introduce legislation (Uncodified Act) directing the Board of Pharmacy to work with
stakeholders to determine ways to enhance public awareness of proper drug disposal
methods, including existing community-based disposal and collection opportunities.

According to the report, the information required by the budget amendment is intended to address
the second option, the enhancement of public awareness of proper drug disposal methods.

Virginia's statewide and local efforts to decrease the availability of divertible drug doses are
diverse and widespread. Efforts to both increase access to proper disposal and to decrease the
supply prescribed are described below.

Board of Pharmacy Efforts

The Board of Pharmacy updated Guidance Document 110-47 March 29, 2018. Through it, the
Board of Pharmacy continues to recommend that pharmacists verbally counsel or provide written
information to patients (or their agents) receiving drugs in Schedules II-V and any drugs of
concern, and on the importance of proper storage and disposal of unused drugs. The document
includes active links to printable educational materials for this purpose. The guidance document
continues 1o be linked from the Virginia Pharmacists’ Association site.2

The Board of Pharmacy included in its August 2019 e-newsletter a link to the FDA’s new opioid
disposal resource, the Safe Opioid Disposal-Remove the Risk Outreach Toolkit, through the
article, FDA Releases Toolkit to Help Promote Safe Opioid Disposal. The e-newsletter is
distributed to over 15,000 licensed pharmacists and nearly 15,000 pharmacy technicians in the
Commonwealth. Also included in the article was the National Association of Boards of
Pharmacy’s Drug Disposal Locator tool available in the AWARXE section of the NABP website.
Over 6,500 disposal sites are listed in this continually updated database.

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Board Regulation 18VAC110-20-211 specifies requirements for a narcotic treatment program,
hospital, or clinic with an on-site pharmacy to serve as an authorized collector of previously
dispensed drugs for the purpose of destruction. It requires the authorized collector to first notity
the board of its willingness to serve in this capacity. To assist the public in identifying an
authorized collector, the Board maintains a list of Authorized Collectors of Drugs for Destruction
on its website (\utps://www.dhp. virginia, vov/Pharmacy/destructionsites.asp). This list is updated
regularly as information is received from current or potential authorized collectors.

The Department of Health Professions is in the midst ofa complete redesign of their website. The
new Board of Pharmacy site will be more intuitive, more user-friendly and will feature an enhanced
section for both dispensers and the public on drug disposal. The new site will be active by the end
of the year.

Department of Health Profession Efforts

The Department of Health Professions actively supports biannual Drug Take-Back Days hosted
by the Drug Enforcement Administration. The Agency Director posts an announcement and letter
on the Agency website, provides banners and visuals for posting on the Agency Intranet, and
copies of the letter are disseminated by the boards electronically to their licensees.

In addition to the Board of Pharmacy, other individual boards, through both regulation and
publication, promote proper drug disposal methods. The Board of Medicine Regulations
Governing the Prescribing of Opioids and Buprenorphine became final August 2018. By
regulation, prior to initiating opioid treatment for chronic pain, the prescriber is required to include
in discussions with the patient the patient’s responsibility for, “securely storing the drug and
properly disposing of any unwanted or unused drugs.”

The Board of Veterinary Medicine’s Opioid Regulations contain a similar admonition:

Prior to prescribing or dispensing a controlled substance, the veterinarian shall document
a discussion with the owner about the known risks and benefits of opioid therapy, the
responsibility for the security of the drug and proper disposal of any unused drug.*

The BOVM prepared a flier for licensees to use when counseling clients about proper drug disposal
that is readily available and can be reproduced for distribution.’

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As noted in the 2019 JCHC report, VDH and DBHDS implement agency-level initiatives to
encourage appropriate medicine disposal. Using funds from the federal Opioid Prevention,
Treatment — Recovery (OPT-R) grant (2018-2019), DBHDS distributes medicine deactivation
packets, prescription medicine lock boxes for consumers, and smart pill bottles. DBHDS reports
that over 200,000 individuals were served through nearly 700 encounters during the first year of
funding. Tabulated encounter data appears as Appendix 1. VDH’s local offices also offer medicine
destruction pouches free-of-charge to consumers. ¢

The Commonwealth of Viruinia

Attorney General Mark Herring’s office produced a One-pager on prescription drug abuse and
proper disposal.” It details easy-to-understand tips for proper disposal. It also cautions against
disposal of medications in toilets or sinks and against sharing medications with friends and family.

Community Efforts

According to their website, The Project Stewardship Institute (PSI) seeks to ensure that those who
design, manufacture or sell consumer products take responsibility for reducing negative impacts
to the economy, environment, or public health. A national group, in Virginia drug take-back is a
major PSI focus.® Their website offers links to collection sites in police stations, law enforcement
facilities, and pharmacies, It also contains active links to national resources including the DEA,
National Association of Boards of Pharmacy Foundation’s AWARXE platform, National
Community Pharmacists Association (DisposeMyMeds, a tool to locate pharmacy-based drug
take-back locations), and the Walgreens Pharmacy Kiosk Program. The Walgreen’s safe
edication disposal program has placed over 1000 disposal kiosks nationwide, 30 of those are in
Virginia.

NABP’s Foundation program, AWARXE, produces a drug safety news publication that is
distributed bi-weckly. A recent edition (July 25, 2019) included an article titled Grandparents
Urged to Secure Medications When Visting or Hosting Grandchildren. The article noted that in a
recent survey in Michigan that 72% of respondent grandparents admitted to keeping medications
in a purse or bag when visiting grandchildren.®

The Community Coalitions of Virginia (CCoVA) participates with The Urgent Love Initiative!”,
This is a nonprofit initiative spanning 26 counties. One of the goals of the program is to place a
drop box in every pharmacy in the catchment area. Through their work, any locally owned
(independent or franchise) pharmacy in the state is able to secure everything to place and maintain
an on-site drop box for as little as $50/month with a three year contract. It is incrementally more
expensive for high-traffic pharmacies. Everything is included that is required for DEA

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compliance: the stainless steel box, shipping it to the pharmacy, the box liners for collection, the
shipping cost and destruction of the medications. The size of the stainless steel box that a pharmacy
receives is tailored to the pharmacy based on their anticipated volume. The pharmacy receives
instructions on how to amend their pharmacy dispensary license to allow for collection. Urgent
Love Placed their first box at Market Street pharmacy in New Castle in May. Mr. Walter Boyle is
the local contact.

Arlington County accepts unused, unwanted, or expired medications any day at any time at three
locations. ! The service is anonymous and free,

The Bedford County Sherriff’s office partners with CVS to provide a no-charge drug collection
box that is available round the clock under video surveillance. '

Fairfax County has drop boxes at 15 of the 242 pharmacies in the county and at all police stations.
The Fairfax County Health Department developed a brief survey for pharmacies in the county in
an attempt to identify barriers to the provision of storage or disposal information. Dr. Ben Schwartz
is the Fairfax County contact for their drug disposa) efforts.

The Loudoun County website prominently features drug disposal methods. * It provides the
location of six non-pharmacy drop locations, information on other ways to safely dispose of
medication, a printable flier, as well as other information.

Roanoke County dedicates a website page to drug take-back. '* A prescription drug take-back box
placed in the lobby of the Roanoke County Sherriff’s office collected 98 pounds of drugs in the
first 6 months.,

In Rockingham County, the sheriff’s office accepts unused prescription drugs any time, which are
destroyed in accordance with federal and state guidelines. 5

The city of Virginia Beach has four permanent collection sites available year-round to collect
medications and medical sharps. '® The items are incinerated under the supervision of police
personnel in a way that is both environmentally sound and prevents drugs and sharps from
diversion.

The Winchester Police department also has a page on their website dedicated to medication
disposal. !’

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Colleges and universities publicize the need for safe, sccure drug disposal and have established
drug take-back programs for students, employees, and community members. Virginia Tech accepts
unwanted drugs anonymously any time and any day. '® The University of Virginia has set up a24-
hour drug disposal site in the lobby of the Educational Resource Center. !°

The drug disposal issue has also attracted media interest. The Richmond Times-Dispatch carried
a comprehensive article on April 15, 2019: Here are safe ways to get rid of expired, unused
medicine. The article detailed four options including returning them, disposal kits, mailing them,
and throwing them out and included the appropriate how-to directions for each option.

Keen interest in drug disposal stems from data that shows that two-thirds of individuals who
develop opioid use disorder started with a prescription medication. Many of these were obtained
from medicine cabinets of friends or family. A primary way to limit what must be disposed is
through curtailing prescriptions and dispensing. Public awareness, prescriber awareness, and the
regulations have all contributed to a decrease in the number of prescription doses of opioids
available. Overall, there was a 30% decrease in the number of opioid doses dispensed between
January 2017 and June 2018 (29 million to 20 million)®®. That number is continuing to fall. In the
same period, dispensed sedative doses fell 18%, tranquilizers fell 16%, and stimulants fell 4%.2!

In the Commonwealth, both the public and the private sectors have directed resources to decreasing
the availability of unused prescribed medications. In addition, significantly fewer doses of
potentially addicting medications are being prescribed and dispensed.

lam reaching out to share information with you about a new effort we will be rolling out in 2020 aimed at
preventing prescription drug misuse and abuse. This year we will be installing prescription drug disposal
kiosks in 1,000 Walmart and Sam’s Club pharmacies across the country, including 27 locations in Virginia
coming in July. Locations include Walmart and Sam's Clubs located in Charlottesville, Chesapeake,
Christiansburg, Danville, Fredericksburg, Harrisonburg, Leesburg, Manassas, Petersburg, Richmond,
Roanoke, Salem, Stafford, Staunton, Suffolk, Timberlake, Virginia Beach, Waynesboro, and
Winchester.

We recognize the potential danger prescription medications pose when they fall into the wrong

hands. According to the 2018 National Survey on Drug Use and Health, 9.9 million Americans misused
controlled prescription drugs. The study found that a majority of abused prescription drugs were obtained from
family and friends, often from a home medicine cabinet. By adding in-store disposal kiosks, we hope to help
our customers prevent prescription drug misuse and abuse in their own homes and communities.

This is just one step in our ongoing effort to give customers access to a range of safe disposal options, We will
continue to collaborate with the DEA and local law enforcement partners on the twice-annual Take Back Day
medication collection events. Additionally, we will continue the practice we started in early 2018 when we
became the first pharmacy chain to offer customers a free at-home safe disposal solution. For those who fill
prescriptions for opioid medications, we offer an at-home opioid disposal product, DisposeRx. at no cost.
Patients filling any new opioid prescription receive a free DisposeRx packet, and patients with chronic
prescriptions are offered a free packet every six months. Existing Walmart pharmacy patients can also receive
a free DisposeRx packet at any time upon request.

We share your commitment to the health and safety of our communities. If you have any questions about our

new in-store safe disposal kiosk program, or would like to participate in some way in the public rollout in
Virginia, please let us know.

Drug Donation

Any pharmacy with a current active pharmacy permit may apply on a form
provided by the board for registration as a drug donation site. A registered
drug donation site may receive eligible donated drugs, transfer such
donated drugs to anocther registered drug donation site, or re-dispense the
donated drugs in accordance with § 54.1-3411.1 of the Code of Virginia to
patients of clinics organized in whole or in part for the delivery of health
care services to the indigent. Drugs coliected under the drug donation
proegram may not be dispensed to any other patient, sold, or otherwise
distributed except as authorized in regulation. Drugs may only be accepted
by a registered drug donation site under the following conditions: the
official compendium storage requirements shall be assured; drugs shall be
in manufacturers’ original sealed containers or in sealed individual dose or
unit dose packaging , or better, as set forth in § 54.1-3411.1; drugs shall
bear an expiration date that is not less than 90 days from the date the
drug is donated; and the drugs shall not have been adulterated or
misbranded. The following drugs shall NOT be accepted by a drug donation
site: drugs in Schedule II-V (examples include most drugs for severe to
moderate pain, anxiety, sleep disorders, and stimulants); drugs
determined to be hazardous for donation based on the pharmacist's

- professional judgment, experience, knowledge, or available reference

materials; drugs that may only be dispensed to a patient registered with
the drug manufacturer under a restricted distribution system; and drugs
that have been previously compounded.

Drug Take Back Programs

The U.S. Drog Enforcement Administration (DEA) sponsors National Preseription Drug Take Back
Day (hitps:/ fwww.deadiversion.usdoj.gov/drag_disposal/takeback/index html) in eommunities
nationwide. Many conmunities also have their own drug take back programs. Check with yOur

How to Dispose of Medicines at Home

When a take-back option is not readily available, there are two ways to dispose of preseription and
over-the counter (OTC) medicine, depending on the drug.

Flushing medicines: Because some medicines could be especially harmful to others, they have
specific directions to imwediately flush them down the sink or wilet when they are no longer
needed, and a take-back option is not readily available.

How will you know? Check the label or the patient information leaflet with your medicine. Or

Disposing of Fentanyl Patches

Some prescription drugs - such as powerful nareotic pain medicines and other controlled
substances — have instructions for flusling to reduce the danger of overdose from unintentional
or illegal use.

Oue exampie is the fentany) pateh. This adhesive pateh delivers a strong pain medicine through
the skin. Even after a patel is used, a lot of the medicine remains. That's why the drug comes with
mstructions to flush used or leftover patehes.

Disposing of Inhaler Products

One environmental concern iuvolves inhalers used by people who Lave asthma or olher breathing
problems, suel as chronie obstructive puimonary disease. Read handling instructions on the
labeling of inhalers and aerosol products. These products could be dangevous if punctured or
thrown into a fire or inchierator. To properly dispose of these products and follow local regulations
and laws, contact your trash and recycling facility.

Flushing Drugs and the Water Supply

Some people wonder if it's okay 1o flush certain medicines when a take-back option is not readily
avaifable. There are eoncerns about the small Tevels of drugs that may be found in surface watcr,
suich as rivers and lakes, and in drinking water supplies.

s

Tlre main way drug residues enter water systems is by people taking medicines and then naturaly
passing them through their bodies,” savs Raanan Bloom, Bl.D)., an envirommental assessment
expert at the FDA. “Many drugs are not completely absorbed or metabolized by the body and can
enter the environment after passing through wastewater treatment plants.”

The FDA and the U.S. Enviromuental Protection Agency take the concerns of flushing certain
medicines in the environment sexfously. Still, there has been no sign of environmental effects
caused by flushing recommended drugs. In fact, the FDA published a paper

The dangers of not properly disposing of prescription drues

A growing concern across the commonwealth is prescription medications being
taken from medicine cabinets or the trash by those who abuse drugs. According to

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Many people believe that flushing or simply throwing away drugs is the best way
to dispose of medications, however, if not disposed of properly, the drugs can
contaminate the ground and waterways. Wastewater treatment plants are not
designed to remove or process many compounds found in medications. Instead,
when flushed or put in a landfill, the drugs are discharged into our surface and
ground water.

Pharmaceutical contaminants in water have been shown to cause serious harm to
fish and wildlife living in and near rivers and lakes. Humans can also be exposed
to these chemicals when they drink water drawn from contaminated bodies of
water or eat wild game or fish. The long-term human health risks from exposure
to even very small amounts of these chemicals is not yet known.

Home disposal: What to do on other davs of the vear when there is no take-

back program available

If a take-back program is not available, home disposal, when completed correctly
per the instructions below, is another option to dispose of prescription drugs:

¢ Step 1- Remove medications from their original containers. If the
medication is solid, crush it or add water to dissolve it and then mix the
medication with an undesirable substance, such as Kitty litter or coffee
grounds. This makes the mixture unattractive to children and pets and
unrecognizable to potential abusers who may go through your trash.

° Step 2- Place the mixture in a container with a lid or in a sealable baggie to
prevent the medication from leaking, and throw it into the trash.

¢ Step 3- When discarding the original containers, scratch out or remove
identifiers on the bottle and/or packaging.

Remember:

> DO NOT dispose of medications in the toilet or sink, unless specifically
instructed to on the label.

© DO NOT give medicine to friends or family. This is not only potentially
itlegal, but a drug that works for you could be dangerous for someone else.

The first line of defense should be immediate disposal in a permanent drug disposal box, especially
for substances with potential for abuse. If you’re unsure about what to do or don’t have access 1o a

permanent disposal box in your area, read the guidelines below.

I. Check the label for any disposal instructions.

2. While flushing is not recommended in most cases, some medications need to be flushed if no take-

back options are immediately available in your area.

3. If your medication does not have special instructions, such as flushing, and you don’t have take-
back options available in your area, mix the leftover medication with an undesirable substance. such
as dirt, coffee grounds, or cat litter, and put it in a sealable bag, can, or container. Dispose of it in the

trash.
