Proposed Model Ordinances for Hunting with FireArms: The Chairman recognized
Mr. Courter who called upon Colonel Mike Bise for the presentation.

Colonel Bise gave the following presentation:

(GAME) Firearms

4 VAC 15 — 270 — 80 Model Ordinances related to Hunting with Firearms for
Counties and Cities

Per the provisions of 29.1-528(A), Code of Virginia, the following model ordinances
related to hunting with firearms may be adopted by counties and cities ohdacce

with 29.1-528(B), no such ordinance shall be enforceable unless the governing body of
the locality notifies the Director by registered mail prior to May 1 of #sa ¥n which

the ordinance is to take effect.

Model Ordinance 1:

It shall be unlawful to hunt with a rifle larger than .22 caliber rim fire.
Any person who violates the provisions of this ordinance shall be guilty of a Class 3
misdemeanor.

(If adopted by the impacted localities, this model will address numbers 2, 7, 8, 28, 47,
71 and parts of 57 and 62 in the “hunting and Trapping in Virginia” digest)

Model Ordinance 2:
It shall be unlawful to hunt with a rifle larger than .22 caliber rim fire,
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except rifles of a larger caliber may be used for hunting groundhogs betwesn Ma
August 31. Any person who violates the provisions of this ordinance shall be guilty of a
Class 3 misdemeanor.

(If adopted by the impacted localities, this model will address numbers 4, 6. 24, 38 and
42 in the “Hunting and Trapping in Virginia digest)

Model Ordinance 3:
It shall be unlawful to hunt with a rifle larger than .22 caliber rim fire,
except rifles of a larger caliber may be used to hunt from a stand elevhdast dt0 feet
from the ground. Any person who violates the provisions of this ordinance shall be guilty
of a Class 3 misdemeanor.

(If adopted by the impacted localities, this model will address numbers 40, 51, 60 and
part of 29 and 44 in the “Hunting and Trapping in Virginia” digest)

Model Ordinance 4:

Muzzleloading rifles may only be used to hunt from a stand elevated at least 10
feet from the ground. Any person who violates the provisions of this ordinance shall be
quilty of a Class 3 misdemeanor.

(If adopted by the impacted localities, this model will address numbers 13, 32, 40 72
and part of 44 in the “Hunting and Trapping in Virginia” digest)

Model Ordinance 5:

Muzzleloading rifles firing a single projectile may not be used to hunt
between April 1 — May 31. Any person who violates the provisions of this ordinance
shall be guilty of a Class 3 misdemeanor.

(If adopted by the impacted localities this model will address numbers 17, 33, 39, 53
and parts of 50, 57, and 62 in the “Hunting and Trapping in Virginia” digest)

Model Ordinance 6:
It shall be unlawful to hunt with shotquns loaded with slugs. Any person who
violates the provisions of this ordinance shall be guilty of a Class 3 misdemeanor.

(If adopted by impacted localities this model will address numbers 9 and part of 45 in
the “Hunting and Trapping in Virginia” digest)

Model Ordinance 7:
It shall be unlawful to engage in hunting with a firearm within the right-of-way of
any primary or secondary highway. Any person who violates the provisions of
this ordinance shall be guilty of a Class 3 misdemeanor.
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(If adopted by impacted localities this model will address numbers 11, 14, 16, 26, 27,
43, and 61 in the “Hunting and Trapping in Virginia” digest)

Model Ordinance 8:

It shall be unlawful to engage in hunting with a firearm within 100 yards of
any primary or secondary highway. Any person who violates the provisions of this
ordinance shall be guilty of a Class 3 misdemeanor.

(If adopted by impacted localities this model will address numbers 18, 25, and part of
29 in the “Hunting and Trapping in Virginia” digest)

Depending on adoption by localities, potential net results might be reducing the numbers
of local ordinances applicable to hunting with firearms and contained in our “hunting
digest” from 73 to fewer than 35; removing redundancies and fragmentationnigeduci
confusion, and enhancing enforceability.

The staff is recommending that the Board propose these model ordinances aatiamegul
and be published for advertisement.

Guidelines for the proposed Youth Day include:

1. States may select 2 days per duck-hunting zone, designated as “Youth
Waterfowl Hunting Days,” in addition to their regular duck seasons.

2. The 2 days must be consecutive hunting days and held outside of any regular
duck season on a weekend, holiday, or other non-school days when youth
hunters would have the maximum opportunity to participate.

3. The days could be held up to 14 days before or after any regular duck season
frameworks or within any split of a regular duck season.
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4. The daily bag limit is the same as that allowed in the regular season and
includes ducks, mergansers, coots, moorhens, gallinules, 2 Canada goose, and
1 tundra swan (if the youth possesses a tundra swan permit). Flyway species
restrictions remain in effect.

5. Youth hunters must be 15 years of age or younger. Youth 12 years of age and
older will need a valid Virginia state hunting license.

6. A licensed adult at least 18 years of age or older must accompany the yout

hunter into the field. This adult may not duck hunt, but may participate in
other open seasons.

Public Comments

Mr. W. F. Wade, Spotsylvania, Virginia, represented the L. O. C. S. Chapter Waterfowl,
USA. Mr. Wade spoke in favor of the staff's recommendation of Option A for the
Merganser Seasons. He thanked the Wildlife staff and Board for their hard work.

Mr. Robert P. Woolfolk, Bumpass, Virginia, stated he agreed with the regulations as
presented and withdrew his request to speak.

The Chairman thanked everyone for their remarks.

The Chairman called for a motion on the approval of the Migratory Bird and
Waterfowl Seasons 2007-2008. Mr. Montgomery made the following motion: Mr.
Chairman, | move that the Board adopt the 2007-2008 Waterfowl Seasons and Bag
Limits and the Falconry Seasons as presented by the staff and to further thorize
staff to modify seasons and bag limits if necessary to comply with establkesh

Federal Frameworks. Motion seconded by Mr. Stroup. Ayes: Hazel, Railey, @er,
Montgomery, Hill, Kozuch, Yates, Crumley, Stroup and Pollard.

Approval of the Minutes: The minutes of the July 17, 2007 meeting have been posted
to the Web, and copies were included in the Board member’s briefing materials.
Chairman Hazel called for any additions, changes, corrections, deletions, atmiific

etc. Ms. Crumley made the motion that the minutes of the meeting be approse

with a few minor spelling corrections that will be submitted to theBoard Secretary.
Motion Seconded by Mr. Yates. Ayes: Hazel, Railey, Greer, Montgomery, Hill,
Kozuch, Crumley, Yates, Stroup and Pollard.

Committee Reports: The Chairman stated that there have not been any committee
meetings since July. The Chairman announced the following committee chair
assignments for 2007: Mr. C. T. Hill, Chairman, Finance, Audit and Compliance
Committee; Mr. Richard Railey, Chairman, Education, Planning and Outreach
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Committee; Mr. John Montgomery, Chairman, Wildlife and Boat Committee. A
committee list has been distributed to the members of the Board.

Mr. Hill, Chairman of the Finance, Audit and Compliance Committee asked Drl Virgi
Kopf to give a brief end of year report for Fiscal Year 2007. Mr. Hill dttat some of
the financial issues ahead for Fiscal Year 2008 are: budget cuts, recratrdent
retention of Law Enforcement Officers and capital improvement projects.

The Chairman thanked Mr. Hill and the staff for their report.

Chairman’s Remarks: Mr. Hazel expressed concern over the recruitment and retention
of Law Enforcement Officers. The presence of Conservation Policee@fiit the

community directly relates to the public’'s awareness of this agency throughgboati

safety, hunting, fishing and other programs. Mr. Hazel attended the meeting of the
National Sportsmen’s Caucus and has been invited by the Caucus to attend their annual
meeting to be held in November.

Director's Remarks: Mr. Courter introduced Mrs. Angele Goff. Mrs. Goff serves as
Confidential Secretary to the Director. Mr. Courter stated that the Govesasked all
state agencies to look at a 5% percent budget cut. An update will be provided at the
October 16, 2007 meeting. The agency continues to receive guidance on this process.
Mr. Courter and the staff provided a budget briefing to the Secretary of Natural
Resources. He visited the Hunter Education Class at Holiday Lake 4H Center in
Appomattox. Mr. Courter and staff provided a tour along the James River and briefing
for various congressional members on the Agency’s wildlife conservationsefrt
Courter spoke to the mounted fox hunters in Albemarle County. He attended'the 24
Annual Outdoor Sportsman’s show recently held at the Showplace in Richmond and he is
looking forward to attending the Outdoor Sportsman’s Show in Roanoke next year.

Mr. Courter introduced Bob Duncan who introduced Dr. Steve McMullin. Dr. McMullin
will lead our Hound Hunting Study Proposal. Mr. Duncan provided brief bios on Drs.
McMullin and Parkhurst and he also stated that the technical committee for the Hound
Hunting Study Proposal has been formed.

Dr. Steve L. McMullin is Associate Department Head and Associate Boofes

Fisheries and Wildlife at Virginia Tech. Before coming to Virginialerpursue his
doctorate in wildlife sciences in 1989, Steve was assistant director ofitbedss

division with Montana Fish, Wildlife, and Parks. His academic and professionasitster
include leadership and administration in natural resource agencies, public involvement i
resource decision making, and human dimensions of fisheries and wildlife. Steteddirec
the public involvement processes for the VDGIF Deer and Bear Management Plans

Dr. James A. Parkhurst, Wildlife Extension Specialist and Associate Ryotdss

Fisheries and Wildlife at Virginia Tech. His academic and professioraésis include
wildlife damage management, habitat management and manipulation, and community-
based solutions to human-wildlife conflicts. Jim worked closely with VDGIF on their
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Deer and Bear Management Plans, serving on a planning committee and providing
external reviews on the draft plans.

In collaboration with VDGIF, Drs. McMullin and Parkhurst will lead the public
involvement process to address hunting with hounds in Virginia. They will facilitate
meetings (focus groups, stakeholders advisory committee, public meetings, etc
coordinate a brief survey, and provide human dimensions guidance throughout the
process. Steve and Jim will supervise a full-time research assodthtexpertise in
public involvement and conflict resolution, dedicated to this process.

Dr. McMullin thanked the Board and staff for the opportunity to work on the Hunting
with Hounds Proposal.

The Chairman thanked the Board members that attended the Outdoor Sportsman’s Show.
