Mr. Fleury reported that the Committee recommended
adoption of an amendment to the Uniform Statewide
Building Code to provide in regulation requirement
currently found in statute related to prohibiting the transfer
of property ownership to delay enforcement of the building
code. A copy of the amendment and background
information is attached and made a part of these as
Appendix B. The Committee recommendation was
unanimously approved by the Board.

Ms. Susan Dewey, Executive Director of the Virginia
Housing Development Authority, reported that the VHDA
Board of Commissioners will meet on May 16, 2006 and
finalize allocations of the federal Low Income Housing Tax
Credits and to consider allocations for the REACH funds.
