The Commission unanimously approved the VHHA Contract.

The Commission unanimously approved the Chapter 130 — Administrative
Regulations Amendments.

Joshua Laws, Esquire for the Commission moved that in the matter of Mr.
Eckley’s decision be continued to the next meeting of the Commission and that the stay
be upheld. Seconded by Commissioner Dawson.

It was moved by Commissioner Dawson to approve Racing Officials for the
Virginia Gold Cup. Seconded by Vice Chairman, S. Reynolds and unanimously
approved.

Joshua Laws, Esquire for the Commission read the following motion into the
record. “Pursuant to Virginia Code section 2.2-3711(A) (1) (7), I move that the
Commission convene a closed meeting for the purpose of the discussion and
consideration of prospective candidates for employment and consultation with legal
counsel employed or retained by the Commission regarding specific legal matters
requiring the provision of legal advice by such counsel.”
