 07       that was 2013 or 2014?

 08                              MR. JUSTICE:  Yes, ma'am.

 09                              MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.

 10                              MR. JUSTICE:  Then from 2015 to

 11       2016 I was at Koppers, K-O-P-P-E-R-S.

 12                              MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  What was

 13       your job there?

 14                              MR. JUSTICE:  (Inaudible.)

 15                              MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  A what?

 16                              MR. JUSTICE:  A treater.

 17       [T-R-E-A-T-O-R.]  We treated cross ties with creosote.

 18                              MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  You treated

 19       crops you said?

 20                              MR. JUSTICE:  Cross ties with

 21       creosote.

 22                              MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  All right.

 23       And then after there?

 24                              MR. JUSTICE:  I went to work for

 25       Radford Arsenal.
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 01                              MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  How long

 02       did you work there?

 03                              MR. JUSTICE:  From 2017 until

 04       2020, and I was terminated for Covid.

 05                              MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.

 06       Following that where have you worked?

 07                              MR. JUSTICE:  Hollingsworth &

 08       Vose.

 09                              MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  And what is

 10       your job there or what was your job?

 11                              MR. JUSTICE:  I don't actually

 12       know what I was classified as.  I was just an operator.

 13       I didn't get to stay there very long because I was

 14       trying to find a job since I got terminated for being

 15       sick.  But I was only there a couple of months.

 16                              MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  Can

 17       you repeat the name of the company again for the court

 18       reporter, please.

 19                              MR. JUSTICE:  Hollingsworth &

 20       Vose, V-O-S-E.

 21                              MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Thank you.

 22                              And then after that

 23       position where did you work?

 24                              MR. JUSTICE:  What year did I

 25       say last?
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 01                              MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  2020 you

 02       got terminated from Radford Arsenal, and then you went

 03       to Hollingsworth & Vose as an operator.  I don't know

 04       if you gave me a year.  I didn't note it if you did.

 05                              MR. JUSTICE:  From 21 to 22 I

 06       worked for Federal Mobile.

 07                              MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  What was

 08       your job with them?

 09                              MR. JUSTICE:  Offline sander

 10       operator.

 11                              MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.

 12                              MR. JUSTICE:  And let's see.  I

 13       worked 6 months from '22 until basically April at

 14       Volvo.

 15                              MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  What

 16       was your position?

 17                              MR. JUSTICE:  Sorry if I get

 18       some of my dates mixed up.

 19                              MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  That's

 20       okay.  You said Volvo?  What was your position there?

 21                              MR. JUSTICE:  Assembler.

 22                              MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.

 23                              MR. JUSTICE:  And I started --

 24       from there I started at the Floyd County PSA.

 25                              MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Floyd
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 01       County what?

 02                              MR. JUSTICE:  PSA.

 03                              MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Does that

 04       stand for something in particular?

 05                              MR. JUSTICE:  Public Service

 06       Authority.

 07                              MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  When

 08       did you start there you said?  I didn't make a note on

 09       my sheet here.

 10                              MR. JUSTICE:  I started here

 11       April 1, 2022 and here until present.

 12                              MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  Have

 13       you ever held any other professional licenses with the

 14       State of Virginia?

 15                              MR. JUSTICE:  No, ma'am.

 16                              MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.

 17       You're applying for Water Works Operator Class 4

 18       license.  What do you like about this profession?

 19                              MR. JUSTICE:  Uhm, it's a job

 20       that you don't have to worry about being laid off.

 21       That was one of the good perks about it.  And you're

 22       getting to learn different things all the time.  You're

 23       dealing with -- especially in my job case.  It's not

 24       like normal wastewater plants where they actually have

 25       maintenance people do it all.  We actually do
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 01       everything.  We do everything from maintenance to water

 02       samples to waste water samples.  So it's a lot more

 03       broad.

 04                              MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.

 05                              What are your plans

 06       moving forward if you are granted licensure?

 07                              MR. JUSTICE:  Hopefully, to

 08       retire and take more licenses.

 09                              MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  So you plan

 10       to stay with Floyd County as long as they'll have you?

 11                              MR. JUSTICE:  Yes, ma'am.

 12                              MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  And you

 13       would like to move up in your licenses that you have?

 14       Is that what I'm understanding?

 15                              MR. JUSTICE:  Yes, ma'am.

 16                              MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.

 17                              Ms. Jones, do you have

 18       any questions?

 19                              MS. JONES:  I guess, what has he

 20       learned and how has he changed following his

 21       convictions?

 22                              MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Did you

 23       hear that, Mr. Justice?

 24                              MR. JUSTICE:  No, ma'am.

 25                              MS. JONES:  I'm sorry.  I was
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 01       asking, can you describe what you've learned and how

 02       you've changed following your convictions?

 03                              MR. JUSTICE:  Learning to

 04       process things before acting.  That is a big thing that

 05       I've learned.  Learning to control your emotions

 06       instead of expressing them out loud, and taking your

 07       deep breaths and evaluating that you can't change

 08       others.  You can only change yourself.

 09                              MS. JONES:  What is it that you

 10       like about wastewater works?

 11                              MR. JUSTICE:  So I love the

 12       schedule.  I love the people I work with.  Like I said

 13       earlier, the different environments that we do daily.

 14       You're not consistently doing the same thing every

 15       single day.

 16                              MS. JONES:  Have you and your

 17       spouse reconciled?

 18                              MR. JUSTICE:  Yes, ma'am.  Or

 19       trying to reconcile.  We're not living together.  We're

 20       trying.

 21                              MS. JONES:  Those are all the

 22       questions I have.

 23                              MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.

 24                              Is there anything that

 25       we may not have asked about that you would like
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 01       the Board to consider when looking at your

 02       application for licensure?

 03                              MR. JUSTICE:  Not to my

 04       knowledge, ma'am.

 05                              MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.

 06       Well, if there's nothing further then let me explain

 07       the process going forward.

 08                              Based upon everything

 09       I've heard and everything I've read I'll put my

 10       thoughts together into a written

 11       recommendation.  That recommendation will be

 12       provided to you along with a letter letting you

 13       know the date and time where the full Board

 14       will meet to make a final decision on your

 15       application.

 16                              You're welcome to attend

 17       that board meeting but you do not have to.  If

 18       you do attend the board meeting the Board will

 19       give you approximately 5 minutes to speak to

 20       the full Board before they make their final

 21       decision.

 22                              Generally, what happens

 23       is the Board will briefly hear from you,

 24       they'll discuss your case, and then they'll

 25       vote right then and there.  So if you do attend
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 01       the board meeting you will know the outcome of

 02       your license that same day.

 03                              If you choose not to

 04       attend or you're unable to do so the Board will

 05       follow up with you in writing a few days after

 06       the board meeting.

 07                              One thing you need to

 08       understand is I can recommend yes, and the full

 09       Board could say no or the other way around.

 10       It's a majority vote of the entire Board that

 11       makes the final decision.

 12                              Do you have any

 13       questions regarding any of that?

 14                              MR. JUSTICE:  No, ma'am.

 15                              MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.

 16                              MR. JUSTICE:  Except when the

 17       board meeting would be.

 18                              MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  And

 19       that's something that we can look up after this.  But

 20       either way, it would be on that letter that we send to

 21       you, and you would have that in advance of the board

 22       meeting.  Any other questions?

 23                              MR. JUSTICE:  No, ma'am.

 24                              MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  If

 25       there's nothing further then I'll thank you for your
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 01       time, and I'll conclude the conference.

 02                              NOTE:  The IFF Conference

 03       concluded at 3:43 p.m.

 02           9:15 a.m., as follows:

 03                         MS. DUNCAN:  Good morning.  I'm

 04           Erica Duncan, a member of the Board for

 05           Waterworks and Wastewater Works Operators and

 06           Onsite Sewage System Professionals.  This is an

 07           Informal Fact-finding conference to hear

 08           additional information regarding the regulatory

 09           issues involving this matter.  I now convene the

 10           conference to accept presentation from the

 11           department staff and those individuals who are

 12           present.

 13                         MS. FRYE:  My name is Elisabeth

 14           Frye and I'm here with my colleague Free Williams

 15           and we're representing the Department Staff.  At

 16           this time, I'm going to enter the exhibits into

 17           the record.  Board Exhibit Number One is the

 18           revised Report of findings and the investigative

 19           file docketed based on a complaint received on

 20           June 5th, 2020.

 21                              Board Exhibit Number Two is

 22           the Notice of Informal Fact-finding dated March

 23           17, 2023, indicating that the IFF will convene

 24           today, May 10th, 2023, sent by UPS service to the

 25           address provided to the Board and to Attorney Ben
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 01           Griffitts and both the delivery confirmations.

 02                              Board Exhibit Three is a memo

 03           date March 22, 2023, indicating that Mr.

 04           Griffith contacted Department staff by telephone

 05           and stated that he does not represent the

 06           respondent in this DPOR matter.

 07                              Kendall Exhibit Number One is

 08           an email from Mr. Kendall dated March 28, 2023,

 09           indicating that Kendall received the IFF notice

 10           and plans on attending.

 11                              Kendall Exhibit Two is an

 12           email correspondence between Kendall and the

 13           Board regarding an updated address dated March

 14           20, 2023.

 15                              Kendall Exhibit Three is a

 16           collection of documents, letters and

 17           certificates, including an exhibit table that

 18           Mr. Kendall provided today.

 19                              If you could just provide your

 20           name and mailing address for future

 21           correspondence to be sent for the record?

 22                         MR. KENDALL:  Okay.  So my current

 23           address is current, you know.  It's Raymond

 24           Kendall.  At 10429 Patriot highway, room 260,

 25           Fredericksburg, Virginia 22408.
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 01                         MS. FRYE:  So today we're here

 02           to -- we have a couple of violations, allegations

 03           of violations as well as a criminal conviction

 04           and we're here to determine the facts and

 05           circumstances surrounding that conviction.  If

 06           you want to start, can you describe the facts and

 07           circumstances surrounding your conviction.

 08                         MR. KENDALL:  Okay.  I'm going

 09           to -- I want to be as extensive as possible.  I

 10           understand any information here is public record

 11           and, obviously, the individual involved is still

 12           a minor and I want to try to be respectful of

 13           that circumstance.  So the basic circumstances is

 14           that the -- I would say there's at least two

 15           basic components.  One circumstance would be

 16           that -- some of this is still difficult to talk

 17           about and I apologize.

 18                              My wife of twenty-five years

 19           had divorced me.  She left me and then she wanted

 20           the separation at first and then started the

 21           divorce and then within six months, 2015, she

 22           left and we were divorced in December of 2015.

 23           Coinciding with that timeline, I had a daughter

 24           in college and by the divorce, I had two other

 25           girls -- two other daughters in college.  They
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 01           had left the house and I had that empty --

 02           essentially an empty nest at that time, which

 03           brought on a severe depression.

 04                              Things I did to mitigate the

 05           depression was diet and exercise and I tried

 06           different things.  I found along the way that I

 07           was able to manage the depressive feelings for a

 08           period of time, but then overall depression would

 09           come back and I'd be reminded of being isolated

 10           and alone.  I apologize.  So that was an

 11           emotional circumstance.  I had a property that me

 12           and my ex-wife still jointly owned and we had

 13           tenants in the property.  After they learned of

 14           me being separated and divorced, they started

 15           inviting me over to spend time with them.  I also

 16           started spending quite a bit of time with them,

 17           their daughters and we became quite familiar.

 18                              In fact, they were part of

 19           some of things that I was trying to do to

 20           alleviate the depression, which was spending time

 21           with them.  But looking back, emotionally, I was

 22           being impacted by the separation, the divorce,

 23           and the isolation that I felt which are some of

 24           the symptoms of the depression.  That continued.

 25           Even though they alleviated that, it would still
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 01           be part of it at times.  I still felt isolated

 02           and alone.

 03                              I spent plenty of afternoons

 04           playing with the younger daughters, they had four

 05           daughters, playing softball, different games with

 06           them, and I would also spend time with the mother

 07           and the father.  I helped the mother.  She was

 08           very creative.  She used to make, she probably

 09           still does, she made bows, hair bows for her

 10           daughter's cheerleading team.  I assisted her.

 11                              Long story short, I guess,

 12           it's over years I've spent with this family.  I

 13           provided dinners for them.  Gifts.  Some of the

 14           things that hit me hard about the two oldest

 15           daughters, they were from another marriage or

 16           relationship and it was hard to see that the

 17           father would ignore their birthdays and made

 18           promises to show up and he did not show up for

 19           them and that was hard for me to see, so when I

 20           made -- well, I would make sure that they were

 21           recognized for their birthdays and Christmas.

 22           I'd always write a note with their birthday gifts

 23           of how unique and special they were.  They all

 24           did -- they all had special talents.

 25                              I continued that with the
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 01           youngest because I don't want them to feel any

 02           different than the oldest.  So there was a very

 03           close bond with the daughters and the parents.

 04           Then came a time that the parents wanted to have

 05           their oldest daughter move down to the basement

 06           and the basement wasn't finished and I thought

 07           about finishing the basement whenever they moved

 08           out and I said, okay, well, I will go ahead and

 09           do that so I decided to finish the basement.

 10                              I had -- this kind of shows

 11           how unbalanced I was emotionally because there

 12           were things in my house I needed to take care of.

 13           I was in the home and I couldn't afford it any

 14           longer and had life circumstances, but I tend not

 15           to -- I tend not to deal with it.  There were

 16           things that financially I was responsible for and

 17           I didn't attend to them.  I chose to go ahead and

 18           finish the basement for that family.

 19                              So eventually, I was spending

 20           a lot of time working on the basement.  I hired

 21           contractors as well.  The two youngest daughters

 22           often came down to the basement and we played

 23           hide-and-seek games.  They were always very

 24           creative.  I always made sure the basement was

 25           secured for them when they did come down.  So we
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 01           spent a lot of time together doing that.

 02                              At some point, one of the

 03           daughters started to make more -- it's difficult

 04           to say.  But at one point, she started making

 05           sexual advances and the way she said things and

 06           the way -- I don't really particularly want to

 07           discuss exactly, but she didn't do -- what I did

 08           was not respond appropriately.  My response was

 09           to ignore it.  Ignore it because -- while

 10           incarcerated, I was able to look at this very

 11           clearly and understand a lot more about myself.

 12           I ignored it because I was isolated.  This was my

 13           only connection to companionship and so when this

 14           one daughter made those advances, I would always

 15           redirected it to something else and I ignored it.

 16           Not ignored, but I ignored it where I didn't

 17           bring it up to the parents.  So I would push it

 18           aside and redirect her.  She was, for the most

 19           part, easily redirected.

 20                              Going back to when I had spent

 21           time in prison, one of the things I had to answer

 22           was why this happened, how could I ensure that

 23           this was never going to happen again and some of

 24           the exhibits I presented to you show my

 25           involvement with mental health and those were
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 01           only a fraction of the exhibits that I could show

 02           you.  I had at least fifty interactions with

 03           mental health for the last year and-a-half or two

 04           years of incarceration.  I was on weekly or

 05           biweekly meetings with mental health staff at the

 06           Coffeewood Correctional Center.

 07                              One of the mental health

 08           workers, Ms. Bertolini -- there's a referenced in

 09           the exhibit to her on 13-D.  As you can imagine

 10           on the responses, they just notate basically I've

 11           been seeing Ms. Bertolini.  She's identified

 12           me -- she said that I had borderline personality

 13           disorder.  I was seen by a psychiatrist by

 14           Tele-Med and he agreed that I had marginally

 15           borderline personality disorder.  In my

 16           particular case, that would be someone who

 17           experiences -- who has a very difficult time

 18           dealing with loss.

 19                         MS. FRYE:  I want to briefly

 20           clarify this.  Exhibit 13-D of Kendall Exhibit

 21           Three says staff member and then Doctor Howard.

 22                         MR. KENDALL:  So 13-G.  I misspoke.

 23                         MS. FRYE:  Okay, G.

 24                         MR. KENDALL:  It just shows that I

 25           saw her.  I saw her for a period of -- when I
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 01           started seeing her, she was moving on to the

 02           Greenwood facility.  I saw her for about six to

 03           eight weeks.  She spent a lot of time with me and

 04           she got me on medication and the medication has

 05           been very helpful and allows me to -- while it

 06           allows me to still feel, it allows me to

 07           control -- being able to control my emotions.

 08           The medication name, I'll think of it in a

 09           minute.  You know, obviously, this is a very

 10           emotional situation for me right now so it's very

 11           difficult, but under normal circumstances, it

 12           allows me to be able to focus and separate the

 13           emotions from what my response needs to be.  It

 14           doesn't overwhelm me.  Being overwhelmed is the

 15           key factor here.

 16                         MS. FRYE:  Is there anything

 17           further you would like to say regarding the facts

 18           and circumstances surrounding the conviction

 19           which was February 26, 2018, for aggravated

 20           sexual battery under thirteen?  Is there anything

 21           further you want to say just regarding the facts

 22           and circumstances?  There's nine factors, which

 23           are noted in that notice and we're going through

 24           each of them.

 25                         MR. KENDALL:  I'm sorry.  I was
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 01           trying to go through the emotional conditions.

 02           Being overwhelmed.  So on the day of the offense

 03           when the victim -- I was there cleaning the rugs

 04           more as a family friend as opposed to being a

 05           tenant and the exact circumstances is that the

 06           two younger daughters were coming out of the

 07           bedroom and they were -- I'd rather not say, but

 08           they were inviting me into the room and I went

 09           into the room a couple of times.

 10                              At first, they were acting

 11           inappropriately and I was saying, hey, we can --

 12           I was trying to convince them and say we can get

 13           together later, but I'm here to clean the rugs

 14           right now.  We'll have time to play later, but

 15           they were inviting me in.  They were asking me to

 16           close the door.  The last time I went there, the

 17           third time, I went into the room.  Actually, I

 18           wish I had decided to go downstairs.  I was going

 19           to go downstairs to get the mom, but I didn't.  I

 20           went in the room and they were being

 21           inappropriate.  I was trying to convince them to

 22           say, hey, we can play later.  But as I was

 23           leaving, they did something.  The one girl did

 24           something pretty inappropriate.  I don't want to

 25           discuss that detail.
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 01                              I told them I was leaving the

 02           room.  Before I could leave the room, they

 03           grabbed on my arms and pulled me down to the

 04           floor and then the victim did expose herself and

 05           then the offense did occur.  I was overwhelmed.

 06           It was not something that developed that day.  It

 07           was not something that had developed over a

 08           period of time.  I never dealt with this

 09           situation properly.  I had planned to speak to

 10           her and say, hey, this behavior really needs to

 11           change, but I never did.  I wanted to and I was

 12           planning to do it right around that time.  Those

 13           are the basic circumstances.  In the photograph,

 14           you can see I had a black eye by the time I got

 15           home.  He did assault me.  That's why I had a

 16           black eye.  It wasn't from the victim.

 17                         MS. FRYE:  I don't believe we have

 18           that photograph for the record.  You never

 19           disclosed that behavior to either of the parents?

 20                         MR. KENDALL:  No.  When this

 21           happened, the mom came to me.  I got overwhelmed

 22           and started engaging in activity that shouldn't

 23           have happened.  Within a few minutes, I said I

 24           can't be doing this.  I got up to leave.  The mom

 25           is at the door.  The door was ajar and she comes
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 01           in.  She pushes the door open and she says what

 02           are you doing here.  I can only imagine.  The

 03           daughter was still partially undressed at this

 04           point, but she goes in the room and she talks to

 05           the daughter and she comes out and asked me what

 06           happened and I gave her a description, which is

 07           maybe -- I don't know if it's in the report or

 08           not.  I don't think so.  Maybe it is.

 09                              And then at first she's angry

 10           and upset.  She first asked me to leave and then

 11           she calls the father and when she does, he does

 12           show up.  You know, he asked me what happened and

 13           I started to explain to him.  I started to say,

 14           hey, this started six months ago and he lost

 15           control and assaulted me and rightly so and then

 16           called 911 and then the police came and that's

 17           the only statement I made to the police.

 18                         MS. FRYE:  And the other daughter

 19           in the room was also a minor?

 20                         MR. KENDALL:  Yes.

 21                         MS. FRYE:  Have you been convicted

 22           of any other crimes?

 23                         MR. KENDALL:  No.

 24                         MS. FRYE:  And that occurred when

 25           you were fifty-three?
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 01                         MR. KENDALL:  Correct.

 02                         MS. FRYE:  We can talk about your

 03           work activity prior to and following the criminal

 04           conviction.  What did you do before your

 05           conviction?  Could you give us a little outline?

 06                         MR. KENDALL:  So I was running a

 07           consulting business, Kendall Drainfield Services,

 08           just septic consulting and percing land.  Using

 09           my license to evaluate properties.  I was working

 10           for homeowners, builders, developers and evaluate

 11           properties and design septic systems and submit

 12           it for permitting and processing with the

 13           Virginia Department of Health and inspected the

 14           installation of the systems.  Occasionally, I

 15           would look at failing septic systems, evaluate

 16           the system, and the property for different

 17           resolutions.

 18                         MS. FRYE:  About how long did you

 19           do that?

 20                         MR. KENDALL:  That was from -- I

 21           was working for myself from 2011 to the arrest so

 22           September of 2011 to July of 2018.  Then prior to

 23           that, I was working for ECS, Engineering

 24           Consulting Services, and I had gone on with them

 25           until 2006 so I was doing the same services.  It
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 01           was kind of like the downturn in the market and

 02           they decided to release me, that would be the

 03           proper terminology.  I was let go.  I was let go

 04           due to lack of work at that time, but it was

 05           enough work for me to work on my own.

 06                         MS. FRYE:  Are you currently

 07           employed?

 08                         MR. KENDALL:  I am working as an

 09           independent contractor as a -- I'm selling

 10           advertisements for a company called Best Version

 11           Media.  I put out community publications and I'm

 12           working to ramp up that publication right now.

 13                         MS. FRYE:  You started that when?

 14                         MR. KENDALL:  About a month and-a-

 15           half ago.  Since my release, I haven't engaged

 16           with my license, one, because I suspected that

 17           this would happen and, two, I wanted to be fully

 18           prepared.  I wanted to refamiliarize myself with

 19           the industry and then catch up on any educational

 20           material I need to.  While I was in prison, I

 21           did -- one of the exhibits is going to show my

 22           continued education in working with -- that would

 23           be Exhibit 21.  It just shows -- that's a Biology

 24           121 course environmental conservation course.

 25                              That started when I was
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 01           incarcerated.  It took a long time to get some of

 02           these exhibits.  I also can show it in 14-A

 03           through C.  Nothing happens fast when you're

 04           incarcerated in the prison system especially

 05           during the pandemic.  I know a lot of things

 06           changed for you guys out here as well as I

 07           understand.  But it took well over a year and-a-

 08           half to finally get into a course that I wanted

 09           to take since I was in Coffeewood.  When I was at

 10           Rapphannock Regional Jail, it was a more

 11           restrictive environment.  They didn't allow any

 12           course material other than the Bible Academy,

 13           which is the American Bible Academy which is also

 14           Exhibit 9-A through F and 3-A and B.  There's a

 15           reference letter I received from them.

 16                              Initially, I had hoped that

 17           those might serve as continued education credits

 18           because I could not take any online courses.  It

 19           was very restrictive.  As you can see the

 20           exhibits in 14-A through C, it mentions that the

 21           Coffeewood Correctional Center doesn't allow

 22           online courses.  I think that would be at 14-B.

 23                         MS. FRYE:  Were there time periods

 24           where you were incarcerated at two facilities?

 25                         MR. KENDALL:  Yeah.  Traditionally
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 01           when you get arrested, you get held at a regional

 02           jail.  You get held at a jail.  That was at the

 03           Rappahannock Regional Jail.

 04                         MS. FRYE:  When did you go to

 05           Coffeewood?

 06                         MR. KENDALL:  I left Rappahannock

 07           Regional Jail in February of '20 and I went

 08           actually to what they call -- it's kind of a

 09           staging center.  What's the name of that place

 10           down in this area, in the Richmond area?  I'm

 11           sorry, sometimes my short-term memory fails me a

 12           little bit.  I stayed at a short-time place

 13           locally from February to July, July of '20.  They

 14           kind of assess you there.  So you're there with

 15           everyone coming in from different prisons or

 16           different jails and they assess where they're

 17           going to send you based on your crime, age, and

 18           how many convictions you had before.

 19                              Then the pandemic hit down

 20           there.  Everything became very restrictive as

 21           well.  I didn't have access to a lot.  I was

 22           trying to do Bible studies.  I have that in one

 23           of the exhibits as well, 12-A and B.  It probably

 24           gives the name of the facility I was in.

 25           Nottoway Correctional Center.  I was at Nottoway
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 01           from February 25th through July 25th, I believe,

 02           of 2020 just when the pandemic started.  Yes,

 03           then it was Coffeewood starting in July, July

 04           25th, I believe, of '20.

 05                         MS. FRYE:  And did you hold any

 06           jobs while you were incarcerated?

 07                         MR. KENDALL:  Yes.

 08                         MS. FRYE:  Which jobs did you do?

 09                         MR. KENDALL:  I had the houseman

 10           job and I cleaned the bathrooms.

 11                         MS. FRYE:  And so the other

 12           factors -- let me just ask.  What are your plans

 13           moving forward regarding employment?  Do you

 14           intend to continue onsite work?

 15                         MR. KENDALL:  I would like to work

 16           onsite work back to my future employment.  I

 17           would keep up with my continuing education as

 18           shown by the Colorado State University exhibit.

 19           My initial efforts was just to get familiarized

 20           and reentry and get myself reestablished.  When I

 21           got incarcerated in jail, I lost my home and most

 22           of my equipment basically because I was living at

 23           home alone.  When the family moved out, my

 24           ex-wife wanted to make sure that house was empty

 25           so she could do the short sale on the house.  No
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 01           hard feelings about what happened, but just a

 02           little accountability about where my equipment

 03           went.  I wasn't able to track it down.  Probably

 04           a lot of it was thrown away to be honest with

 05           you.

 06                              So I need to reestablish

 07           myself and I've been trying to find W-2 jobs.  I

 08           haven't been able find work, although, Home Depot

 09           said they were going to hire me but when they

 10           were doing a background check, I did have a

 11           felony conviction, but as long as I passed their

 12           criteria, I don't know what the criteria is, but

 13           they still haven't gotten become to me.  It's

 14           been about a month now.  I was hired to -- was

 15           going to be working at night and so my plan was

 16           to get back again.  I wanted to reestablish

 17           myself and then start working probably on

 18           weekends just to make sure I was completely

 19           familiar and up-to-date with my educational

 20           credits and kind of work my way back into to the

 21           industry.

 22                              So other general plans is that

 23           I would like to bring my daughter into it.  She's

 24           working.  She hasn't yet graduated with a

 25           teacher's certificate yet.  She works in the
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 01           school with special ed students, but I would like

 02           to bring her in with my sole consulting business

 03           and rebuild that up and also with what I'm doing

 04           with the advertisement publisher.  It's an

 05           opportunity to bring her in to help her as well.

 06           Those are my general plans. I do want to keep

 07           that professional license.

 08                         MS. FRYE:  Do you intend to

 09           continue your onsite work as your own business or

 10           do you want to go to work for a firm?

 11                         MR. KENDALL:  Well, right now, I

 12           want to do my own business, but I'm not opposed

 13           to working for someone else.  It depends on how

 14           things proceed from here.

 15                         MS. FRYE:  Would that include

 16           working on private residences?

 17                         MR. KENDALL:  That would include

 18           working with wherever the job takes me.

 19                         MS. FRYE:  How do you intend to

 20           comply with the terms of your probation

 21           performing on onsite jobs?  The terms of your

 22           probation include no contact with minors and if

 23           you do have contact with minors, it must be

 24           approved and supervised by an appropriate

 25           supervisor over the age of twenty-one aware of
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 01           your offense and your risks.  So how do you

 02           intend on complying with that order, your

 03           sentencing order, in terms of your probation

 04           while performing onsite work on a private

 05           residence?

 06                         MR. KENDALL:  Well, the majority of

 07           the work is rural land.  There's not much work

 08           done at existing residential properties.  In

 09           fact, I can recall one time where there was a

 10           minor present on the job, on the property.  I was

 11           out working in the field and a minor was in the

 12           residence under parental supervision.  So the no

 13           contact is where there is no interaction, no

 14           verbal interaction, and that's -- I haven't had

 15           the need to verbally interact with minors on the

 16           job before.

 17                              Quite frankly, I can avoid

 18           doing private -- I can avoid being on private

 19           residences or properties.  I can just not take

 20           the jobs on because a majority of the work is out

 21           in the woods anyway.  That's where the money is.

 22           But to comply, is to not have any verbal

 23           communication with a minor.  So if I was

 24           introduced, I can avoid it, but I can also just

 25           avoid it by not taking the jobs, which probably
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 01           is more than likely what I would do initially.

 02                              Exhibit Six talks about a

 03           letter from my probation officer.  It is his

 04           responsibility to verify that I'm compliant and

 05           you can see that he states that I am currently

 06           compliant.  One of the conditions here also talks

 07           about polygraph exams.  It talks about the sexual

 08           history disclosure, polygraph exams.  On Exhibit

 09           26-A through B, it shows you the questions that

 10           they ask.  Except for this offense, there was

 11           no -- during the disclosure, there was no other

 12           offenses.  There's no current offenses.  Nothing

 13           is going on with my behavior that conflicts with

 14           the court order, so I've been able to maintain

 15           that compliance and I haven't had a situation

 16           where I've needed to bail out, but I

 17           definitely -- if the Board wants to make the

 18           condition that I don't work on private

 19           residences, I can accept that.  I don't need to

 20           because I don't need to work on private

 21           residences.  That wasn't part of my job because I

 22           wasn't doing inspections for existing systems.

 23           That was part of my business, but it was more new

 24           development work.

 25                         MS. FRYE:  You mentioned earlier
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 01           that you sometimes go on site to evaluate failing

 02           systems.  Is that usually in residential homes?

 03                         MR. KENDALL:  Yeah, that would be

 04           at a residence.

 05                         MS. FRYE:  Would you continue doing

 06           that type of work?

 07                         MR. KENDALL:  Well, I had been

 08           hired actually by Stafford County to look at a

 09           number of failing systems and that's why I looked

 10           at a number of them.  I can avoid doing that.

 11           It's within my ability to do so, but if the Board

 12           is more comfortable saying that I won't, I can

 13           make that part a condition.  At the same time,

 14           none of those properties, I didn't deal with any

 15           minors with that contract with Stafford County.

 16           I didn't have to deal with minors.  I contacted

 17           the owner and I worked on the property.  You

 18           know, the owner knew I was there.  I never dealt

 19           with any minors in any situation.  There were

 20           very rare and few occasions where -- I only

 21           remember one place where there was a minor on the

 22           property and he wasn't coming outside.  He was

 23           inside.  I knew he was inside when I came to the

 24           door and I saw him.

 25                         MS. FRYE:  Okay.  So the last
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 01           factor is the rehabilitation.  You're still on

 02           supervised probation?

 03                         MR. KENDALL:  Correct.

 04                         MS. FRYE:  And you're still in

 05           good-standing as of this letter on May 3, 2023;

 06           is that right?

 07                         MR. KENDALL:  Yes.

 08                         MS. FRYE:  Have you completed the

 09           SOAP programs, Sexual Awareness Offender Program

 10           in Fredericksburg?

 11                         MR. KENDALL:  I have not and all I

 12           can tell you is I tried to be -- well, while in

 13           prison, I asked for it a number of times.

 14           Exhibit Fifteen is one request form that shows

 15           that I asked for it and no response.  There were

 16           many verbal requests for it and other written

 17           ones that I have.  I can provide them if the

 18           Board wants.  But essentially, while most of my

 19           incarcerations was during the pandemic, a lot of

 20           the programs were shut down.  That's one of them.

 21           When they finally did open up, I was involved in

 22           the Core Craft Program and since there were State

 23           funds involved with that, they didn't want to

 24           take me out of the program to fulfill SOAP.

 25                              If you look at Exhibit 24-A
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 01           through C, I sent a motion to the court.  In the

 02           second paragraph, they denied -- to summarize,

 03           basically the Court says the Department of

 04           Correction is in charge of your -- they trusted

 05           that DOC would ensure that I take the classes.

 06           Probation is still part of DOC, so they're still

 07           in control of that and they have not actively

 08           enrolled me yet.

 09                         MS. FRYE:  Have you made any

 10           efforts since your release from incarceration to

 11           enroll in SOAP?

 12                         MR. KENDALL:  It's been discussed.

 13           They wanted -- probation wanted to have the

 14           sexual history polygraph done first before they

 15           signed me to the SOAP program.  As I understand,

 16           they have two different aspects to SOAP.  One is

 17           more intensive versus one's more informative.

 18           I've learned a lot about what's probably going to

 19           be in the SOAP program and some responsibilities

 20           as a sex offender that I have to the community of

 21           registration and stuff like that, so I have not

 22           had the formal SOAP enrollment, but I've learned

 23           a lot about what's in there.

 24                         MR. WILLIAMS:  I just want to

 25           clarify a point.  You said that probation wants
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 01           you to complete a sexual history polygraph before

 02           you complete SOAP.  Is that polygraph referred to

 03           in the Exhibit Six letter of May 3rd that took

 04           place on March 16th?

 05                         MR. KENDALL:  It is.  I meet once a

 06           month face-to-face with probation.  One thing I

 07           learned while I was incarcerated was that

 08           everything moves slow at DOC.  Something that

 09           would take you a day out here will take me a year

 10           to get established within the walls of the jail

 11           as a prisoner.  It was a frustrating experience.

 12           Literally, I reduced these documents down to

 13           this.  I have probably more documentation from my

 14           frustration.  They haven't assigned me and

 15           there's other things I've been trying to clarify

 16           with probation as I move along.

 17                              I think for them, the

 18           polygraph was a big issue for them.  They've

 19           allowed me to leave the state to help my ex-wife

 20           with some projects after the polygraph was done.

 21           They were going to allow me to leave the state to

 22           go to a conference with this new employment in

 23           June.  Now, the Court ordered me to take SOAP.

 24           I've been in compliance with them.  I tried to

 25           take it when I was incarcerated at Coffeewood and
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 01           I would reassert my efforts again but I can't

 02           dictate how and when they want to move on it.

 03                         MS. FRYE:  Have you paid your fines

 04           associated with your conviction?

 05                         MR. KENDALL:  This is something I

 06           need to file Exhibit 16-A through D, I did that

 07           for two reasons.  One, for potential use in a

 08           meeting like this.  These are community service

 09           hours that I did while I was in prison.  I would

 10           facilitate Bible study with a lot of inmates.

 11           These are affidavit statements by myself and

 12           three witnesses to that Bible study.  The 454

 13           hours, which is the total hours, is also

 14           represented in Exhibit 25 which shows -- I didn't

 15           submit the submission I made to the Court.  I

 16           submitted these hours to the court for payment or

 17           relief of those fines.  There is a document where

 18           the Court allows community service in replacement

 19           of fines.  I haven't received a decision based on

 20           that yet.  I suspect they should have been done.

 21           I have to look into it with the Court.

 22                              Before I left, I wrote them a

 23           letter and said I had two or three motions that

 24           had been unresponded to and that was one of

 25           motions to do so.  If those aren't accepted, I'll
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 01           pay the fine, but I'll probably do community

 02           volunteer work at the food bank, like I've done

 03           in the past.

 04                         MS. FRYE:  Are you continuing to

 05           receive the mental health counseling?

 06                         MR. KENDALL:  Yes.  There's a lot

 07           of exhibits that talk about that.  Exhibit Seven

 08           shows Gabby or Gabrielle DeLeon.  She's with

 09           Rapphannock Area Community Services Board.

 10           Unfortunately, I haven't seen her since my

 11           release.  If you look at Exhibit 19, it shows

 12           that I had an appointment established prior to

 13           leaving Coffeewood to Rapphannock Area Community

 14           Services Board Mental Health.  That's something I

 15           asked for and something that they even do as

 16           well.  As you can see, Doctor Howard is also in

 17           those exhibits.  Her signature is on some of the

 18           therapy counseling I was receiving as well in

 19           Coffeewood.  As a matter of fact, she was the

 20           last therapist I saw in Coffeewood.  Yes, I

 21           continued.

 22                         MS. FRYE:  Okay.  I know you've

 23           discussed it quite a bit and you included Kendall

 24           Exhibit Three, which includes some of the

 25           information, but do you want to talk about any
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 01           other rehabilitative efforts you completed while

 02           incarcerated or since you were released beyond

 03           what you already discussed?

 04                         MR. KENDALL:  Exhibit 13-A through

 05           H, which is a representative of therapy I had

 06           asked for while I was incarcerated in other

 07           facilities and other stuff I did.  Exhibit One is

 08           from James Smith.  He was the instructor at

 09           Rapphannock Regional jail.  I attended like

 10           seventeen or eighteen months of Bible study which

 11           was a weekly meeting that we had there.

 12           Occasionally, it was interrupted by lockdowns or

 13           sometimes they had lockdowns.  The same thing

 14           with the prison system.  I also entered into the

 15           Rapphannock Regional Jail and gained access to

 16           the mental health department.  Exhibit Eleven.  I

 17           entered a substance abuse education and treatment

 18           program, which definitely goes through some

 19           addictive behaviors and it was very informative.

 20           Of course I did not complete that.  I was

 21           transferred.  I did about, I think, it was nine

 22           or eleven -- nine to eleven lessons with that.

 23           Samantha Kessel, at that time, she was working

 24           for Rapphannock Area Community Services Board.

 25                              The other thing I did, they
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 01           are in the exhibits, was the America Bible

 02           Academy.  That was very powerful.  I learned of

 03           ABA through another member of the Bible study

 04           group that was at the Rappahannock Regional Jail

 05           and the American Bible Academy, although I had

 06           been a big Christian for a majority of my life,

 07           since infant, I was born a Roman Catholic, to

 08           really study the Bible and the word of God was

 09           very reassuring, very therapeutic, and it really

 10           defined -- I've always been a good-natured

 11           person, a very caring person, and it opened up my

 12           eyes to what God means by love.

 13                              Corinthians Chapter 13

 14           specifically verses eight through eleven, Corinth

 15           decides what love is.  He says it's patient.

 16           It's kind.  It's not self-seeking.  It's always

 17           honest.  Never remembers.  Never holds and

 18           doesn't remember what we've done wrong.  Love

 19           honors.  Love always honors.  There are many

 20           individuals that I loved and I was always in

 21           service of others.  Love is not self-seeking.

 22           Unfortunately, when I was going through the

 23           depression, I was self-seeking for attention and

 24           learned that love, true love, is not self-

 25           seeking.  You're only serving to the love you
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 01           brought into existence.  It has had a powerful

 02           affect on me.  Most of all, love never fails.

 03                              And so for me being a

 04           Christian and for me to serve my Father in

 05           Heaven, the service I give to one another is not

 06           to fail and always honest.  Although I didn't

 07           intend to dishonor people, I did.  I didn't honor

 08           because I failed to protect people.

 09                         MS. FRYE:  Can you describe how you

 10           changed following your conviction?

 11                         MR. KENDALL:  I took the time -- I

 12           used the conviction to help me understand who I

 13           was and now to be a better version of myself.

 14           There's a TV show with Doctor Who, I don't know

 15           if anyone is a fan of that, it's an old series

 16           that started in '67 and when they revamped it,

 17           they starred actor David Tennant and one of his

 18           most profound lines is be the best that you can

 19           be.  So being incarcerated and trying to figure

 20           out what happened, not really understanding who I

 21           was, why I responded the way I responded, I

 22           invested time to discover that.  I invested time

 23           with the people within the facility studying the

 24           Bible, with therapy.  Even people in the

 25           community, with my church, with my past Bishop
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 01           and my new Bishop, I spend time visiting.  They

 02           visited me at the Rappahannock Regional Jail.

 03                              What I've learned about myself

 04           are the weaknesses that allowed me to be

 05           susceptible to the situations that lead to the

 06           offense.  I worked hard to change, but also I

 07           understand better.  I understand my limitations.

 08           I understand what God means by loving one

 09           another.  John 13:31-33, my little children, I

 10           leave you.  You cannot come where I go, but I ask

 11           you -- I give you a new Commandment to love one

 12           another as I have loved you so the world will

 13           know that you're my disciple.  I have chosen to

 14           be God's disciple.  I did that in prison.

 15                              The effort I did for Bible

 16           study and when new individuals came in,

 17           especially individuals with my offense that came

 18           into the prison system, I pulled them aside and

 19           talked to them and asked do you know why you're

 20           here?  Don't waste the time here playing cards.

 21           Work on yourself.  Work on the reasons that

 22           brought you here.  Don't ignore them.  I'm not

 23           ignoring the emotions.  I'm dealing with them.

 24           I'm ignoring things that lead me to be vulnerable

 25           to the situation I was in and not to blame
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 01           others.  It's my responsibility because I was not

 02           prepared.

 03                         MS. FRYE:  Ms. Duncan, do you have

 04           any further questions before we go onto count

 05           two, which is the notification of the conviction?

 06                         MS. DUNCAN:  Not with the

 07           conviction, but it with Exhibit 21.  I see the

 08           instructor feedback.  I don't see any

 09           certificates or certifications that came out of

 10           that.

 11                         MR. KENDALL:  I'm still involved in

 12           it.  I've taken some exams but I haven't

 13           completed it yet.

 14                         MR. WILLIAMS:  I have a quick

 15           follow-up question.  You indicated earlier that

 16           your interactions with mental health

 17           professionals while you were incarcerated that

 18           lead to the diagnosis.  I want to make sure I'm

 19           understanding you correctly.  I do not believe I

 20           saw in these forms that you submitted that are

 21           part of Exhibit Thirteen, a written reflection of

 22           a diagnosis or a treatment plan.  Am I correct or

 23           is there a statement in here regarding the --

 24                         MR. KENDALL:  There's no statement

 25           regarding the borderline personality disorder.
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 01                         MR. WILLIAMS:  Was the diagnosis

 02           related then verbally or is there --

 03                         MR. KENDALL:  I believe it's

 04           written on -- I got copies of my medical files.

 05           I did receive my medical files.  I would have to

 06           search it, but that was written down as far as --

 07           it was on record at Coffeewood Medical.

 08                         MR. WILLIAMS:  Is that part of the

 09           ongoing treatment in your exhibit reflecting you

 10           are currently in treatment with a licensed social

 11           worker?

 12                         MR. KENDALL:  It would be part,

 13           yes, that would be part of the treatment.  I'm

 14           also learning -- still trying to deal with the

 15           loss of my wife.

 16                         MS. FRYE:  With that, count two of

 17           the allegations is that you failed to notify the

 18           Board in writing within thirty days of the

 19           conviction.  Can you talk about that?

 20                         MR. KENDALL:  At the time, I was

 21           not aware and didn't have access to any documents

 22           concerning my profession at that time.  I was

 23           incarcerated.  The day of the offense, I was

 24           arrested and placed in incarceration and I didn't

 25           leave incarceration until I was released.  There
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 01           was no -- I didn't have access to any online

 02           communications.  I did talk to a professional.  I

 03           actually talked to a couple of professionals

 04           that's in the business and no one -- we talked

 05           about the professional license at one time.  It

 06           was not discussed.  They didn't advice me that --

 07           it was also my responsibility, but I don't think

 08           they were aware of the statute as well.

 09                              I didn't have access and I

 10           wasn't aware and I think I changed my address to

 11           any sister's, so it would be while she was

 12           holding all my business files so if anyone needed

 13           the accounts, she would have that.  Any letters

 14           that regarded access to my business files would

 15           go over there.  If we needed access -- if someone

 16           needed access to that, I thought that was the

 17           most logical course of action and since I wasn't

 18           able to practice while being incarcerated, I

 19           didn't realize it was --

 20                         MS. FRYE:  When did you change the

 21           address to your sister's address?  Was that right

 22           after you were arrested?

 23                         MR. KENDALL:  No, I thought --

 24                         MS. FRYE:  Because we have in the

 25           investigative file, when the investigator from
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 01           the Department asked you to update it to

 02           Coffeewood, and you did so.  Do you recall when

 03           you changed the address to your sister's?  What's

 04           your sister's address?  Is that the Brackets Ford

 05           address?

 06                         MR. KENDALL:  Yeah, it's Brackets

 07           Ford Circle.  I don't recall when.  I don't have

 08           a strong recollection.

 09                         MS. FRYE:  That's okay.  I can

 10           check here the license.  So the prior address

 11           Chivalry Chase Lane, that was your personal

 12           residence and then you changed it to Brackets

 13           Ford Circle?

 14                         MR. KENDALL:  Yes.

 15                         MS. FRYE:  But that was after you

 16           were incarcerated that you changed the address?

 17                         MR. KENDALL:  I think I asked my

 18           sister.  I have a recollection that I asked my

 19           sister to change it, but I wasn't able to do

 20           anything personally.

 21                         MS. FRYE:  But at that time, you

 22           didn't ask your sister to also notify the Board

 23           that you had a conviction?

 24                         MR. KENDALL:  I wasn't aware of

 25           that.  The only thing I was concerned about or
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 01           was aware of was the continued education which is

 02           what I was trying to pursue.  You know, I was

 03           unaware that that was a requirement until I was

 04           notified by the Board.

 05                         MS. FRYE:  Ms. Duncan, do you have

 06           any questions?

 07                         MS. DUNCAN:  Yes, thank you.  So

 08           you did notify your church, however, of your

 09           conviction, but you did not convey it to the

 10           Board of your conviction.  I'm trying to figure

 11           out what your thoughts were on that?

 12                         MR. KENDALL:  I would say that my

 13           personal commitment was to -- I believe my moral

 14           responsibility was to report it to the church,

 15           you know.  I knew they had -- I was aware of the

 16           process of looking at these types of convictions,

 17           so I reported it to the church my situation.  I

 18           just was unaware of DPOR's requirements.

 19                         MS. DUNCAN:  According to the DPOR

 20           licensing Board, that's something you need to be

 21           aware of, all aspects of how to maintain your

 22           licensure.

 23                         MR. WILLIAMS:  I have a follow-up

 24           question.  I'm sorry to jump back again.  On the

 25           diagnosis -- just one follow-up question -- it
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 01           was Ms. Bertolini that provided the diagnosis?

 02                         MR. KENDALL:  She recognized the

 03           disorder and she had me meet with a clinical

 04           psychiatrist.  It was through Tele-Med.  I met

 05           with a psychiatrist.  I'm sorry, I don't recall

 06           the individuals name.  If you guys are

 07           interested, I could probably -- I can go through

 08           my medical records they gave me and hopefully

 09           find it there.  I've seen it on one of the charts

 10           at one time.

 11                         MS. FRYE:  Do you have anything,

 12           Ms. Duncan, further on the reporting of the

 13           conviction?

 14                         MS. DUNCAN:  Not on the reporting.

 15                         MS. FRYE:  And then the last count,

 16           count three, alleges that you failed to update

 17           your address of record.  We just briefly

 18           discussed that you did update your address of

 19           record to your sister's address at one point when

 20           you were incarcerated and then upon receipt of

 21           the letter from the Board investigator, you

 22           updated it to the Coffeewood address.

 23                         MR. KENDALL:  Correct.

 24                         MS. FRYE:  And once you were

 25           released, can you explain why you didn't update
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 01           the address of record again at that point?

 02                         MR. KENDALL:  I went online and

 03           tried to access -- I went to DPOR and I tried to

 04           access my account because at first, I looked for

 05           an address change form which, I guess, you guys

 06           know there's not one there on DPOR.  So after not

 07           being able to find a form, I tried to log in and

 08           I knew that probably would be difficult because I

 09           didn't remember the password.  I didn't have

 10           access to my password.  It had been well over

 11           five years since I'd used them.

 12                              But during that process, I was

 13           able to send a request to DPOR to reset your

 14           password or something.  It was reset password and

 15           I attempted to.  The response I got through that

 16           process was that they would send mail with the

 17           new password.  I was frustrated because the only

 18           address they had was Coffeewood, but Coffeewood

 19           is supposed to be forwarding my mail, so I

 20           figured I would get it at some point and I wasn't

 21           practicing -- I wasn't utilizing my license at

 22           that time.  I still haven't.

 23                              Also I was focused on finding

 24           employment and coming out of incarceration, I was

 25           emotionally -- I was still struggling making the
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 01           transition from being incarcerated to being out

 02           and reentry.  I was still going through a lot of

 03           emotional stress.  I was meeting with Ms. Gabby

 04           DeLeon on a weekly basis at that point early on.

 05           Now we meet every two weeks, but we were meeting

 06           on a weekly basis.  It was a little overwhelming

 07           at first and it slowly became better over time.

 08           Band then when I got the notification in March of

 09           the violation again, I said, yes, I hadn't heard

 10           from you guys and I sent an email which is --

 11                         MS. FRYE:  Kendall Exhibit Two.

 12           That updated your address.

 13                         MS. DUNCAN:  Had you made any phone

 14           calls to DPOR in that timeframe between waiting

 15           to hear what was going on and any issues that you

 16           had?

 17                         MR. KENDALL:  I believe I had made

 18           one phone.  I can't recall what happened on the

 19           phone call.  I don't remember getting through to

 20           anyone.  I think I left a message, but I don't

 21           have a strong recollection.  I know at that time,

 22           around that time, I don't have any positive -- it

 23           was just when I got notification is when I was

 24           able to reach someone.  I don't know.

 25                         MS. DUNCAN:  I'm just wondering.  I

�0043

 01           mean, we had a prior issue with this with

 02           addresses while you were incarcerated.  I want

 03           you to understand the level of severity and

 04           seriousness to have it happen again.

 05                         MR. KENDALL:  I understand and my

 06           focus was not on DPOR.  It was focused on trying

 07           to find work, find W-2 work, which I still

 08           haven't found.  I'm working as a contractor.

 09           It's all commissioned based.  So making that

 10           change in that first month to six weeks is very

 11           overwhelming and lots of things going on.

 12                         MS. DUNCAN:  Ms. Frye did ask you

 13           of your future plans and this might be part of

 14           your future plans forward; is that correct?

 15                         MR. KENDALL:  Yes.

 16                         MS. FRYE:  Did you have anything

 17           further?

 18                         MS. DUNCAN:  Just the CPE.  I

 19           wanted to go back to Pueblo.  How frequently does

 20           your license need to be renewed; do you know?

 21                         MR. KENDALL:  Two years.

 22                         MS. DUNCAN:  Did you renew it while

 23           you were incarcerated?

 24                         MR. KENDALL:  Yes.

 25                         MS. DUNCAN:  And did you have the
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 01           requisite CPEs when you did renew those?

 02                         MR. KENDALL:  I think I discussed

 03           with Mattie what the --

 04                         MS. FRYE:  Matio?

 05                         MR. KENDALL:  Yeah.  When I

 06           renewed, I was in hopes that I would be able to

 07           use the continued education of the American Bible

 08           Academy.  I have since learned that that would

 09           not be acceptable because I didn't have any

 10           alternatives available to me and that's why in

 11           Exhibit -- I got more exhibits with regard to

 12           requests for continuing education.  Exhibits 14-A

 13           through C.

 14                              It took me over a year

 15           and-a-half to try to even get to a point where I

 16           could register for courses at Rapphannock.  I was

 17           not allowed to take courses.  I didn't have

 18           access at all to anything but that religious

 19           study.  The one professional I spoke to that's in

 20           this professional, he said he had a friend that

 21           was in that situation.  He said typically DPOR

 22           will allow you to make up those credits.

 23                         MS. DUNCAN:  Have you contacted

 24           anybody from DPOR?

 25                         MR. KENDALL:  I did not.
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 01                         MR. WILLIAMS:  Any discussions of

 02           any continued education beyond the scope of these

 03           proceedings, we have not alleged violations of

 04           continuing education, so if you have no other

 05           question regarding --

 06                         MS. DUNCAN:  No.  No, thank you for

 07           that.  I already had some question written down.

 08           One of them was what would you do to retain your

 09           license and you mentioned that already.  I have

 10           no further questions.

 11                         MR. KENDALL:  I have not engaged in

 12           my license because I wanted to make sure I was

 13           well-prepared to so.

 14                         MS. FRYE:  So at this point, I'm

 15           going to give you a brief overview.  I believe we

 16           discussed it a little bit earlier, but we'll just

 17           discuss it again.  From here, Ms. Duncan will

 18           write a summary and her recommendation as to

 19           whether she believes you were in violation of the

 20           DPOR's regulations and what sanctions she feels

 21           are appropriate.  When you receive a copy of that

 22           to the address you provided here today, you will

 23           also receive a notification of when the full

 24           Board will meet to decide.  The recommendation is

 25           just that, a recommendation and the full Board
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 01           will decide.

 02                              Since you attended here today,

 03           you will have an opportunity to address the full

 04           Board for up to five minutes regarding the

 05           information and recommendation summary.  It's not

 06           time to bring in any new exhibits, but you can

 07           discuss anything we did hear today.  Then at that

 08           time, the full Board will make a decision.  If

 09           you do attend, you will be aware of the decision

 10           right away.  If not, we will send you a

 11           notification following the decision which you

 12           will receive in the mail.  Any questions?

 13                         MR. KENDALL:  No I understand.

 14                         MS. FRYE:  Okay.  Thank you for

 15           being here today.

 16                         MR. KENDALL:  You're welcome.

 17  

 18                         NOTE:  The hearing concluded at

 19           10:30 a.m.

 20

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 01                           NOTE:  The hearing commences at

 02  1:48 p.m., as follows:

 03                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Good afternoon.

 04  My name is Julie Jackson-Bailey and I'm a designee of

 05  the board,

 06                      This is an informal fact-finding

 07  conference to hear additional information regarding the

 08  regulatory issues involved with your application for

 09  licensure.

 10                      Assisting with the IFF conference

 11  today is Christina Dumas.  Additionally, we have a court

 12  reporter present.  Are you still there?

 13                      MS. SCHEPERS:  Yes.

 14                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  And the

 15  applicant is on the line, correct?

 16                      MS. SCHEPERS:  Yes, he's here.  Yes.

 17                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  We heard

 18  a little bit of a beep so I just wanted to make sure we

 19  hadn't lost you.

 20                      The court reporter is here and she

 21  will make a transcript of everything that is said and

 22  that transcript will become an official part of your

 23  file.

 24                      I now convene the conference to

 25  accept presentation from those individuals who are
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 01  present.

 02                      A couple of housekeeping items

 03  before we begin.  If you could please speak slowly and

 04  clearly and also loudly so that court reporter can make

 05  an accurate transcript.

 06                      It is sometimes hard to hear over

 07  this conference call, so if you just will try to

 08  project.

 09                      Also, if Ms. Dumas or I are

 10  attempting to ask you a question, if you will please let

 11  us ask the entire question before you begin responding

 12  so we're not speaking over top of each other.

 13                      Also, we sometimes have issues with

 14  the conference call cutting out and we have to dial back

 15  in or it cutting out on your end.

 16                      So if that happens, please just hang

 17  on the line.  We'll dial back in as soon as we can.  If

 18  it happens on your end, we'll wait and if you will just

 19  dial back in.  Okay?

 20                      MS. SCHEPERS:  Okay.

 21                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  All right.  At

 22  time if the applicant could please state your full name

 23  and mailing address for the record.

 24                      MR. BROWN:  Alex Allen brown, 256

 25  Bland Farm Road, Bland, Virginia 24315.
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 01                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  Thank

 02  you.  And we have Ms. Schepers there that's helping

 03  facilitate the call.  Are you going to be providing any

 04  testimony or references today?

 05                      MS. SCHEPERS:  Yes.  Sitting here is

 06  myself.  He asked me to speak on his behalf, and I also

 07  have John Humphrey and he will be here speaking on his

 08  behalf.

 09                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  Can I

 10  get you all to both say your full names and mailing

 11  addresses for the record as well.

 12                      MS. SCHEPERS:  Erin Schepers --

 13                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  And you can --

 14  I was going to say you can use your work address if

 15  you'd like.

 16                       MS. SCHEPERS:  Okay.  I'll just use

 17  it then.  Erin Schepers, 256 Bland Farm Road, Bland,

 18  Virginia 24315.

 19                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.

 20                      MR. HUMPHREY:  Are you ready for me?

 21                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Yes.  Please go

 22  ahead.

 23                      MR. HUMPHREY:  Okay.  John Humphrey,

 24  H-U-M-P-H-R-E-Y, and it's 256 Bland Farm Road, Bland,

 25  Virginia 24315.
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 01                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Thank you.  At

 02  this time, Ms. Dumas, will you please introduce the

 03  exhibits.

 04                      MS. DUMAS:  Yes.  Board Exhibit 1 is

 05  the informal fact-finding conference referral memorandum

 06  along with the application and supporting documents.

 07                      Board Exhibit 2 is notice of the

 08  informal fact-finding conference dated March 7, 2023,

 09  and notice of UPS delivery dated March 8, 2023.

 10                      And Brown Exhibit 1 is transcripts

 11  and a certificate of completion sent by Mr. Brown.

 12  Those are all the exhibits.

 13                           NOTE:  The above referred to

 14  documents are now being marked as Board Exhibit Nos. 1

 15  through 2 and Brown Exhibit No. 1, respectively.

 16                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Thank you.  Mr.

 17  Brown, you were referred for an IFF conference today

 18  because you indicated on your application for licensure

 19  that you had prior criminal convictions.

 20                      So what we're going to do is go

 21  through those convictions today, then some of your work

 22  history and then your plans moving forward if you're

 23  granted licensure.  Okay?

 24                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.

 25                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  All right.  The
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 01  first conviction that we need to speak about is from

 02  September 24th, 2013.

 03                      In the Rockingham General District

 04  Court, you were found guilty of a misdemeanor of

 05  pointing or brandishing a firearm.

 06                      And this was for an incident that I

 07  believe, it's a little hard to see on here, I believe it

 08  happened in maybe May of -- May 4th of 2013.

 09                      Can you tell me specifically what

 10  happened that led to that conviction?

 11                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.  So it was

 12  an incident with another gentleman and we had a

 13  disagreement and I pointed a firearm at him.  So that

 14  was where the conviction came from.

 15                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  And when

 16  you say you all were having a disagreement, was it a

 17  physical altercation at the time?

 18                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.

 19                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  Was

 20  anybody injured in that altercation?

 21                      MR. BROWN:  No, ma'am.

 22                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  And it

 23  looks like from the criminal history report you got six

 24  months of a sentence and then four months of that was

 25  suspended.
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 01                      MR. BROWN:  Yes.

 02                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  So it looks

 03  like you spent about two months incarcerated for that;

 04  is that correct?

 05                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.

 06                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.

 07  Following that it looks like you had unsupervised

 08  probation.  Do you recall how long that probation was

 09  for?

 10                      MR. BROWN:  I think it was for two

 11  years.  I'm not positive.

 12                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  The next

 13  convictions that we need to speak about are from August

 14  22, 2014.  In the Rockingham Circuit Court you were you

 15  were found guilty of two counts of possession of

 16  Schedule I or II drugs, and this was for incident that

 17  happened on April 8, 2013.

 18                      Can you tell me specifically what

 19  happened that led to those convictions?

 20                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.  It was

 21  possession of prescription pain pills and they were

 22  found on my person.  That's what the conviction led

 23  from.  It was a -- it was at my house.  They come to do

 24  search of the residence.

 25                           NOTE:  Discussion off the
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 01  record.

 02                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Hello.  I'm

 03  sorry.  We got cut off there.  What we had last heard,

 04  Mr. Brown, was that you had said that the police had

 05  come to search your home and then we lost connection.

 06  Can you kind of start from there, please.

 07                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.  So when

 08  you're on probation you forfeit the right for your 4th

 09  Amendment, so they are allowed to come to the residence

 10  at any time and search your residence.

 11                      So they came and searched the

 12  residence and found prescription pills in my room and

 13  that's where the conviction came from.

 14                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  And what

 15  type of pills were they?  I know you said they were pain

 16  pills.  Do you recall what you had?

 17                      MR. BROWN:  No, ma'am, I don't.

 18                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  And

 19  there were two convictions for it.  Is there a reason

 20  that there are two separate ones?

 21                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am, because they

 22  were two different kinds of pain pills you get charged

 23  separately for each one.

 24                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  And it

 25  looks like for the first conviction you were sentenced
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 01  to six months with all sixth months suspended.

 02                      And then for the other you were

 03  sentenced to it looks like 180 days with 175 days

 04  suspended.  So it looks like you only spent about five

 05  days incarcerated for those convictions; is that

 06  correct?

 07                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.

 08                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  And then

 09  you had supervised probation following that.  What were

 10  the terms of your probation?

 11                      MR. BROWN:  I want to say it was

 12  reinstate the two years probation that I was already on.

 13                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  Did you

 14  have to submit to urinalysis screenings as part of that

 15  probation?

 16                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.

 17                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Did any of

 18  those come back positive?

 19                      MR. BROWN:  At that time I would say

 20  yes probably.

 21                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  Did you

 22  have to participate in any rehabilitative programs as a

 23  result of that conviction?

 24                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.  I had to do

 25  a drug course which I completed, and I think I had to do
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 01  maybe 30 hours of community service.

 02                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  And did you

 03  complete that?

 04                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.

 05                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  Where

 06  did you do your community service?

 07                      MR. BROWN:  At the McNulty -- oh, at

 08  the Salvation Army in Harrisonburg, Virginia.

 09                      MR. BROWN:  Okay.  Were there any

 10  other requirements following that conviction besides the

 11  drug course and the community service?

 12                      MR. BROWN:  No, ma'am.

 13                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  The next

 14  conviction that we need to speak about is from September

 15  24, 2013.  It looks like you were found guilty in the

 16  Rockingham General District Court of a misdemeanor.

 17                      It was a revocation of your pretrial

 18  release.  Can you tell me specifically what that was

 19  for?

 20                      MR. BROWN:  A dirty urine screen.

 21                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  And it

 22  says here that restitution was imposed.  Did you have to

 23  pay restitution?

 24                      MR. BROWN:  I don't know what the

 25  restitution would be for, for the -- for the violation
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 01  of the pretrial.

 02                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  Which

 03  conviction were you in the pretrial program for at the

 04  time?

 05                      MR. BROWN:  Ma'am, to be honest, I

 06  really do not remember.

 07                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  All

 08  right.  The next conviction that we need to speak about

 09  is March 7, 2014.

 10                      In the Rockingham Circuit Court you

 11  were found guilty of simple assault or battery and it

 12  looks like by a mob, and this was for an incident that

 13  occurred on September 9, 2013.

 14                      Can you tell me specifically what

 15  led to that conviction?

 16                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am, went out to

 17  a party, was drinking.  A group of me and my friends and

 18  a group of other individuals got into a physical

 19  altercation, and that's where that had arose from, that

 20  incident.

 21                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  How many

 22  parties were involved in this physical altercation?  Do

 23  you remember?

 24                      MR. BROWN:  It was me and three

 25  other gentlemen and it was on the prosecution side it
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 01  was against three individuals.

 02                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  And what

 03  sparked this physical altercation?  Was it just because

 04  you all had been drinking.

 05                      MR. BROWN:  Yes.  Yes, ma'am, just

 06  drunk and really it wasn't about nothing that I can

 07  remember that was too serious, just got out of control.

 08                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  And for

 09  that incident you were sentenced to 12 months with 11

 10  months suspended followed by unsupervised probation, so

 11  you had one month to serve for that; is that correct?

 12                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.

 13                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  The next

 14  conviction that we need to speak about is also from

 15  March 7, 2014.

 16                      In the Rockingham Circuit Court, you

 17  were found guilty of a felony grand larceny greater than

 18  or equal to $200, and this was for an incident that

 19  occurred on September 11, 2013.

 20                      Can you tell me specifically what

 21  happened that led to that conviction?

 22                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.  Was at

 23  somebody's house, took some of their property.  I think

 24  I took shoes and maybe some money and the police were

 25  called and I was found guilty.
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 01                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  Was this

 02  a person that you knew?

 03                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.

 04                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  And was it a

 05  lot of money or a lot of shoes that you took?

 06                      MR. BROWN:  No, ma'am.

 07                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Do you recall

 08  how much was taken?

 09                      MR. BROWN:  I think the shoes were

 10  valued at like $100, and the money was like $150 or

 11  something like that.

 12                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  Were you

 13  required to pay restitution?

 14                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.  I would say

 15  that's where the restitution that you asked me about

 16  earlier came from.

 17                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  Has that

 18  been paid?

 19                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.

 20                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  And it looks

 21  like you were sentenced to five years and 90 days with

 22  five years of that suspended followed by supervised

 23  probation.  Does that sound correct.

 24                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.

 25                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  What were the
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 01  terms of that probation?  Did you have to submit to

 02  urinalysis screenings for that one as well?

 03                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.

 04                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  How long

 05  was that for?

 06                      MR. BROWN:  I want to say another

 07  reinstatement of the two years probation.

 08                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  Did you

 09  have to complete any rehabilitative programs with that

 10  conviction?

 11                      MR. BROWN:  No, ma'am.

 12                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  All right.  The

 13  next conviction that we need to speak about is from

 14  December 21, 2015.

 15                      In the Rockingham Circuit Court, you

 16  were found guilty of a felony for robbery of a residence

 17  with use of a gun or a simulated gun, and this was for

 18  an incident that occurred on November 13, 2014.

 19                      Can you tell me specifically what

 20  happened that led to that conviction?

 21                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.  I went to a

 22  residence that I had priorly been to and I went in there

 23  and -- me and another individual went in there.

 24                      There was drugs in the residence at

 25  a previous time.  We had weapons and robbed the
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 01  residence and that's where that had arisen from.

 02                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  What did you

 03  take from the residence?

 04                      MR. BROWN:  I think a computer and

 05  maybe $50, something to that effect.

 06                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  You mentioned

 07  that there were drugs at that residence previously.

 08  Were you intending on taking some of those drugs?  Is

 09  that why you chose that residence.

 10                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.

 11                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  What

 12  type of drugs did they have?

 13                      MR. BROWN:  Prescription pain pills.

 14                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  At this time

 15  were using the prescription pain pills or were you

 16  selling them?

 17                      MR. BROWN:  I was using them.

 18                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  Would

 19  you say you were suffering from an addiction to them?

 20                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.  At the age

 21  of 13 I was mistakenly shot in a drive-by shooting.

 22  Since then I have -- as I went to the hospital, they

 23  prescribed me pain pills when I left the hospital.

 24                      From that point on in my life from

 25  13 until I went to prison from the robbery, I was
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 01  suffering from addiction, had no money, was young and

 02  making a lot of mistakes.  So, yes, ma'am.

 03                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  It looks

 04  like on that conviction you were sentenced to 23 years

 05  with 20 years suspended.  So that was for three years

 06  you were incarcerated; is that correct?

 07                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.

 08                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  When you were

 09  released were you then placed on probation?

 10                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.

 11                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Was that

 12  supervised probation?

 13                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am, it was.

 14                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  How long was it

 15  for?

 16                      MR. BROWN:  For five years.

 17                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Did you have to

 18  complete any rehabilitative programs?

 19                      MR. BROWN:  No, ma'am.

 20                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  Were you

 21  subject to urinalysis screenings for that supervised

 22  probation as well?

 23                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.

 24                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Do you recall

 25  if any of those came back positive?
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 01                      MR. BROWN:  No, ma'am.  I have had

 02  no positives since being released from that robbery.

 03                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  The next

 04  conviction that we need to speak about is from November

 05  19, 2020.

 06                      In the Rockingham Circuit Court, you

 07  were found guilty of a felony for possession by a felon,

 08  a nonviolent felon within ten years of a firearm, and

 09  this was for an incident that occurred on April 10,

 10  2020.  Can you tell me what happened that led to that

 11  conviction?

 12                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.  So when I

 13  was released I was released to a residence in which the

 14  owner of the residence is allowed to possess a firearm.

 15                      I was allowed to live there as long

 16  as the firearm was always secured and inside a safe.

 17  They came to do a home search in which I have, you know,

 18  I -- my 4th Amendment I do not have.

 19                      So they are -- you know, they

 20  legally came and did the search and there was a gun in

 21  the homeowner's nightstand and the homeowner was not

 22  home.

 23                      The gun was not secured.  I was the

 24  only person in the residence.  I was found to

 25  constructively possess the firearm due to it being out
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 01  and me being in the residence.

 02                      The reason I was given possession of

 03  a firearm by a nonviolent felon is because of them

 04  circumstances.  They were lenient as far as the

 05  conviction goes, but I take full responsibility for

 06  being --

 07                           NOTE:  Discussion off the

 08  record.

 09                      MS. SCHEPERS:  Are you there?

 10                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Yes, we're

 11  here.

 12                      MS. SCHEPERS:  We got cut off

 13  apparently.

 14                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  It's been a day

 15  of it.  We had another one this morning.

 16                      I believe where we left off was that

 17  you had said that they were being lenient with the

 18  conviction.  Can you start from there and hopefully kind

 19  of go through what you were saying when we got cut off?

 20                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.  So because

 21  I constructively possessed the firearm for being in the

 22  house with the firearm out and the homeowner not being

 23  there, they never found the gun on me.

 24                      But I was in the house and I do take

 25  full responsibility, you know, for being in the house
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 01  with the firearm out.

 02                      They did -- they were lenient and

 03  didn't charge me with possession of a firearm by a

 04  violent felon.

 05                      As I have the robbery on my record

 06  they can do that which is a mandatory five years, but

 07  due to the prosecution understanding the circumstances

 08  of the case, they were lenient and charged me with

 09  possession of a firearm by a nonviolent felon.

 10                      And that is why I am currently

 11  incarcerated for that charge.

 12                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  And the

 13  owner of the residence, was that a family member?

 14                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.

 15                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Can you tell me

 16  was it your mother?  Father?  Sibling?

 17                      MR. BROWN:  A cousin.

 18                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  All

 19  right.  And then the next two convictions we need to

 20  speak about look like they're both probation violations

 21  I assume from this convictions, and it looks like they

 22  are from February 1, 2021.

 23                      In the Rockingham Circuit Court, you

 24  were found guilty for two counts of probation

 25  violations, and it looks like the sentencing for the
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 01  first one was five months and 25 days all suspended

 02  followed by supervised probation.

 03                      And then for the second one it was

 04  six months imposed and six months suspended, and so was

 05  that from the firearm charge that you got those

 06  probation violations?

 07                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.

 08                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  And

 09  actually I didn't flip the page over but there are two

 10  more probation violations on felony offense from that

 11  same date, so it looks like a total of four probation

 12  violations.  Does that sound correct to you?

 13                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.  Because I

 14  had been put on probation for all those charges when I

 15  get -- if I were to get -- when I get violated they say

 16  that I violated multiple times because I'm on probation

 17  for four different charges.

 18                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  The

 19  third conviction it looks like they sentenced you to

 20  five years with five years suspended but then on the

 21  fourth one it says twenty years were imposed with

 22  eighteen years and three months suspended.

 23                      I assume that's -- is that being

 24  combined with the sentencing for the possession of a

 25  firearm?
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 01                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.

 02                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  How many years

 03  are you required to serve total?

 04                      MR. BROWN:  Four years and three

 05  months.

 06                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  What

 07  would you say you've learned following these

 08  convictions?

 09                      MR. BROWN:  I've learned that, you

 10  know, I made a -- I made a lot of mistakes and I take

 11  full responsibility for my mistakes.

 12                      I've learned that the person I was

 13  is not the person I want to be.  I've taken steps to try

 14  and better myself and prepare myself to be successful

 15  out there in the world.

 16                      And -- and I'm trying, you know,

 17  it's not easy.  I'm trying to learn every day on how to,

 18  you know, be a productive citizen, to stay out of

 19  trouble and focus on the right things.

 20                      I'm trying to do better for myself

 21  and I'm trying to, you know, make a living.  I'm trying

 22  to not have to resort back to anything or -- or

 23  anything, you know, I used to do.

 24                      The stuff I've done in the past, you

 25  know, I was foolish and I'm just trying to make a way.
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 01                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  Now, we

 02  talked a little bit earlier, but I just want to make

 03  sure I have it clear on the record.

 04                      You said that at 13 years old is

 05  when you started or were originally prescribed the pain

 06  killers, and you suffered from that addiction up until

 07  you were incarcerated for the robbery conviction.

 08                      So that was up until around 2015.

 09  Does that sound correct?

 10                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.

 11                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  While

 12  you were incarcerated, did you or have you gone through

 13  any drug programs?

 14                      MR. BROWN:  While I've been

 15  incarcerated you mean up until this point?

 16                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  At any point

 17  when you've been incarcerated.

 18                      MR. BROWN:  I've taken peer support

 19  groups.  I have -- do you want me to give you all the

 20  courses that I've taken and try to gain something from,

 21  or do you just want drugs right now?

 22                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  I mean, if you

 23  have others.  I guess it would depend on how many we're

 24  talking about too.  If you -- go ahead.

 25                      MR. BROWN:  Okay.  I have -- I've
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 01  taken peer support groups.  I have -- I've enrolled and

 02  successfully completed the commercial foods course that

 03  they gave.  I'm ServSafe certified.  I have my ServSafe

 04  active right now.

 05                      I've taken Thinking For a Change.

 06  I've completed reentry which prepares you for the

 07  street.  They speak about drugs.  They speak about

 08  addiction.

 09                      They speak about, you know, better

 10  ways to go about handling your problems instead of

 11  resorting back to the things you knew.

 12                      It's like a behavioral modification

 13  course.  I've been to college since being incarcerated

 14  and that's, you know, out of my pocket.  I paid for

 15  college courses trying to, you know, better myself.

 16                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  What courses

 17  have you taken?  And you don't have to give me all of

 18  them if you'd just like to highlight a few.

 19                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.  It was a

 20  Piedmont Virginia Community College course and it was

 21  for successful -- I'm sorry.  We're trying to find the

 22  document that has it on there.

 23                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.

 24                      MR. BROWN:  Do you not have a copy

 25  of it in your paperwork?
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 01                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  We may.  I've

 02  got your -- go ahead.

 03                      MS. SCHEPERS:  It should be under

 04  the last exhibit she had mentioned.  It was Brown

 05  Exhibit 1, maybe 2.

 06                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  I see

 07  that now.  Okay.  I see that.  All right.  And then

 08  besides these classes have you taken any other classes?

 09                      MR. BROWN:  I've taken a computer

 10  literacy course.  Other than that --

 11                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  Did you

 12  graduate school?

 13                      MR. BROWN:  I'm sorry.  What?

 14                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Did you

 15  graduate high school?

 16                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.

 17                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  What year did

 18  you graduate?

 19                      MR. BROWN:  I graduated 2012, 2013

 20  year.

 21                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  What school did

 22  you go to?

 23                      MR. BROWN:  Harrisonburg High

 24  School.

 25                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  And I
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 01  know there were some periods of incarceration, but when

 02  you were out can you tell me some of the places you

 03  worked and the time frame you worked there?

 04                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.  I -- I

 05  worked at George's Chicken Plank in Mount Jackson,

 06  Virginia.  That was for two weeks.

 07                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.

 08                      MR. BROWN:  And then I worked at

 09  Andros Foods in the shipping department for eight months

 10  in Mount Jackson, Virginia.

 11                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.

 12                      MR. BROWN:  And in between these

 13  jobs and from the -- to that point of me getting

 14  incarcerated I worked for Andros Foods until I was

 15  incarcerated on this charge.

 16                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  So eight

 17  months in total that you worked there or eight months

 18  plus some additional time?

 19                      MR. BROWN:  Eight months total.

 20                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.

 21                      MR. BROWN:  Until I caught the --

 22  yes, ma'am, until I caught the possession of a firearm

 23  charge.

 24                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  Any

 25  other employment?
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 01                      MR. BROWN:  No, ma'am.

 02                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  Have you

 03  held any other jobs while you've been incarcerated?

 04                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.  My previous

 05  incarceration I really didn't have a job like that.

 06                      I took the commercial foods course

 07  which is a two-year course, which is a job, and they

 08  technically see it as occupation.  You don't have to do

 09  anything but take that course.  And then I was put in

 10  reentry which is a two-year course.

 11                      Since being here at Bland I worked

 12  at a juice plant for a year up until I enrolled in the

 13  water treatment wastewater apprenticeship course which

 14  I've been in for a year.

 15                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  Have you

 16  had any institutional infractions?

 17                      MR. BROWN:  No, ma'am.

 18                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  When do

 19  you expect to be released?

 20                      MR. BROWN:  I expect to be released

 21  May 10th of 2024.

 22                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  Have you

 23  ever held any other professional licenses in the State

 24  of Virginia?

 25                      MR. BROWN:  No, ma'am.
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 01                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  What do

 02  you like about the wastewater program?

 03                      MR. BROWN:  I like -- with the water

 04  treatment, you know, I like that every day is something

 05  different.

 06                      You know, you might have to fix the

 07  PH here or wash out, change out a meter.  There's

 08  something new every day and you can constantly learn and

 09  further yourself in this trade and I like that.

 10                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  All right.

 11                      MR. BROWN:  I feel like it's a

 12  career.

 13                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.

 14                      MR. BROWN:  And that's what I want.

 15                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  What are your

 16  plans moving forward once you're released and if you're

 17  granted licensure?

 18                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.  To get

 19  started, to put in for water treatment plants and hope

 20  that they, you know, accept me and start my career and

 21  try to do the best that I can.

 22                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  All right.

 23  Thank you.  And I know you have Ms. Schepers there

 24  that's going to speak on your behalf.  Do you want to

 25  add anything at this point?
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 01                      MS. SCHEPERS:  Do you want me or

 02  him?

 03                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Either one.

 04  Either one of you can start.

 05                      MR. BROWN:  Do you want me?

 06                      MS. SCHEPERS:  If you want to start.

 07                      MR. BROWN:  All right.  Well, yeah,

 08  I just want to add that, you know, I appreciate y'all

 09  taking the time out to hear the facts of this

 10  conference.

 11                      And I'm praying and hoping that

 12  y'all see me, you know, acceptable to sit for my water

 13  treatment and I appreciate y'all's time.

 14                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  All

 15  right.  And then your references there if they want to

 16  speak now.

 17                      MS. SCHEPERS:  Yes.  Brown has been

 18  out here with us since March 10th of '22.  He's a good

 19  worker.  He's capable of learning and wants to learn.

 20                      Even during the time that he's been

 21  out here with us he was a pasteurizer for the juice

 22  plant before he came to us.

 23                      There have been instances where they

 24  have been short on pasteurizers because that's kind of a

 25  special position there.
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 01                      And he has came out early and worked

 02  with them and then come over to us at his regular

 03  scheduled times.  And there's times that he has stayed

 04  late and went over there and worked, you know, after

 05  working all day with us.

 06                      So to me that shows that he has the

 07  ambition and wants, you know, to work and do better.  He

 08  will come in and do, you know, without -- once he learns

 09  it, he'll jump in and do without having to be asked.

 10                      But I think he would be very good at

 11  this and capable of passing the tests and get out and

 12  hopefully better himself and better his life.

 13                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  Thank

 14  you.  Does the other witness want to speak now?

 15                      MR. HUMPHREY:  Yeah.  Mr. Brown has

 16  -- he's been studying for his test, you know, he's

 17  anticipating taking his tests.

 18                      He occupies his time when he's here

 19  with work, and he's doing everything that would be done

 20  outside of this facility if he had a regular job.

 21                      And with the comments he made about

 22  wanting to make a career, I think we should give him a

 23  chance, you know, that's what this whole process is

 24  about, so --

 25                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  Thank
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 01  you.  Can Mr. Brown hear me right now?

 02                      MS. SCHEPERS:  Yes.

 03                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.

 04                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  All

 05  right.  Let me just ask.  Ms. Dumas, do you have any

 06  additional questions?

 07                      MS. DUMAS:  No questions, Mr. Brown.

 08  Thank you.

 09                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  One last

 10  question I have as far as, you know, I know you

 11  struggled with addiction before.

 12                      When you are released, do you have

 13  any family support or do you have plans on how to remain

 14  away from those substances?

 15                      I know you went for a time after you

 16  were released without I believe, based on what you said

 17  about when you last used, you went for a time without

 18  having those instances.

 19                      But what is kind of your plan when

 20  you get out to just make sure you don't fall back into

 21  those situations?

 22                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.  So the

 23  mistakes that I made in the past with drugs have

 24  deterred me from doing drugs any further.

 25                      I have a 12-year-old little girl.
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 01  She lives we me when I go home this time and, you know,

 02  that's -- that's not me no more.

 03                      I've given up on drugs and -- and

 04  I'm focused on, you know, bettering myself and trying to

 05  do the right thing.  And when I come home I will be

 06  subject to urine screens for the next five years.

 07                      So, you know, if that's a safety

 08  net, you know, that I need then, you know, I'm fine with

 09  that.  You know, I'm -- that part of my life is over

 10                      What do I plan on doing?  I plan on

 11  waking up every day and focusing on going to my job and

 12  doing the right thing for my daughter and bettering

 13  myself.  You know, I'm tired of going backwards.

 14                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  Is there

 15  anything that we have not asked here today that you

 16  would like to add when the board considers your

 17  application?

 18                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.

 19                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.

 20                      MR. BROWN:  I'd like the board, you

 21  know, to understand that, you know, I've been doing

 22  water treatment for a year.

 23                      You know, I -- I do lab analysis.  I

 24  do valve and pump maintenance, addition of chemicals.  I

 25  mean, I do everything that the job already requires, and
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 01  I'm just hoping, you know, that they take that into

 02  account that, you know, I've been doing this and I've

 03  been putting the time in.

 04                      And, you know, I'm ready to pass the

 05  test.  I'm -- I'm prepared.  I put all the, you know,

 06  leg work in as far as pulling the time to earn this

 07  license.

 08                      And I'm just hoping that, you know,

 09  them seeing that I've already been doing what's required

 10  of the job, that they allow me to take the test.

 11                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Okay.  All

 12  right.  Well, if there's nothing further, let me explain

 13  the process going forward.

 14                      Based upon everything I've heard and

 15  everything I've read, I'll put my thoughts together into

 16  a written recommendation.

 17                      That recommendation will be mailed

 18  to you along with a letter letting you know the date and

 19  time where the full board will meet to make a final

 20  decision on your application.

 21                      Since you are incarcerated, the

 22  board will follow up with you after the board meeting in

 23  writing to let you know the outcome of your application.

 24                      One thing you need to understand is

 25  I can recommend yes and the full board could say no or
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 01  the other way around.

 02                      It's a majority vote of the entire

 03  board that makes the final decision.  Do you have any

 04  questions regarding any of that?

 05                      MR. BROWN:  Yes, ma'am.  Usually how

 06  often does the board meet?

 07                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  I don't know

 08  right off the top of my head.  We do these for eighteen

 09  different boards.  It will be a little bit of time I

 10  believe before the board meets again.  I think they

 11  probably meet quarterly.

 12                      Ms. Dumas is looking right now at

 13  the schedule.  Give me just a minute.

 14                      MR. BROWN:  Okay.

 15                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  Yes.  It looks

 16  like they meet quarterly so about once every week every

 17  three months or so.  The next meeting looks like it'll

 18  be July 27th.

 19                      MR. BROWN:  Okay.

 20                      MS. JACKSON-BAILEY:  All right.  And

 21  if there's nothing further, then thank you for your time

 22  and I'll conclude the conference and we're off record.

 23                           NOTE:  The hearing concluded at

 24  2:32 p.m.

 02        a.m., as follows:

 03            MR. EWING:  Good morning.  My name is

 04        John Ewing.  I'm member of the Board of

 05        Waterworks and Wastewater Works Operators

 06        and Onsite Sewage System Professionals.

 07            This is an Informal Fact-Finding

 08       Conference to hear additional information

 09       regarding the regulatory issues involved in

 10       this matter.

 11            I now convene the conference to accept

 12       presentations from the department staff and

 13       those individuals who are present.

 14            At this time I would ask the department

 15       staff to introduce the exhibits into the

 16       record.

 17            MS. JONES:  Thank you.  Good morning.

 18        My name is Danielle Jones.  I'm a

 19        Post-Adjudication and Licensing Specialist

 20        with the Department of Professional and

 21        Occupational Regulation, and I will be

 22        assisting Mr. Ewing with the IFF conference

 23        today.

 24            The case was remanded by the Board to

 25       gather further information and this is the
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 01       reconvened hearing to find more information

 02       about the issue.

 03            Besides me, Ms. Dumas is here today,

 04       and we also have a court reporter who is

 05       present.  The court reporter will make a

 06       transcript of everything that is said and

 07       the transcript will be an official part of

 08       your file.

 09            Before we start I have a few

 10       housekeeping matters.  Please speak slowly

 11       and clearly so that the court reporter can

 12       make an accurate transcript.

 13            Additionally, if I or Mr. Ewing are

 14       asking a question, please allow us to ask

 15       the entire question before answering.  This

 16       is important because not only will Mr. Ewing

 17       read the transcript after today's Informal

 18       Fact-Finding Conference, but it will be

 19       provided to all members of the Board as they

 20       review your application and Mr. Ewing's

 21       recommendation.

 22            Finally, you may hear someone interrupt

 23       you as you provide Informal Fact-Finding

 24       testimony.  Most likely that is the court

 25       reporter wanting clarification as to what
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 01       was just said.  So if you hear someone

 02       attempting to interrupt you, please stop

 03       providing testimony so we can clear up any

 04       issues for the court reporter.  This is to

 05       ensure we have an accurate transcript.

 06            If you will please state your full name

 07       and your mailing address for the record.

 08            MR. PAUL:  Timothy Gordon Paul.

 09        Timothy Gordon Paul.  67 Joshuas Way,

 10        Natural Bridge Station, Virginia.

 11            MS. JONES:  Thank you.  And I see that

 12        you have witnesses here.  Can you also

 13        state your names and your address for the

 14        record as well.

 15            JESSE PAUL:  Jesse Paul.  It's 175

 16        Joshuas Way, Natural Bridge Station.

 17            MS. JONES:  Say the ZIPcode, please.

 18            JESSE PAUL:  24579.

 19            DAWN PAUL:  I'm Dawn Paul.  67 Joshuas

 20        Way, Natural Bridge Station, Virginia,

 21        24579.

 22            MS. JONES:  Thank you.  And I will now

 23        introduce the exhibits.  Board Exhibit 1 is

 24        the Informal Fact-Finding Conference

 25        referral memorandum.  It contains the
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 01        applicant's application and other

 02        documents.

 03            Board Exhibit 2 is the notice of

 04       Informal Fact-Finding Conference dated March

 05       20, 2023.  Boards Exhibit 1 and 2 were

 06       delivered by UPS on March 21, 2023.

 07            Board Exhibit 3 is an amended notice of

 08       Informal Fact-Finding Conference dated April

 09       3, 2023.  It was delivered April 5, 2023,

 10       via UPS.

 11            On April 13, 2023, the applicant

 12       submitted additional documents via e-mail.

 13       The e-mail contained multiple letters of

 14       support, testing information with e-mail

 15       correspondence, and reference information.

 16       They were marked as Paul Exhibits 1, 2, and

 17       3 respectively.

 18            And for clarification the multiple

 19       letters of support were marked as Paul

 20       Exhibit 1, the testing information with

 21       e-mail the correspondence was Paul Exhibit

 22       2, and the reference information was Paul

 23       Exhibit 3.

 24            On April 21, 2023, the applicant

 25       submitted additional documents.  These
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 01       documents contained several letters of

 02       support which were marked into the record or

 03       were entered into the record marked as Paul

 04       Exhibit 4, and a photograph was entered

 05       marked into the record as Paul Exhibit 5.

 06            Can you just confirm that you have, in

 07       fact, received copies of these exhibits

 08       prior to today's conference.

 09            DAWN PAUL:  Yes.

 10            MS. JONES:  All right.  Thank you.

 11            JESSE PAUL:  Can I just say Dad is

 12        having some trouble hearing so--

 13            MS. JONES:  Are these microphones

 14        not--are you still having--

 15            MR. PAUL:  I don't hear quite so much

 16        loud as--

 17            JESSE PAUL:  It's like a tone of voice.

 18        He can't hear me most of the time when I'm

 19        speaking.  So maybe just slower and louder.

 20            MR. PAUL:  I'm doing pretty good.

 21            MS. JONES:  All right.  If there's any

 22        point--

 23            MR. PAUL:  Too loud.

 24            MS. JONES:  So if there's any point in

 25        which you would need me to repeat it or we
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 01        can try to find something else to make it

 02        easier, please stop me and let me know.

 03            MR. PAUL:  Okay.

 04            MS. JONES:  I'll make sure I speak into

 05        the microphone so that you can hear me.

 06            MR. EWING:  Where am I supposed to be--

 07            MS. JONES:  Oh.  You can just convene

 08        the hearing and just start with any

 09        questions that you may have.

 10            MR. EWING:  Okay.  I really don't have

 11        any questions.  I've got all this to take

 12        in, and I think based on what I have we can

 13        pack it up.

 14            MS. JONES:  Okay.  I do want to just

 15        ask a few questions just on the record just

 16        as far as your experience.  Can you just

 17        put that information into the record.

 18            You are currently the owner of Paul's

 19       Excavating and Logging, correct?

 20            MR. PAUL:  Correct.

 21            MS. JONES:  Can you tell me how long

 22        that you've owned this company?

 23            DAWN PAUL:  Since 1987.

 24            MR. PAUL:  '87.  Since 1987.

 25            MS. JONES:  And do you have any prior
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 01        work experience prior to this company?

 02            MR. PAUL:  I've been self-employed.  I

 03        worked for different timber companies in

 04        Wisconsin years ago.

 05            MS. JONES:  And can you give me some of

 06        the duties that you perform as part of

 07        your--as Paul's Excavation and Logging that

 08        relate to the licensure that you are

 09        requesting.

 10            MR. PAUL:  We have installed since

 11        the--since the late 80s, '88, somewhere in

 12        there, hundreds of these systems.

 13            MS. JONES:  And by systems you mean

 14        septic?

 15            MR. PAUL:  Septic systems.  Correct.

 16            JESSE PAUL:  Which all have passed

 17        inspection and none have failed.

 18            MR. PAUL:  All designed by the health

 19        department and engineers and all have

 20        passed a hundred percent.

 21            MS. JONES:  Have there ever been any

 22        complaints?

 23            MR. PAUL:  No.

 24            MS. JONES:  And no disciplinary action

 25        taken against your license?
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 01            MR. PAUL:  No.

 02            MS. JONES:  Okay.  And can you tell me

 03        what was your intent when--in as far as

 04        obtaining licensure when the initial

 05        license expired in 2014.

 06            MR. PAUL:  What was my intent?

 07            MS. JONES:  Yes.  On obtaining like a

 08        permanent licensure?

 09            MR. PAUL:  Just to get it straight and

 10        get my license back.

 11            JESSE PAUL:  So he can work.

 12            MR. PAUL:  Yeah.

 13            MS. JONES:  All right.  So do you have

 14        anything else that you would like to add

 15        other than what I've asked today that you

 16        would like the Board to consider with your

 17        application?

 18            MR. PAUL:  If all the letters of

 19        reference from--I've known every health

 20        department designer in Rockbridge County

 21        and some of the surrounding counties and

 22        maybe including the original couple since

 23        the 80s up on into the early 90s and

 24        everyone that's been there since.  I've

 25        known them well and got good references
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 01        from them.

 02            MS. JONES:  All right.  So would you

 03        say that you've had a good rapport with all

 04        of the agencies, including not only the

 05        Department of Professional and Occupational

 06        Regulation, you've also had to have your

 07        license--or your work inspected by the

 08        Department of Health?

 09            MR. PAUL:  It's all been inspected by

 10        the engineers for the Department of Health.

 11            MS. JONES:  As well as the Department

 12        of the Board of Contractors?

 13            MR. PAUL:  Yes.

 14            MS. JONES:  Okay.  So you've had

 15        multiple agencies essentially oversee your

 16        work and there's been no issues?

 17            MR. PAUL:  No issues.

 18            MS. JONES:  And it's been since 1987?

 19            MR. PAUL:  Right.

 20            MS. JONES:  Thank you.

 21            MR. PAUL:  Thank you, too.

 22            MR. EWING:  I don't have any questions.

 23            MS. JONES:  All right.  Well--

 24            JESSE PAUL:  Do you want to ask any

 25        questions?

 01            MR. PAUL:  Unless I need to.

 02            MS. JONES:  Well, I don't want to tell

 03        you what to say, but if there's anything

 04        other than what I asked today that you

 05        would like to make sure that is before the

 06        Board this is your opportunity.

 07            JESSE PAUL:  I think his letters of

 08        support--you know, there's a big stack of

 09        them.  They really just complete a circle

 10        all about who my dad is, what he does, how

 11        helpful he is in the community, how well

 12        known he is in the community, how

 13        trustworthy he is, knowledgeable,

 14        experienced, that he's just somebody that

 15        everybody could look up to.  And he needs

 16        to continue to work because this is what he

 17        does to provide for his family.

 18            MS. JONES:  Yes, ma'am.  And we have

 19        all of the documentation that you have

 20        submitted.  That is part of the record and

 21        that will be considered along with the

 22        application.

 23            JESSE PAUL:  I hope you take a look at

 24        those letters and get to know him a little

 25        bit.
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 01            MS. JONES:  It may be also helpful for

 02        the record to have it so that you can

 03        explain exactly what it is that you do as

 04        far as the installation process is

 05        concerned.

 06            MR. PAUL:  Every bit of it.

 07            DAWN PAUL:  He follows the designer's

 08        plans.  He clears the lot.  Then he digs a

 09        hole for the tank.  The tank is brought in.

 10        Then he orders the supplies that is on the

 11        list.

 12            MS. JONES:  Can you slow down just a

 13        little bit.  Thank you.

 14            DAWN PAUL:  Sorry.  Gets the supplies

 15        on the list.  Then as in the picture,

 16        that's my two sons that help him.  That's

 17        all that's in the business is Tim and my

 18        two sons.  I mean, she's worked in it.

 19        I've worked in it.  We all help.  It's a

 20        family business.

 21            We'll dig the trenches, put the gravel,

 22       or set the pipe on grade, put the gravel and

 23       keeping everything on grade.  Then we cover

 24       the trenches with a silt cloth and then get

 25       inspection and then we back fill.
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 01            JESSE PAUL:  Go all the way to planting

 02        some grass seed over top of everything at

 03        the end.

 04            DAWN PAUL:  Yes.

 05            JESSE PAUL:  And he's always following

 06        the engineer's design.  You know, it's a

 07        plan that's given to him.  This is the

 08        system we're going to install, follow the

 09        directions.  Then after he does it all by

 10        the plan from the engineer, the inspector

 11        comes and makes sure that he followed the

 12        directions on the engineer's plan.

 13            DAWN PAUL:  And if there should be a

 14        problem that arises, we contact the

 15        engineer.

 16            MS. JONES:  So the engineer plans are

 17        provided to you before you start any type

 18        of project?

 19            MR. PAUL:  Right.

 20            JESSE PAUL:  I think most people have

 21        to get a permit prior to.  Just like for a

 22        building permit, probably have to get

 23        something saying they wanted to install a

 24        septic system.

 25            MR. PAUL:  First thing you start with
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 01        before you even start any kind of building

 02        program is you have to have a septic

 03        permit.  That's--

 04            MS. JONES:  Okay.

 05            MR. PAUL:  And I have also--the

 06        engineers and the health department, they

 07        ask me questions.

 08            MS. JONES:  Okay.

 09            MR. PAUL:  Very often.

 10            MS. JONES:  All right.

 11            JESSE PAUL:  Some of those letters are

 12        from inspectors, previous inspectors that

 13        he's worked under.

 14            MR. PAUL:  One of the designers, health

 15        department--health department designers and

 16        inspectors--he asked me one day--he said

 17        I've drawn up thousands of these, but I've

 18        never been there to see one actually done.

 19        He says I've done built a house myself.

 20        Will you mind if I came and helped?  I said

 21        I would love to have you come and he did.

 22        Of course that one was approved, too.

 23            JESSE PAUL:  One other thing they need

 24        to have on the record is that Dad doesn't

 25        test well, especially on computers.  He
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 01        doesn't have computers.  He doesn't use

 02        them.  I think it took him an entire year

 03        or so to teach him how to turn an iPad on.

 04        He's starting to get the hang now a little

 05        bit better.

 06            But one of the tests that he went to

 07       take, there was nobody there to help him

 08       with the computer and he minimized the

 09       screen so then he couldn't see the questions

 10       or the answers that he was selecting because

 11       it was so small.

 12            So if the test is absolutely required,

 13       even given to him orally, he would have

 14       difficulty with it because he doesn't hear

 15       well.

 16            MS. JONES:  All right.  I don't have

 17        any other questions.

 18            MR. PAUL:  If you've got enough defense

 19        on my end, I'm okay.

 20            MS. JONES:  Okay.  Well, like I said,

 21        we'll take--all of these things will be

 22        reviewed in their totality by the Board and

 23        a summary will be--a recommendation will be

 24        made and you will receive a copy of that

 25        prior to the next Board meeting with the
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 01        Board member's decision.

 02            JESSE PAUL:  Sounds good.

 03            MR. EWING:  I have nothing else.

 04            MS. JONES:  Okay.  Well, if there isn't

 05        anything else, I guess we can adjourn the

 06        IFF.  If you have any other questions, you

 07        can always call or e-mail me like you were

 08        doing prior to the hearing.

 09            DAWN PAUL:  Well, we just ask that you

 10        really look at this and consider this.  You

 11        know, we're even willing to do a probation

 12        period or welcome you out to a job site.

 13        We have three that are lined up that people

 14        are waiting for us because they want us and

 15        only us to do these.

 16            They're Thunder Ridge Campground, KOA

 17       Campground, and Yogi Bear has got an

 18       estimate on a job that they want us to do.

 19       So, I mean, these would be all good places

 20       to come and watch if that would be something

 21       you would be interested in.

 22            JESSE PAUL:  Or send an intern to come

 23        watch and learn from him.

 24            MS. JONES:  All right.  Thank you.

 25            JESSE PAUL:  Thank you.
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 01            DAWN PAUL:  Thank you.

 02            MR. EWING:  And we're off the record.

 03            NOTE:  The conference concluded at
