Code of Virginia Title 45.2. Mines, Minerals and Energy

Chapter 19. Clean Energy Advisory Board § 45.2-1913.

The Clean Energy Advisory Board (the Board) is established as an advisory board in the executive branch of state
government. The purpose of the Board is to establish a pilot program for disbursing loans or rebates for the
installation of solar energy infrastructure in low-income and moderate-income households.
