through the Appraiser Qualifications Board, Appraisal Standards Board and other councils, 43 

panels, and subcommittees. 44 
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"Appraisal subcommittee" means the designees of the heads of the federal financial 45 

institutions regulatory agencies established by the Federal Financial Institutions Examination 46 

Council Act of 1978 (12 USC § 3301 et seq.), as amended. 47 

"Appraiser" means an individual who is expected to perform valuation services competently 48 

and in a manner that is independent, impartial, and objective. 49 

"Appraiser classification" means any category of appraiser, which the board creates by 50 

designating criteria for qualification for such category and by designating the scope of practice 51 

permitted for such category. 52 

"Appraiser Qualifications Board" means the board created by the Appraisal Foundation to 53 

establish appropriate criteria for the certification and recertification of qualified appraisers by 54 

defining, issuing, and promoting such qualification criteria; to disseminate such qualification 55 

criteria to states, governmental entities, and others; and to develop or assist in the development 56 

of appropriate examinations for qualified appraisers. 57 

"Appraiser trainee" means an individual who is licensed as an appraiser trainee to appraise 58 

those properties that the supervising appraiser is permitted to appraise. 59 

"Board" means the Real Estate Appraiser Board. 60 

"Business entity" means any corporation, partnership, association, or other business entity 61 

under which appraisal services are performed. 62 

"Certified general real estate appraiser" means an individual who meets the requirements for 63 

licensure that relate to the appraisal of all types of real estate and real property and is licensed 64 

as a certified general real estate appraiser. 65 

"Certified instructor" means an individual holding an instructor certificate issued by the Real 66 

Estate Appraiser Board board to act as an instructor. 67

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"Certified residential real estate appraiser" means an individual who meets the requirements 68 

for licensure for the appraisal of or the review appraisal of any residential real estate or real 69 

property of one to four residential units regardless of transaction value or complexity. Certified 70 

residential real estate appraisers may also appraise or provide a review appraisal of 71 

nonresidential properties with a transaction value or market value as defined by the Uniform 72 

Standards of Professional Appraisal Practice up to $250,000, whichever is the lesser. 73 

"Classroom hour" means 50 minutes out of each 60-minute segment. The prescribed number 74 

of classroom hours includes time devoted to tests, which are considered to be part of the course. 75 

"Distance education" means an educational process based on the geographical separation of 76 

provider and student (i.e., CD-ROM, online learning, correspondence courses, etc.). 77 

"Experience" as used in this chapter includes experience gained in the performance of 78 

traditional appraisal assignments, or in the performance of the following: fee and staff appraisals, 79 

ad valorem tax appraisal, review appraisal, appraisal analysis, real estate consulting, highest and 80 

best use analysis, and feasibility analysis or study fee or staff appraisal assignment, ad valorem 81 

tax appraisal, review appraisal, appraisal analysis, real estate consulting, highest and best use 82 

analysis, feasibility analysis or study, and other appraisal training authorized under state law. 83 

For the purpose of this chapter, experience has been divided into four major categories: (i) 84 

fee and staff appraisal, (ii) ad valorem tax appraisal, (iii) review appraisal, and (iv) real estate 85 

consulting.

1. "Fee and staff appraiser experience" means experience acquired as a sole appraiser, 87 

as a cosigner, or through disclosure of assistance in the certification in accordance with 88 

the Uniform Standards of Professional Appraisal Practice.

Sole appraiser experience is experience obtained by an individual who makes personal 90 

inspections of real estate, assembles and analyzes the relevant facts, and by the use of 91

Cosigner appraiser experience is experience obtained by an individual who signs an 94 

appraisal report prepared by another, thereby accepting full responsibility for the content 95 

and conclusions of the appraisal.

To qualify for fee and staff appraiser experience, an individual must have prepared written 97 

appraisal reports after January 30, 1989, that comply with the Uniform Standards of 98 

Professional Appraisal Practice in the edition in effect at the time of the reports' 99 

preparation, including Standards 1 and 2. 100 

2. "Ad valorem tax appraisal experience" means experience obtained by an individual who 101 

assembles and analyzes the relevant facts and who correctly employs those recognized 102 

methods and techniques that are necessary to produce and communicate credible 103 

appraisals within the context of the real property tax laws. Ad valorem tax appraisal 104 

experience may be obtained either through individual property appraisals or through mass 105 

appraisals as long as applicants under this category of experience can demonstrate that 106 

they are using techniques to value real property similar to those being used by fee and 107 

staff appraisers and that they are effectively utilizing the appraisal process. 108 

To qualify for ad valorem tax appraisal experience for individual property appraisals, an 109 

individual must have prepared written appraisal reports after January 30, 1989, that 110 

comply with the Uniform Standards of Professional Appraisal Practice in the edition in 111 

effect at the time of the reports' preparation. 112 

To qualify for ad valorem tax appraisal experience for mass appraisals, an individual must 113

reports of appraisers to determine whether their conclusions are consistent with the data 120 

reported and other generally known information. An individual acting in the capacity of a 121 

reviewer does not necessarily make personal inspection of real estate but does review 122 

and analyze relevant facts assembled by fee and staff appraisers and by the use of reason 123 

and exercise of judgment forms objective conclusions as to the validity of fee and staff 124 

appraisers' opinions. Reviewer experience shall not constitute more than 1,000 hours of 125 

total experience claimed, and at least 50% of the review experience claimed must be in 126 

field review wherein the individual has personally inspected the real property which is the 127 

subject of the review.

value less than $400,000. Licensed residential real estate appraisers may also appraise or 191 

provide a review appraisal of noncomplex, nonresidential properties with a transaction value or 192 

market value as defined by the Uniform Standards of Professional Appraisal Practice up to 193 

$250,000, whichever is the lesser. 194 

"Licensee" means any individual holding an active a license issued by the Real Estate 195 

Appraiser Board board to act as a certified general real estate appraiser, certified residential real 196 

estate appraiser, licensed residential real estate appraiser, or appraiser trainee as defined, 197 

respectively, in § 54.1-2009 of the Code of Virginia and in this chapter. 198 

"Local, state, or federal government agency, board, or commission" means an entity 199 

established by any local, federal, or state government to protect or promote the health, safety, 200 

and welfare of its citizens.

"Reciprocity agreement" means a conditional agreement between two or more states that will 213 

recognize one another's regulations and laws for equal privileges for mutual benefit. 214 

"Registrant" means any corporation, partnership, association, or other business entity that 215 

provides appraisal services and that is registered with the Real Estate Appraiser Board board in 216 

accordance with § 54.1-2011 E of the Code of Virginia. 217 

"Reinstatement" means having a license or registration restored to effectiveness after the 218 

expiration date has passed. 219 

"Renewal" means continuing the effectiveness of a license or registration for another period 220 

of time. 221 

"Sole proprietor" means any individual, but not a corporation, partnership, or association, who 222 

is trading under the individual's own name, or under an assumed or fictitious name pursuant to 223 

the provisions of §§ 59.1-69 through 59.1-76 of the Code of Virginia. 224 

"Substantially equivalent" means any educational course or seminar, experience, or 225 

examination taken in this or another jurisdiction that is equivalent in classroom hours, course 226 

content and subject, and degree of difficulty, respectively, to those requirements outlined in this 227 
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chapter and Chapter 20.1 (§ 54.1-2009 et seq.) of Title 54.1 of the Code of Virginia for licensure 228 

and renewal. 229 

"Supervising appraiser" means any individual holding a license issued by the Real Estate 230 

Appraiser Board board to act as a certified general real estate appraiser or certified residential 231 

real estate appraiser who supervises any unlicensed individual acting as a real estate appraiser 232 

or an appraiser trainee as specified in this chapter. 233 

"Transaction value" means the monetary amount of a transaction that may require the 234 

services of a certified or licensed appraiser for completion. The transaction value is not always 235 

equal to the market value of the real property interest involved. For loans or other extensions of 236 

credit, the transaction value equals the amount of the loan or other extensions of credit. For sales, 237 

leases, purchases, and investments in or exchanges of real property, the transaction value is the 238 

market value of the real property interest involved. For the pooling of loans or interests in real 239 

property for resale or purchase, the transaction value is the amount of the loan or the market 240 

value of real property calculated with respect to each such loan or interest in real property. 241

4. The applicant shall be in good standing as a real estate appraiser in every jurisdiction 311 

where licensed or certified; the applicant may not have had a license or certification that 312 

was suspended, revoked, or surrendered in connection with a disciplinary action or that 313 

has been the subject of discipline in any jurisdiction prior to applying for licensure in 314 

Virginia.

colleges; adult distributive or marketing education programs; local, state, or federal 355 

government agencies, boards, or commissions; proprietary schools; or real estate 356 

appraisal or real estate related organizations. The classroom hours required for the 357 

certified residential classification may include the classroom hours required for the 358 

appraiser trainee or the licensed residential classification. The applicant shall also 359 

meet one of the following options for the required core curriculum: 360

(4) Real estate consulting experience. To qualify for real estate consulting experience, 462 

an individual must have prepared written reports that comply with the Uniform 463 
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Standards of Professional Appraisal Practice in the edition in effect at the time of the 464 

reports' preparation. Real estate consulting must not constitute more than 500 hours 465 

of experience for any type of appraisal license. 466 

c. Experience hours. 467 

a. (1) The applicant for a licensed residential real estate appraiser license shall must 468 

have a minimum of 1,000 hours of appraisal experience, in no fewer than six months. 469 

Hours may be treated as cumulative in order to achieve the necessary 1,000 hours of 470 

appraisal experience.

(2) (b) 67% of the experience required by board regulations as a condition of licensure 493 

as a certified residential real estate appraiser; or 494 

(3) (c) 33% of the experience required by board regulations as a condition of licensure 495 

as a certified general real estate appraiser. 496 

e. (5) Applicants completing a Certified Residential PAREA Program shall will receive 497 

credit for: 498 

(1) (a) 100% of the experience required by board regulations as a condition of 499 

licensure as a licensed residential real estate appraiser or certified residential real 500 

estate appraiser; or 501 

(2) (b) 50% of the experience required by board regulations as a condition of licensure 502 

as a certified general real estate appraiser. 503 

9. Within 12 months after being approved by the board to take the examination, the 504 

applicant shall have registered for and passed a written examination developed or 505 

endorsed by the Appraiser Qualifications Board and provided by the board or by a testing 506 

service acting on behalf of the board. Successful completion of the examination is valid 507 

for a period of 24 months. 508 

8. Applicants must pass the board approved examination within 24 months of being 509 

approved to take the examination. 510 
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10. 9. Applicants for licensure who do not meet the requirements set forth in subdivisions 511

Separate appraisal logs shall must 649 

be maintained for each supervising appraiser, if applicable. 650 
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18VAC130-20-70. Requirement for the certification of appraisal education instructors.  651 

Pursuant to the mandate of Title 11 of the Federal Financial Institutions Reform, Recovery 652 

and Enforcement Act of 1989, and § 54.1-2013 of the Code of Virginia, instructors teaching 653 

prelicense educational offerings who are not employed or contracted by accredited colleges, 654 

universities, junior and community colleges, adult distributive or marketing education programs 655 

are required to be certified by the board.

A. When a license is reinstated, the licensee shall continue to have the same license number 811 

and shall be assigned an expiration date two years from the previous expiration date of the 812 

license.

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holder has been found to have violated or cooperated with others in violating any provision of 834 

Chapter 20.1 of Title 54.1 of the Code of Virginia, any relevant provision of the Uniform Standards 835 

of Professional Appraisal Practice as developed by the Appraisal Standards Board of the 836 

Appraisal Foundation, or any regulation of the board. An appraiser trainee shall be subject to 837 

disciplinary action for his actions even if acting under the supervision of a supervising appraiser.  838 

B. An appraiser trainee may be subject to disciplinary action for his actions even if acting 839 

under the supervision of a supervising appraiser. 840 

18VAC130-20-170. Standards of ethical conduct.  841 

In obtaining a real estate appraiser license and performing a real estate appraisal, a licensee 842 

shall must comply with each provision of the Uniform Standards of Professional Appraisal Practice 843

1. All applicants for licensure shall must follow all rules established by the board with 845 

regard to conduct at the examination.

All licensees, certificate holders, and registrants shall will operate under the name in 895 

which the license or registration is issued.  896 

6. All certificates of licensure, registration, or certification in any form are the property of 897 

the Real Estate Appraiser Board. Upon death of a licensee, dissolution or restructure of a 898 

registered business entity, or change of a licensee's, registrant's, or certificate holder's 899 

name or address, such licenses, registrations, or certificates must be returned with proper 900 

instructions and supplemental material to the board within 30 days of such event.  901 

7. All appraiser licenses issued by the board shall be visibly displayed.  902 

C. Use of signature and electronic transmission of report.  903 
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1. The signing or transmission of an appraisal report or the transmittal of a report 904 

electronically shall indicate indicates that the licensee has exercised complete direction 905 

and control over the appraisal. Therefore, no licensee shall sign or electronically transmit 906 

an appraisal that has been prepared by an unlicensed person unless such work was 907 

performed under the direction and supervision of the licensee in accordance with § 54.1-908 

2011 C of the Code of Virginia.  909 

2. All original appraisal reports shall must be signed by the licensed appraiser and contain 910 

the license number of the appraiser. For narrative and letter appraisals, the signature and 911 

final value conclusion shall must appear on the letter of transmittal and certification page. 912 

For form appraisals, the signature shall must appear on the page designated for the 913 

appraiser's signature and final estimate of value. All temporary licensed real estate 914 

appraisers shall must sign and affix their temporary license to the appraisal report or letter 915 

for which they obtained the license to authenticate such report or letter. Appraisal reports 916 

may be transmitted electronically. Reports prepared without the use of a seal shall contain 917 

the license number of the appraiser.  918 

a. An appraiser may provide market analysis studies or consulting reports, which do 919 

not constitute appraisals of market value, provided such reports, studies, or 920 

evaluations shall must contain a conspicuous statement that such reports, studies, or 921 

evaluations are not an appraisal as defined in § 54.1-2009 of the Code of Virginia.  922 

b. Application of the seal and signature or electronic transmission of the report 923 

indicates acceptance of responsibility for work shown thereon.

5. A licensee shall must inform the board in writing within 30 days of any disciplinary action 1001 

taken in any jurisdiction against any appraiser license or certification to include the 1002 

suspension, revocation, or surrender of an appraiser license or certification in connection 1003 

with a disciplinary action in any other jurisdiction, and a licensee shall inform the board in 1004 

writing within 30 days of any appraiser license or certification which has been the subject 1005 

of discipline in any jurisdiction.  1006 

6. A licensee shall must perform all appraisals in accordance with Virginia Fair Housing 1007 

Law (§ 36-96.1 et seq. of the Code of Virginia).  1008 

7. A licensee shall must respond to an inquiry by the board or its agents, other than 1009 

requested under subdivision H 2 of this section, within 21 days.  1010 

8. A licensee shall must not provide false, misleading or incomplete information in the 1011 

investigation of a complaint filed with the board.  1012 
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18VAC130-20-190. Standards of conduct for certified appraiser education instructors.  1013 

A. Instructors shall must develop a record for each student which shall must include the 1014 

student's name and address, the course name, the course hours and dates given, and the date 1015 

the course was passed.

C. Any regulated activity conducted subsequent to the license expiration date may constitute 200 

unlicensed activity and be subject to prosecution under Chapter 1 (§ 54.1-100 et seq.) of Title 201 

54.1 of the Code of Virginia. 202 

18VAC130-30-100. Status of license during the period prior to reinstatement.  203 

A regulant that applies for reinstatement of a license shall be subject to all laws and 204 

regulations as if the regulant had been continuously licensed. The regulant shall remain under 205 

and be subject to the disciplinary authority of the board during this entire period A licensee that 206 

reinstates its license will be regarded as having been continuously licensed without interruption. 207 

Therefore, a licensee will be subject to the authority of the board for activities performed prior to 208 

reinstatement. 209 

18VAC130-30-110. Board discretion to deny renewal or reinstatement.  210 

The board may deny renewal or reinstatement of a license for the same reasons as the board 211 

may refuse initial licensure or discipline a regulant. 212 

The board may deny renewal or reinstatement of a license if the regulant has been subject to 213 

a disciplinary proceeding and has not met the terms of an agreement for licensure or other board 214

Standards of Conduct and Practice 218 

18VAC130-30-120. Grounds for disciplinary action.  219 

The board has the power to fine impose a monetary penalty against any regulant, to place 220 

any regulant on probation, and to suspend or revoke any license issued under the provisions of 221 

Chapter 20.2 (§ 54.1-2020 et seq.) of Title 54.1 of the Code of Virginia and the regulations of the 222 

board, in accordance with § 54.1-201 A 7 and § 54.1-202 of the Code of Virginia and the 223 

provisions of the Administrative Process Act (§ 2.2-4000 et seq. of the Code of Virginia) when any 224 

regulant has been found to have violated or cooperated with others in violating any provision of 225 

Chapter 20.2 of Title 54.1 of the Code of Virginia, any relevant provision of the Uniform Standards 226 

of Professional Appraisal Practice as developed by the Appraisal Standards Board of the 227 

Appraisal Foundation, or any regulation of the board. 228 

18VAC130-30-130. Maintenance of license.  229 

A. No license issued by the board shall be assigned or otherwise transferred. 230 

B. A. A regulant shall must report, in writing, all changes of address to the board within 30 231 

days of the change and shall must return the license to the board. In addition to the address of 232 

record, a physical address is required for each license. If the regulant holds more than one license, 233 

certificate, or registration, the regulant shall must inform the board of all licenses, certificates, and 234 

registrations affected by the address change. 235 

C. B. Any change in any of the qualifications for licensure found in 18VAC130-30-30 shall be 236 

reported to the board within 30 days of the change. 237

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D. C. Notwithstanding the provisions of subsection C of this section, a regulant shall report 238 

the cancellation, amendment, expiration, or any other change of any bond or letter of credit 239 

submitted in accordance with 18VAC130-30-30 H within five days of the change.

E. D. A regulant shall report to the board the discharge or termination of the responsible 241 

person and provide to the board the new responsible person designated by the regulant within 242 

five business days of the discharge or termination and name a new responsible person. 243 

18VAC130-30-140. Change of business entity requires a new license.  244 

A. Licenses are issued to firms as defined in this chapter and are not transferable. Whenever 245 

the legal business entity holding the license is dissolved or altered to form a new business entity, 246 

the license becomes void and shall must be returned to the board within 30 days of the change. 247 

Such changes include but are not limited to: 248 

1. Cessation of the business or the voluntary termination of a sole proprietorship or general 249 

partnership; 250 

2. Death of a sole proprietor; 251 

3. Formation, reformation, or dissolution of a general partnership, limited partnership, 252 

corporation, limited liability company, association, or any other business entity recognized 253 

under the laws of the Commonwealth of Virginia; or 254 

4. The suspension or termination of the corporation's existence by the State Corporation 255 

Commission. 256 

B. When a new firm is formed, the new firm shall apply for must obtain a new license on a 257 

form provided by the board before engaging in any activity regulated by Chapter 20.2 (§ 54.1-258 

2020 et seq.) of Title 54.1 of the Code of Virginia or the regulations of the board. 259 
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18VAC130-30-150. Notice of adverse action.  260 

A. Licensed appraisal management companies shall must notify the board of the following 261 

actions against the firm, the responsible person, any controlling person, or any person who owns 262 

10% or more of the firm: 263 

1. Any disciplinary action taken by any jurisdiction, board, or administrative body of 264 

competent jurisdiction, including any reprimand; license or certificate revocation, 265 

suspension, or denial; monetary penalty; or requirement for remedial education or other 266 

corrective action. 267 

2. Any voluntary surrender of a license, certificate, or registration done in connection with 268 

a disciplinary action in another jurisdiction. 269 

3. Any conviction, finding of guilt, or plea of guilty, regardless of adjudication or deferred 270 

adjudication, in any jurisdiction of the United States of any misdemeanor involving moral 271 

turpitude, sexual offense, non-marijuana drug distribution, or physical injury, or any felony, 272 

there being no appeal pending therefrom or the time for appeal having lapsed. Review of 273 

convictions shall be subject to the requirements of § 54.1-204 of the Code of Virginia. Any 274 

plea of nolo contendere shall be considered a conviction for the purpose of this section. 275 

B. The notice must be made to the board in writing within 30 days of the action. A copy of the 276 

order or other supporting documentation must accompany the notice. The record of conviction, 277 

finding, or case decision shall will be considered prima facie evidence of a conviction or finding of 278 

guilt. 279 

18VAC130-30-160. Prohibited acts.  280 

The following acts are prohibited and any violation may result in disciplinary action by the 281 

board: 282 
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1. Violating, inducing another to violate, or cooperating with others in violating any of the 283 

provisions of any of the regulations of the board or Chapter 20.2 (§ 54.1-2020 et seq.) of 284 

Title 54.1 of the Code of Virginia, or engaging in any acts enumerated in § 54.1-111 of the 285 

Code of Virginia. 286 

2. Allowing a license issued by the board to be used by another. 287 

3. Obtaining or attempting to obtain a license by false or fraudulent representation, or 288 

maintaining, renewing, or reinstating a license by false or fraudulent representation. 289 

4. The regulant, the responsible person, any controlling person, or any person who owns 290 

10% or more of the firm having been convicted, found guilty, or disciplined in any 291 

jurisdiction of any offense or violation enumerated in 18VAC130-30-150. 292 

5. Failing to inform the board in writing within 30 days that the regulant, the responsible 293 

person, any controlling person, or any person who owns 10% or more of the firm was 294 

convicted, found guilty, or disciplined in any jurisdiction of any offense or violation 295 

enumerated in 18VAC130-30-150. 296 

6. Failing to report a change as required by 18VAC130-30-130 or 18VAC130-30-140. 297 

7. Engaging in dishonest or fraudulent conduct as an appraisal management company. 298 

8. Failing to satisfy any judgments or restitution orders entered by a court or arbiter of 299 

competent jurisdiction. 300 

9. Engaging in any acts enumerated in subsections A through D of § 54.1-2022 of the 301 

Code of Virginia. 302 

10. Failing to act as an appraisal management company in a manner that safeguards the 303 

interests of the public. 304 

11. Advertising in any name other than the name or names in which licensed. 305 
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12. Failing to maintain the bond or letter of credit as required by 18VAC130-30-30 H. 306 

13. Failing to have a system in place to review the work of all appraisers who may perform 307 

appraisal services for the appraisal management company on a periodic basis to ensure 308 

that the appraisal services are being conducted in conformance with the Uniform 309 

Standards of Professional Appraisal Practice. 310 

14. Failing to maintain a detailed record of the following: (i) each request for an appraisal 311 

service that the appraisal management company receives and the date the appraiser 312 

delivers the completed appraisal or valuation assignment to the appraisal management 313 

company, (ii) the name of each independent appraiser who performs the appraisal, (iii) the 314 

physical address or legal identification of the subject property, (iv) the name of the 315 

appraisal management company's client for the appraisal, (v) the amount paid to the 316 

appraiser, and (vi) the amount paid to the appraisal management company. 317 

15. Failing to have a system in place to ensure compliance with § 129E of the Truth in 318 

Lending Act (15 USC § 1601 et seq.). 319 

16. Failing to include the regulant's Virginia license number on all contracts, agreements, 320 

letters of engagement, or other documentation entered with an independent appraiser for 321 

the performance of appraisal services. 322 

18VAC130-30-170. Response to inquiry and provision of records.  323 

A. A regulant must respond within 10 days to a request by the board or any of its agents 324 

regarding any complaint filed with the department. 325 

B. Unless otherwise specified by the board, a regulant of the board shall must produce to the 326 

board or any of its agents within 10 days of the request any document, book, or record concerning 327 

any transaction pertaining to a complaint filed in which the regulant was involved, or for which the 328 

regulant is required to maintain records for inspection and copying by the board or its agents. The 329 
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board may extend such time frame upon a showing of extenuating circumstances prohibiting 330 

delivery within such 10-day period. 331 

C. A regulant shall must not provide a false, misleading, or incomplete response to the board 332 

or any of its agents seeking information in the investigation of a complaint filed with the board. 333 

D. With the exception of the requirements of subsections A and B of this section, a regulant 334 

must respond to an inquiry by the board or its agents within 21 days. 335
