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2VAC5-140, REGULATIONS PERTAINING TO THE HEALTH REQUIREMENTS GOVERNING

THE ADMISSION OF LIVESTOCK, POULTRY, COMPANION ANIMALS,
AND OTHER ANIMALS OR BIRDS INTO VIRGINIA

Pursuant to the authority in Sections 3.1-724, and 3.1-730 and 3.1-735 of the Code of Virginia
(1950) as amended, the Board of Agriculture and Consumer Services hereby adopts the following
Rules and Regulations Pertaining to the Health Requirements Governing the Admission of Livestock,

Poultry, Companion Animals, and Other Animals or Birds into Virginia.

2 VAC 5-140-10. Definitions.

The following words and terms, when used in these regulations, shall have the following

meaning, unless the context clearly indicates otherwise:

“Accredited veterinarian” means a veterinarian approved by the Deputy Administrator of

Veterinary Services, Animal and Plant Health Inspection Service, United States Department of

Agriculture, in accordance with the Code of Federal Requlations, Title 9, Chapter 1, Part 161 (9 CFR

161). The accreditation authorizes the veterinarian to perform functions of federal and cooperative

state-federal programs.”

“Animal” means any species of nonhuman vertebrate animal, including but ot limited to

livestock, poultry, birds, companion animals and wild animals.
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"Approved laboratory” means a laboratory approved by the United States Department of

Agriculture or the State Veterinarian to conduct official pseuderabies diagnostic tests and procedures

for animal disease.

“Approved livestock market’ means a stockyard, livestock market, buying station, concentration

point or any other premises under State or Federal veterinary supervision where animals are

assembled for sale or sale purposes.

“Approved slaughter establishment” means a slaughter establishment operating under the

provisions of the Federal Meat Inspection Act, the Poultry Products Inspection Act, or a slaughter

establishment under inspection at the time of slaughter by an state inspector with the Office of Meat and

Poultry Inspection Services, Virginia Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services.

"Approved slaughter market" means a livestock market approved by the United States
Department of Agriculture where shipments of slaughter swine only are permitted in accordance with
applicable state and federal regulations and from which no swine may be released except directly-to

ishment-for immediate

slaughter.
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“Bison” means any bovid animal of the genus bison, commonly referred to as American buffalo

or buffalo, including any hybrid cross thereof.

"Breeder swine" means any swine used or intended to be used for reproductive purposes.

“Camelid” means any animal of the family Camelidae, including but not limited to alpacas,

camels, guanacos, llamas, and vicunas.

“Cats” means all domestic and wild members of the cat family (Felidae) or any hybrid cross

thereof.

“Cervid” means any animal of the family Cervidae, including but not limited to all species of

caribou, deer, elk and moose, raised or maintained in captivity, under confinement or under agricultural

conditions for the production of meat or other agricultural products, for sport, or for exhibition, including

free-ranging Cervidae when they are captured for any purpose..

“Common carrier’ means any airline, railroad, motor carrier, shipping line, or other enterprise

which is engaged in the business of transporting animals for hire.
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“Companion animal” means any dog, cat, small mammal, reptile, bird or any other animal

ferae naturae, wild or tame under domestication or in custody, which is kept as a pet or for

breeding, hunting or exhibition, or which by its nature or condition of custody is fit for use only as a

pet or for breeding, hunting or exhibition. Livestock, poultry, game species, or any animals

regulated under federal law as research animals shall not be considered companion animals.

"Dogs" means all domestic and wild members of the family Canidae.

“Equine” means any member of the family Equidae, including but not limited to any species of

horse, pony, ass, burro, zebra or any hybrid cross thereof such as mules, hinnies or donkeys.

"Farm of origin” means a farm on which the affected swine was born, or on which it has resided

for at least 90 consecutive days immediately prior to shipment.

"Feeder pig" means any immature swine used for or intended to be used exclusively for feeding

for slaughter.

"Hatching eggs" means chicken eggs and turkey eggs which are, or which are intended to be,

used for hatching purposes.
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“Livestock” means all domestic and domesticated bovine animals; bison; equine animals; ovine

animals; porcine animals; cervids; capradae animals; camelids; ratites; fish or shellfish in aguaculture

facilities, as defined in 83.1-73.6 of the Code of Virginia; enclosed domesticated rabbits or hares

raised for human food or fiber; or any other individual animal specifically raised for food or fiber, except

companion animals.

"Monkeys" means all monkeys and other nonhuman primates, such as lemurs, marmosets,

chimpanzees, and other apes.

“Official brucellosis test” means any test for the diagnosis of brucellosis which is approved by the

United State Department of Agriculture.
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"Official pseudorabies test" means any test for the diagnosis of pseudorabies approved by the

United States Department of Agriculture and conducted in an approved laboratory.

“Official tuberculosis test” means a test, including but not limited to the caudal fold tuberculin test,

single cervical tuberculin test, comparative cervical tuberculin test, and the blood tuberculosis test,

applied and reported by approved personnel in accordance with the State-Federal Uniform Methods

and Rules (Code of Federal Requlations, Title 9, Chapter 1, Parts 1 to 199) for the eradication of

tuberculosis.

“Ornamental aquarium fish” means those vertebrate animals that, according to the Linnaean

system of classification, belong in the kingdom, Animalia; the phylum, Chordata; subphylum,

Vertebrata; and classes, Agnatha (jawless fish; e.q., lampreys, hadfish, etc.), or Chondrichthyes

(sharks, rays, and other fish that have skeletons consisting of cartilage rather than bone), or

Osteichthyes (bony fish), and are not raised for human food or fiber.

"Poultry” means chickens, doves, ducks, geese, grouse, guinea fowl, partridges, pea fowl,

pheasants, pigeons, quail, swans, and turkeys of all any varietyies-and-of-all or ages.

"Permit” means an official document issued for and prior to the interstate shipment of any

livestock, poultry, companion animals, and other animals or birds into Virginia."
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"Pseudorabies" means the contagious, infectious, and communicable viral disease of livestock

and other animals also known as Aujeszky's disease, mad itch or infectious bulbar paralysis.

"Pseudorabies monitored herd" means a feeder pig production herd that has been tested

according to the provisions of 2 VAC 5-180-20 C. 1., "Rules and Regulations Governing Pseudorabies

in Virginia."

"Psittacine birds" means parrots, cockatoos, parakeets, and budgerigars.

"Qualified pseudorabies negative herd" means a swine herd that satisfies the provisions of 2

VAC 5-180-20 D., (1), (2), (3) "Rules and Regulations Governing Pseudorabies in Virginia."

“Ratite” means all flightless birds with flat breastbones, including but not limited to ostriches,

emus, rheas, cassowaries and Kiwis.

"Recognized slaughter establishment" means a slaughter establishment operated under state or

federal inspection.
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“State animal health official” means the chief State official responsible for disease control and

eradication programs affecting animals.

“State Veterinarian” means Virginia’'s State Veterinarian. the terms of whose office are

specified in 83.1-723 of the Code of Virginia.

“Validated brucellosis free herd” means “validated brucellosis-free herd” as that term is defined

in the Code of Federal Regulations, Title 9, Chapter 1, Part 78.1 (9 CFR 78.1).

“Validated brucellosis free state” means a state that has achieved the status of “validated

brucellosis-free state” pursuant to the Code of Federal Requlations, Title 9, Chapter 1, Part 78.1 (9

CEFR 78.1).

“Virginia approved equine auction market” means a stockyard, livestock market, concentration

point or any other premises under state veterinary supervision where equines are assembled for sale or

sale purposes and for which the State Veterinarian has issued a written approval permit.

“Virginia approved goat and sheep auction market” means a stockyard, livestock market,

concentration point or any other premises under state veterinary supervision where goats or sheep are
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assembled for sale or sale purposes and for which the State Veterinarian has issued a written approval

ermit.

2 VAC 5-140-20. Official health certificates.

No hvestock-other-animals-peultr—or-other-birds; of-any-species; that are is affected with or

that have has been exposed to any infectious or contagious disease shall be imported into

Virginia except by special approval by the State Veterinarian.

All hvestoek; animals—peultny—or—etherbirds imported into Virginia, except animals for im-

mediate slaughter and except ornamental aquarium fish and invertebrates, shall be accompa-

nied by an-efficial health certificate, which shall be attached to the waybill or shall be in the
possession of the person in charge of such animals exbirds, and a copy of such health certifi-

cate shall be forwarded promptly to the State Veterinarian of the Commonwealth of Virginia.

An—official health certificate shall be a written record meeting the requirements of the
Commonwealth of Virginia, executed on an approved form of the state of origin. It shall contain

the names and exact addresses of the consignor and consignee and the exact destination of the
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animals er-birds covered. It shall indicate the health status of the animals erbirds, and shall

include the dates and results of all required tests.

After physical examination of the animals erbirds and completion of all required tests, the
official health certificate shall be issued within 30 days before the-date-oftheir entry of the

animals into Virginia, unless a different time limit is set elsewhere inthe Code of Virginia or this

regulation. The health certificate shall be issued by a licensed graduate, accredited veterinarian

approved by the livesteck State animal health official of the state of origin; a veterinarian in the
employ of the state of origin; or a veterinarian in the employ of the Veterinary Services Division,
Animal and Plant Health Inspection Services, United States Department of Agriculture; or such

other veterinarian as may be approved by the State \Veterinarian animal health official.

The requirements for the importation of hvesteek—other-animals,-peuitryrand-otherbirds for
exhibition purposes shall be the same as the requirements governing the admission of such
animals and-birds for breeding purposes, unless specific exceptions are made hereinatter.

Nothing in this subsection shall apply to ornamental aguarium fish or invertebrate animals.

2VAC 5-140-30. Entry by permit only.

A.

When the State Veterinarian is informed of any unusual or serious outbreak of disease among

livestock—er—poultry animals in any other state which, in his opinion, constitutes a threat to
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livestock and poultry in Virginia, he shall by proclamation prohibit the entrance of any hvestock
animal er peultry which that originates either directly or indirectly from such state. He The State
Veterinarian may also prohibit the entrance of any "products” as definedin the meat or poultry
inspection regulations of the United States Department of Agriculture, or in the Virginia Meat
and Poultry Products Inspection Act, the Virginia Milk and Cream Law, or any other applicable

or related Virginia statutes and regulations, except by special written permit.

B. All requests for special permits must be directed to the State Veterinarian in writing erby-wire,

and must give such information as he may be required by the State Veterinarian.

C. Under such special permit, all ivestock—pouitry animals or products thereof entering Virginia

must be consigned to a definite legal resident of Virginia and kept under such conditions and

requirements as the State Veterinarian may require.

2 VAC 5-140-40. Common carriers—trueks and other animal conveyances.

A. Owners and operators of common carriers, trucks;-erother and owners and operators of not-for-

hire, privately owned conveyances are forbidden to move any livestock or poultry into Virginia

except in compliance with the provisions set forth in this regulation.
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B. All rallway-cars;trucks-and-ether common carrier conveyances and not-for-hire, privately owned

conveyances used for transportation of livestock or poultry must be kept in a sanitary condition.

The State Veterinarian may require the cleaning and disinfecting of any such conveyance atany

time to prevent the spread of infectious or contagious diseases.

2 VAC 5-140-50. Cattle and Bison.

A. Tuberculosis.

1. Cattle for dairy or breeding purposes, or bison for breeding purposes, may enter the

Commonwealth of Virginia if:

32. Cattle or bison originating directly or indirectly from herds quarantined or subject to
guarantine under State-Federal Uniform Methods and Rules (Code of Federal Regula-
tions, Title 9, Chapter 1, Parts 1 to 199) for the eradication of tuberculosis are not
eligible for entry, except for immediate slaughter under special permit issued by the

State Veterinarian.

3. Cattle or bison moving directly for immediate slaughter do not require health

certification or testing.
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B. Brucellosis.

1.2. Brucellosis Testing Exemptions.

When individual testing is required on female cattle or bison, those of the dairy

breeds of cattle under 20 months of age and those of the beef breeds of cattle or

bison under 24 months of age are exempt from such testing, provided that they

have been officially calfhood vaccinated in the state of origin against brucellosis

and that fact has been certified by the State \leterirarian animal health official of

the state of origin.

2.3- Classification of States.

Cattle for dairy or breeding purposes, or bison for breeding purposes, which originate

directly from officially classified states may enter Virginia, provided that they are accom-

Scabies.

No cattle or bison affected with or exposed to scabies shall be imported into Virginia for any

purpose.

Feeder Cattle and Bison.

Cattle or bison intended for feeding purposes shall be qualified for entry into the Commonwealth

under exactly the same conditions as cattle for dairy or breeding purposes, or bison for breeding

purposes. Steers Castrated males and spayed heifers females shall be exempt from any pre-

viously stated test requirements.

2 VAC 5-140-60. Sheep.

Scabies- General.

Sheep intended for feeding or breeding purposes may enter the Commonwealth of Virginia only

if the sheep:

the state of origin stating that the sheep are free of clinical signs of the symptoms of

contagious ecthyma (also known as orf, sore mouth or contagious pustular dermatitis)

and caseous lymphadenitits.

Originate from either an accredited tuberculosis-free state, an accredited tuberculosis-

free herd, or a tuberculosis-test-negative herd (including all breeding sheep over 6

months of age in which the test was accomplished within 12 months prior to entry into

Virginia), or each individual sheep 6 months of age or older has been tuberculosis tested

and each was tuberculosis negative within 60 days prior to entry into Virginia.

Originate from either a brucellosis certified free state, a certified brucellosis free herd, or

a brucellosis-test-negative herd (including all breeding sheep over 6 months of age in

which the test was accomplished within 12 months prior to entry into Virginia), or each

individual sheep 6 months old or older has been brucellosis tested and each was

brucellosis negative within 30 days prior to entry into Virginia.

B. Slaughter-Sheep entering the Commonwealth of Virginia through a Virginia approved goat and

sheep auction market forimmediate resale shall be exempt from paragraph A.1. of this section.
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However, sheep entering such markets will be individually identified upon entry by either an

eartag, tattoo, or any other method approved by the State Veterinarian.

C. This requlation shall not apply to sheep passing directly through the Commonwealth of Virginia

nor to sheep entering for the purposes of immediate slaughter at an approved slaughter

establishment.

No sheep originating from a scrapie infected flock, scrapie source flock or scrapie trace flock

may enter the Commonwealth of Virginia.

2VAC 5-140-70. Swine.

A. Brucellosis.
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1. Swine for Breeding or Exhibition.

Swine over fedr six months of age intended for breeding or exhibition purposes may enter the

Commonwealth of Virginia if accompanied by a health certificate approvedby the State animal

health official of the state of origin stating that:

a. the swine originated directly from a validated brucellosis free state; or
b. the swine originated directly from a validated brucellosis free herd; or
C. the swine originated directly from a herd in which all breeding swine over six

months of age were negative to an official brucellosis test conducted by an

approved laboratory within 12 months prior to entry into Virginia; or
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d. Individual swine over six months of age have two consecutive negative official

brucellosis tests performed 30 to 45 days apart, with the last test being conducted

within 30 days prior to entry into Virginia.

2. Slaughter swine.

Swine of any age moving directly to an approved slaughter establishment or an approved

slaughter market do not require a health certificate or an official brucellosis test.

B. Pseudorabies.
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1. Breeder, Feeder and Exhibition Swine.

Swine intended for breeding, feeding, or exhibition may enter the Commonwealth of

Virginia if:

a. Accompanied by a health certificate approved by the State animal health official of

the state of origin stating:

(1) That the swine originated directly from a pseudorabies monitored herd; or

(2). Thatthe swine originated directly from a qualified pseudorabies neqgative

herd; or
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(3) That the swine have been individually tested negative for pseudorabies

within 30 days prior to entry into Virginia, and which are then quarantined,

isolated and retested for pseudorabies 30 to 60 days after entry into

Virginia; or

(4) That the swine originated directly from a herd in a state that is classified

as Stage IV or V by the United States Department of Agriculture

Pseudorabies Eradication Program.

Individual identification

=

Swine intended for breeding, feeding or exhibition must be individually identified

on the health certificate by either an eartag, tattoo or standard ear notch that has

been recorded in the book of record of a purebred swine registry association.

Swine intended for slaughter must be individually identified by either an eartag,

tattoo, United State Department of Agriculture backtag, standard ear notch that

has been recorded in a book of record of a purebred swine reqistry association,

or any other method approved by the State Veterinarian.

2. Infected or Exposed Swine
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Pseudorabies infected or exposed swine may enter the Commonwealth of Virginia only

by permit from the State Veterinarian and may only be transported directly to an

approved slaughter establishment or approved slaughter market upon entry into Virginia.

3. Slaughter swine.

Slaughter swine from states or areas with a program status of IV or V may enter

unrestricted through approved livestock markets. Slaughter swine from states or areas

with program status of lll, Il or | may enter Virginia only under permit from the State

Veterinarian and transported directly to an approved slaughter establishment or an

approved slaughter market. Slaughter swine do not require a health certificate or an

official pseudorabies test to enter Virginia.
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2 VAC 5-140-80. EquineHerses.

A. Herses Equine may enter the Commonwealth of Virginia provided that they are accompanied by
an-official health certificate givproviding an accurate description of each animal, with a copy for-
warded to and received by the State Veterinarian prior to the arrival of such animals at a

destination in the Commonwealth of Virginia. The health certificate accompanying equine im-

ported into Virginia shall indicate that they have been officially tested and found negative for

equine infectious anemia (EIA) within the previous twelve months. Equine that originate from

infected premises in other states are not eligible for entry into Virginia unless a permit is ob-

tained from the State Veterinarian. Equine that are EIA-positive may be shipped into Virginia

for research purposes after first obtaining a permit from the State Veterinarian. Such equine

shall be satisfactorily identified and the origin and destination clearly stated on the permit.

B. The State Veterinarian may by proclamation prohibit or restrict the entry of any equineherses
into Virginia which, in his opinion, presents a disease threat to Virginiaequineherses or other

animals. The proclamation shall be only for the duration of the potential threat, and shall be offi-

cially withdrawn when it has served its purpose.
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CB. No maleherse {stallion) or female mare equine over 731 days of age, which either originates in

or has passed through a country where the disease contagious equine metritis is known to exist,

may enter the Commonwealth of Virginia except by speecial a permit issued by the State
Veterinarian. Those equine male-horses-ormares-which-are issued a special an entry permit
immediately willimmediately be placed under quarantine until the State Veterinarian is satisfied

that they pose no danger to the Commonwealth of Virginia's equine population.

Equine entering the Commonwealth of Virginia 6 months old or older must be neqgative for EIA

|©

within 12 months prior to entry into Virginia, and be accompanied with an official certification of

the neqgative EIA test. The name and address of the approved testing laboratory, the laboratory

accession number and the test date must appear on the certificate.

Equine entering the Commonwealth of Virginia through a Virginia approved equine auction

market shall be exempted from the health certificate and testing requirements, provided the

auction market has been recognized and a permit issued by the State Veterinarian which

satisfies the EIA testing requirements specified in 2 VAC 5-70-30, 2 VAC 5-70-40 and 2 VAC

5-70-50 of the Rules and Requlations Pertaining to the Health Requirements Governing the

Control of Equine Infectious Anemia in Virginia.

2 VAC 5-140-90. Poultry and Hatching Eggs.
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A. Poultry over four months old intended for breeding, feeding or exhibition may enter the

Commonwealth of Virginia if:

Accompanied by a health certificate approved by the State animal health official of the

[

state of origin, or be accompanied with an official National Poultry Inspection Program

(NPIP) federal form VS 9-3 or NPIP form 15, either specifying;

a. That the poultry originate from a U.S. pullorum-typhoid clean state, or originate
from a U.S. pullorum-typhoid clean flock, or each bird has individually tested
negative for pullorum-typhoid within 30 days prior to entry into Virginia;

b. That if the poultry are for exhibition, each individual animal's breed, sex and leg

band number are stated.
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2. Poultry intended for exhibition must be shipped in new or disinfected crates or

enclosures.

Poultry under four months old intended for breeding, feeding or exhibition may enter the

Commonwealth of Virginia if accompanied by a health certificate approved by the State animal

health official of the state of origin, or be accompanied with an official National Poultry Inspection

Program (NPIP) federal form VS 9-3 or NPIP form 15, either specifying that the poultry originate

from a U.S. pullorum-typhoid clean state or a U.S. pullorum-typhoid clean flock.
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C.

Hatching Eqgs:

Hatching eggs may enter the Commonwealth of Virginia only from a U.S. pullorum-

typhoid clean state or from a U.S. pullorum-typhoid clean flock.

Approval Numbers

Each shipper of hatching eggs must obtain an approval number from the State

Veterinarian prior to the eggs entering into Virginia, and the approval number must

appear on each shipping label or container.

a. Applications for approval numbers must be made on forms provided by the State
Veterinarian.
b. Each application shall require the following information: name and address of the

flock owner, species of poultry, date of most recent pullorum-typhoid test of the

flock, test status of the flock, and such other information as the State Veterinarian

may require.
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D. Exceptions.

This regulation shall not apply to poultry or hatching eggs passing directly through the

Commonwealth of Virginia nor to poultry entering for purposes of immediate slaughter at an

approved slaughter establishment.

2 VAC 5-140-100. Goats.
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Goats for dairy, breeding or exhibition purposes may enter the Commonwealth of Virginia if the

goats:

Are accompanied with a health certificate approved by the State animal health official of

the state of origin stating that the goats are free of clinical signs or symptoms of caseous

lymphadenitis and contagious ecthyma (also known as orf, sore mouth or contagious

pustular dermatitis);

Originate from either an accredited tuberculosis-free herd, or a tuberculosis-test-

negative herd (including all breeding goats over 6 months of age in which the test was

accomplished within 12 months prior to entry into Virginia), or each individual goat 6

months of age or older has been tuberculosis tested and each was tuberculosis negative

within 60 days prior to entry into Virginia.

Originate from either a brucellosis-test-negative herd (including all breeding goats over 6

months of age in which the test was accomplished within 12 months prior to entry into

Virginia), or each individual goat 6 months old or older has been brucellosis tested and

each was brucellosis negative within 30 days prior to entry into Virginia.
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B. Goats entering the Commonwealth of Virginia through a Virginia approved goat and sheep
auction market for immediate resale shall be exempt from paragraph A.l. of this section.
However, goats entering such markets will be individually identified upon entry by either an
eartag, tattoo, or any other method approved by the State Veterinarian.

C. This regulation shall not apply to goats passing directly through the Commonwealth of Virginia

nor to goats entering for the purposes of immediate slaughter at an approved slaughter

establishment.

2 VAC 5-140-110. BegsCompanion Animals.

General.

Begs Companion animals to be transported into the Commonwealth shall be accompanied by

an-official a health certificate issued by an accredited veterinarian of the state of origin, certifying
that the issuing veterinarian has personally examined the companion animal or animals within
ten days prior toissuance-ofsuch-certiicate-and the date of shipment; and that this professional
physical examination indicated that the companion animal or animals were in apparent good

health at that time.
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B. Rabies.
In addition to the requirements of Paragraph A of this section, the efficial health certificate
covering any dogs or cat to be transported or moved into the Commonwealth of Virginia shall
state that they dog or cat did not originate in an area under quarantine for rabies; that sueh the
dogs or cat hasve not been exposed to rabies; and that they dog or cathasve been vaccinated
against rabies not more than one year (inactivated virus) and not more than three years (at-

tenuated virus) prior to shipment.

C. Exceptions.

1. The requirement for rabies vaccination specified in paragraph B of this section shall not

apply to puppies or kittens less than four months of age.

2. None of the provisions, requirements, or restrictions of this section shall apply to:

a. Any dog or_cat passing directly through the Commonwealth of Virginia in

interstate commerce:-ox.
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b. Any dog or cat consigned directly to a laboratory or institution authorized by law to
conduct research, teaching, or clinical studies within the Commonwealth of Virgin-

ia.-of

C. Any dog or cat brought into the Commonwealth of Virginia by a person who

intends to reside in Virginia.

2 VAC 5-140-120. Monkeys.

A. General.

Monkeys to be transported into the Commonwealth of Virginia shall be accompanied by an

official health certificate issued-by-an-accredited-veterinarian approved by the State animal

health official of the state of origin, certifying that the issuing veterinarian personally has ex-

amined the monkey(s) within ten days prior to the issuance of the health certificate; and that the

professional physical examination indicated that the monkey(s) were in apparent good health at
thattime. In addition to this general statement, a separate statement shall be included attesting
to the fact that the veterinarian has carefully examined the oral mucosa of the monkey(s) and has

found no evidence of disease lesions or inflammatory processes.
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B. Tuberculosis.

1. Monkey(s) transported into the Commonwealth of Virginia shall successfully have had a

tuberculin test performed by an accredited veterinarian in the state of origin, and

accompanied with passed a negative tuberculin test result perfermed signed by an

aceredited the veterinarian within 30 days prior to date of shipment. Certification of this
fact, including the kind and amount of tuberculin used, the date and hour of injection, and
the date and hour that no response of any kind or degree was observed, shall appear

upon the face of the health certificate.

2. Monkeys that have been associated with, or that originate in, a monkey colony where
there have been other monkeys showing response to the tuberculin test shall not be eligi-
ble for entry into Virginia unless and until all monkeys in the group or colony shall have

passed two consecutive tuberculin tests not less than 30 days apart.

C. Exceptions.

The provisions, requirements, or restrictions of this section shall not apply to any monkey(s)

passing directly through the Commonwealth of Virginia in interstate commerce, nor to any mon-
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key(s) consigned to a laboratory or institution authorized by law to conduct research, teaching, or

clinical studies within the Commonwealth of Virginia.

2 VAC 5-140-130. Psittacine birds.

A. Iselation-General.

Psittacine birds transported into Virginia shall be accompanied by a health certificate approved

by the State animal health official of the state of origin certifying that the issuing veterinarian has

examined the psittacine birds within 30 days prior to entry into Virginia and that the professional

physical examination indicated that the birds were in a pparent good health at that time. cenfined
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B. Approval-aumbers-Commercial shipments of psittacine birds.

1. Each shipper of psittacine birds into the Commonwealth of Virginia for purposes of

wholesale or retail sale shall first secure an approval number from the State Veterinarian

of Virginia. This official approval number, along with the words "Virginia Department of
Agriculture and Consumer Services Approved", or equivalent, shall appear prominently
on each shipping label or on each package container used for transporting these birds

into Virginia.

2. Applications for approval numbers must be made on forms provided by the State
Veterinarian. The State Veterinarian shall designate the duration of such approval. Ap-

plications shall require the following information:

a. The legal name and address of each applicant. If an applicant has more than one
address or premises intended as a source of psittacine birds to be shipped into
Virginia, a separate application must be filed and a separate approval number

secured for each such address or premises.
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b. The usual or average number of birds maintained at any given time at each

address or premise.

C. A statement, signed by an accredited veterinarian certifying that the aviary

premises has been inspected and that the birds originating upon such premises

have been inspected and are not manifesting signs of infectious, contagious, or

communicable disease; local-orstate-professional-livestock-health-official-or

d. Any additional information the State Veterinarian may require.

3. Applications for approval numbers must be forwarded to the State Veterinarian for
approval. Approval numbers must be received by the shipper before shipment is made

into the Commonwealth of Virginia.
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C. Exceptions.

2—The provisions of this section shall not apply to any psittacine birds passing directly

through the Commonwealth of Virginia in interstate commerce, nor to psittacine birds
brought into the Commonwealth of Virginia by a person who intends to make his
residence in Virginia; nor to any psittacine birds consigned directly to a laboratory or in-
stitution authorized by law to conduct research, teaching, or clinical studies within the

Commonwealth of Virginia.
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2 VAC 5-140. Hamas-Camelids.
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Camelids may enter the Commonwealth of Virginia if they are accompanied with a health certificate

approved by the State animal health official of the state of origin stating that the camelids:

A. Originated directly from a herd of camelids that tested negative for tuberculosis within the last 12
months or that each camelid 6 months old or older has been individually tuberculosis tested and
were tuberculosis negative within 60 days prior to entry into Virginia.

B Originated directly from a herd of camelids that tested negative for brucellosis within the last 12

months or that each camelid has been individually brucellosis tested and were brucellosis

negative within 30 days prior to entry into Virginia.

Each camelid must be identified individually by ear tattoo, ear tag, or any other method approved by the

State Veterinarian, with the identification recorded on the health certificate.

2 VAC 5-140-150. Cervids.

Cervids may enter the Commonwealth of Virginia if accompanied by a health certificate approved by

the State animal health official of the state of origin stating that the cervids:
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A. Originated directly from a tuberculosis-free accredited herd, or have been individually tested

negative for tuberculosis within 60 days prior to entry into Virginia.

B. Originated directly from a brucellosis-free certified herd, or have been individually tested

negative for brucellosis within 30 days prior to entry into Virginia.

Each cervid must be individually identified on the health certificate by each animal’s eartaq or tattoo, or

by any other method approved by the State Veterinarian.

2 VAC 5-140-160. Ratites.

A.  Ratites intended for breeding or exhibition may enter the Commonwealth of Virginia if:

Accompanied by a health certificate approved by the State animal health official of the

=

state of origin;

Have a negative sailmonella pullorum-typhoid test within 30 days prior to entry into

N

Virginia, and are accompanied with official written certification of such negative test;
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3. Have a negative Avian Influenza test within 30 days prior to entry into Virginia, and are

accompanied with official written certification of such negative test.

C. This regulation shall not apply to ratites entering Virginia for immediate slaughter.
