| have reviewed the above-referenced proposed regulation, 22 VAC 40-211-10 et seq., Resource
Foster and Adoptive Family Home Approval Standards to determine if the Sttt & Social Services
(“State Board”) has the statutory authority to promulgate the proposed regaiatl if the proposed
regulation comports with applicable state law.

Virginia Code 8§ 63.2-217 mandates that the State Board promulgate regulations tesiessary to
carry out the provisions of Title 63.2. Specifically, Title 63.2, Chapter 9 addrestscire. Additionally,
Virginia Code 8§ 63.2-319 authorizes the State Board to promulgate regulationsglilezdl departments of
social services in the provision of foster care and placement in suitablevaduopties. It appears that the
State Board has the authority to promulgate the proposed regulation, 22 VAC 40-@Xkgl0subject to
compliance with the provisions of Article 2 of the Administrative ProcesstExecutive Order 6 (2006),
and has not exceeded that authority.
