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REGULATIONS GOVERNING PUPIL TRANSPORTATION INCLUDING MINIMUM

PART I.
DEFINITIONS.

8 VAC 20-70-10. Definitions.

Thefollowing words and terms, when used in this chapter, shdl havethefollowing meanings, unlessthe

context clearly indicates otherwise:

"Color-black™ means federa standard No. 595, black.

"Color-yelow" means nationa school busydlow SBMH SBMTC color standard 008.

"School bus' means any motor vehicle described in this chapter as"TypeAland A2," "TypeB1 and
B2," "TypeC," or "Type D," which is designed and used for the trangportation of pupils, which is painted
ydlow with the words "School Bus' in black Ietters of specified sze on front and rear, and which is

equipped with the required warning devices.

Note: Thisdefinition includes school buses owned and operated by school boards, private contractors,
local governments, and trangit systems which are used for the transportation of public school pupils.
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Type“A” school busis avan converson or bus congtructed utilizing a cutaway front-section vehide

with aleft Sde driver’ sdoor. The entrance door is behind the front wheds. This definition includes two

clasdfications. Type A1, with a Gross Vehidle Weight Rating (GVWR) less than or equal to 10,000

pounds; and Type A2, with a GVWR greater than 10,000 pounds.

Type“B” school busis constructed utilizing a stripped chassis. The entrance door is behind the front

wheds. Thisdefinition includestwo dassfications Type B1, witha GVWR lessthan or equa to 10,000

pounds; and Type B2, with a GVWR greater than 10,000 pounds.
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Type“C” school busis congtructed utilizing a chasss with a hood and front fender assembly.

The entrance door is behind the front wheds.

whedls.

A “nonconforming bus’ is any vehicle designed to carry morethan ten (10) passengersthat isused to

trangport children to or from school or school-related activities which does not meet thefederd standards,

Title 49, CFR part 571, specific to school buses. These vehicles are not approved for transporting

students to and from school or school-related activities.

A “specidly equipped” busisaschool busdes gned, equipped, or modified to accommodate sudents

with specia needs.
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PART I1.
GENERAL REGULATIONS.

8 VAC 20-70-20. Transportation of children.

The greatest care shal be exercised at dl timesin the trangportation of school children.

8 VAC 20-70-30. Safe speeds.

A schoal bus transporting school pupils shal be operated at a safe speed as stated in Section 46.2-
871, Code of Virginia
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8 VAC 20-70-40. Seating.

The number of pupilswho may ride aschool bus shal be determined by the total number who can be
seated on the seat cushion facing forward, safely seated within the seating compartment, and shal not

exceed the manufacturer’s capacity. During thefirst 30 ingtructiona days of the school year sandeesmay

be permitted for short distancesin the aide back of the driver's seat. Pupils may not be permitted to stand
after thefirst 30 ingtructiona days, except under unforeseen events or emergency conditionsasidentified by
the local school board.
8 VAC 20-70-50. Written employmernt agreement.

A written employment agreement shdl be made by the school board with al regular school busdrivers
before they begin their duties. Subgtitute drivers shdl meet the requirements prescribed for regular bus
drivers and shall be gpproved and paid by the local school board.

8 VAC 20-70-60. Entrance door.

The school busdriver shal open and closethe entrance door and keep it securdly closed whilethe bus
isin motion. This respongbility shal not be delegated to any other person.

8 VAC 20-70-70. Traffic warning devices.

Every school bus operated at public expense for the purpose of transporting school children shall be
equipped with traffic warning devicesas stated in Sections 46.2- 1090 and 46.2-1090.1, Codeof Virginia.
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8 VAC 20-70-80. Loading or discharging pupils.

When loading or discharging pupilson the highway, Sopsshdl bemadein theright-hand laneand shdll
be made only a designated points where the bus can be clearly seen for a safe distance from both
directions. Pupils shall be picked up and discharged only at designated school bus stops approved by the

local schoal divison except in the case of an emergency. While stopped, the driver shal keep the school

buswarning devicesin operation to warn approaching traffic to stop and alow pupilsto crossthe highway
safely. Pupilswho must cross the road shal be required to crossin front of the bus. They shdl berequired
towak to apoint 10 feet or morein front of the bus, stop before reaching apositionin linewith theleft sde
of the bus, and wait for ahand sgna from the bus driver before starting across the highway.

On dud highways divided by a physicd barrier, unpaved areg, or five lane highway with turning lane,
buses shdl be routed so that pupilswill be picked up and discharged on the side of the road on which they

live

8 VAC 20-70-90. Safety belts.
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Persons operating a school bus shal wear the gppropriate safety belt system in accordance with

manufacturer’ s recommendations while busisin motion.

8 VAC 20-70-100. Passenger restraint belts.

Pupilsriding in Fyype-A school buses required by federa law to be equipped with passenger restraint
belts shdl wear them as required by sate or federd law whilethe busisin motion. See Federal Motor
Vehicle Safety Standard No. 209.

8 VAC 20-70-110. Pupil rider safety instruction.

Pupil rider safety ingtruction shdl be included in the school curriculum, including demondiration and
practices of safety procedures.

1. At the Pre-K-1 grade levds, initid safety training shal occur during the first week of school and
additiona training on a periodic bads during the year.

2. Emergency exit drills dhal be practiced by al pupil riders at least twice ayear, the first occurring
during thefirgt 30 ingructiona days and the second in the second semester. Summer session evacuation

drills should be performed as needed.

3. A copy of bus rider safety rules shdl be sent to parents at the beginning of the school year. The
information shal include arequest that parentsor their designee accompany their young children to and from
the bus stop.

8 VAC 20-70-120. I nsurance.
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Section 22.1-190, Code of Virginia states that every vehicle used in trangporting school pupils and

personnd at public expense shal be covered by insurancethat will providefinancid assistanceto pupilsand

personne in case of injuries or deaths resulting from an accident. Hrsdrapce-is+equired-by-law-inthe
cllowine i

8 VAC 20-70-130. M aintenance I nspection.

All school buses and school activity vehicles used to transport public school pupilsto and from school
and schoal activity events shdl be ingpected and maintained by competent mechanicsimmediatdy before
being used in the fall and at least once every 30 operating days or every 2,500 miles traveled, whichever
ocedrsfirst. The inspections and maintenance shdl be conducted in accordance with provisons of the
"Preventive Maintenance Manud for Virginia School Buses' and recorded on the prescribed inspection
formsor in aformat approved by the Department of Education. If the ingpection and maintenance are not
made in ashop operated by the school board or theloca governing body, the school board shall designate
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one or more ingpection centers to make the ingpections and require a copy of the results of the ingpections

to be furnished to the division superintendent.

Schoal divisons are encouraged to employ saff to perform maintenance and inspection functionson a

timdy bags cond gent with these requlaions.

Maintenance and service personnd shall be encouraged to attend approved workshops or training

inditutes and shall receive dl necessary service and maintenance publications for equipment serviced.

8 VAC 20-70-140. Repert— CragvIncident Reporting.

A report, on forms or on the format furnished by the Department of Educeation, of any aecidents
crashes or_incidents involving school buses, pupils, and personned who ride school or activity buses

(induding injury or death while crossing the road, waiting a bus stops, etc.) shal be sent to the Pupil
Trangportation Service, Department of Education by the division superintendent or designeea least oncea
month. The report shal give the apparent cause of the aseident crash or incident, the extent of injuriesto

pupilsor others. Thedivision superintendent or designee shal notify the Pupil Transportation Service of any
school busaeeident crash or incident involving seriousinjuries, requiring professonal medical trestment, or

degth within the next working day from the date of the accident.

8 VAC 20-70-150. Route schedule.

All school busesin operation shdl be earefully scheduled en-redtes to maximize safety and efficiency

to-scheels. The schedule shal show the time the bus gtarts in the morning, the time it leaves each point at
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which pupils are taken on, and the time of arrival a school. One copy of such schedule shall be kept inthe
bus and one copy shdl be kept in the office of the division superintendent or designee. ef-scheals.

8 VAC 20-70-160. Review of routes.

School busroutes, school sites, and safety of pupils at desi gnated school busstopsshdl bereviewed at

least once each year. Bus routes shdl be reviewed for safety hazards, fuel conservation, and to assure
maximum use of buses. Locd school adminigrators shdl evauate the safety of pupils at bus stops
periodicaly and shdl a therequest of thelocal school board report the results annually to the school board.
Hazardous or unusua Stuations, toincluderailway crossings, shal be marked on the route sheet and made

avalable to drivers and subgtitutes.

A written vehicular and pedestrian traffic control plan for each exigting school site shdl be reviewed
annudly for sefety hazards. All new school site plans shall include provisons which promote vehicular and

pedestrian safety.

8 VAC 20-70-170. Railway crossings.

School buses shdll stop, asrequired by law, a rallway grade crossings. The 4-way hazard lightsshal
be activated when gpproaching the railway grade crossing and deactivated before crossing the track. The
busdriver shdl turn off dl noisy equipment, open the entrance door of the busand determinewhenitissafe

for the vehicleto crosstherailroad tracks. The entrance door shal be closed when the busisin motion. No
stop need be made at any grade crossing where traffic is directed by a police officer or a green
traffic-control sgndl.
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8 VAC 20-70-180. Driver reports.

School boards shdl require that a report on the number of pupils transported and miles traveled be
made by dl school bus driversto principas or other designated school officias.

8 VAC 20-70-190. Palicies.

Loca school boards shdl adopt policies, consistent with provisions of Mirginia-ScheolH-awsthe Code
of Virginia, before establishing a practice of collecting transportation fees from pupils or receiving
contributions from other sourcesfor activities sponsored by schools under their authority. No pupil whose
parent or guardian is financialy unableto pay the pro ratacost of thetrip may be denied the opportunity to
participate. See § 22.1-176 of the Code of Virginia

8 VAC 20-70-200. I dentification and lights covering.

The lettered identification and traffic warning lights on the front and rear of school buses shdl be
covered with opague detachable materia when they are used for purposes other than to transport pupilson
regular routes to and from school, or on specid trips to participate in contests of various kinds, and for

supplementary education purposesasrequired by Section 22.1-183, Code of Virginia. Thisdoesnot goply

when the bus is being used to transport elderly or mentally or physicaly handicapped persons.

8 VAC 20-70-210. Advertisng material.

The use of pogters, stickers, or advertisng materid of any kind is prohibited in or on school buses.
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8 VAC 20-70-220. Passage restriction.

No object shall be placed #the on any bus carrying passengers that will redtrict the passage

access to the-entrance-or-emergency-doors-any exit.

8 VAC 20-70-230. Required materials.

All vehicles used to trangport students to and from school or school-rated activities shal carry
reflective triangles, first ad kit, body fluid clean+up kit and fire extinguisher. (See 8 \VAG-20-70-1010.)

8 VAC 20-70-240. Funding for Pupil Transportation.

Funding for pupil trangportation shall be directed by the Appropriation Act.
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PART AL II.
REQUIREMENTS FOR SCHOOL BUSDRIVERS.

8 VAC 20-70-280.250. Requirementsfor school bus driver sboth for employment and continued
employment.

Sections 46.2-339, 340, and Section 22.1-178, Code of Virginia requires drivers of school and
activity buses shdll to:

1. A. Haveaphysca examination of ascope prescribed by the Board of Education with the advice
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of the Medical Society of Virginiaand furnish aform prescribed by the Board of Education showing the

results of such examination.

a 1. No person shdl drive aschool bus unless that person is physicaly qudified to do so and has
submitted a School Bus Driver's Application For Physician's Certificate Sgned by the

gpplicant and the doctor or alicensed nurse practitioner for the applicable employment period.
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brveici

2: B. Furnishagatement or copy of recordsfrom the Department of Motor V ehicles showing that the
person, within the preceding five years, has not been convicted of a charge of driving under theinfluence of
intoxicating liquors or drugs, convicted of acharge of refusing to take ablood or breath test, convicted of a

felony, or assgned to any acohol safety action program or driver dcohal rehabilitation program pursuant to
§ 18.2-271.1, etthe Codeof Virginiaor, within the preceding 12 months, has not been convicted of two or
more moving traffic violations or has not been required to atend a driver improvement clinic by the

Commissioner of the Department of Motor Vehicles pursuant to § 46.2-498, ef-the Code of Virginia

3. C. Furnish a satement sgned by two reputable residents persons who reside in ef the school

divison or in the gpplicant’s community that the person is of good moral character.

4. D. Exhibit alicense showing the person has successfully undertaken the examination prescribed by
§ 46.2-339, ef-the Code of Virginia

5. E. Havereached the age of 18.
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6. F. Submittotesting for dcohol and controlled substanceswhich isin compliance with the Omnibus
Trangportation Employee Testing Act of 1991 (Public Law 102- 143, Title V) and the amendmentsandisin
compliance with 49 CFR, parts 40 and 382.

8 VAC 20-70-290:260. First aid course.

Any school board may require successful completion of the American Red Crossfirgt aid courseor its
equivaent asacondition to employment to operate aschool bus transporting pupilsasrequired by Section
22.1-178, Code of Virginia.

8 VAC 20-70-300:-270. Required documents.

The documentsrequired pursuant to 8 VA C 20-70-280 250 A and B shdl befurnished annudly prior
to the anniversary date of the employment to operate a school bus.

8 VAC 20-70-3120:-280. Filing.

The documents required pursuant to this section shdl befiled with, and made apart of, the records of
the school board employing such person as a school bus operator.

8 VAC 20-70-320-290. Forms for applicants.

The Department of Education shdl furnish to the divison superintendents the necessary forms for
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goplicantsto useto provide theinformation required by thissection. Insofar aspracticable, such formsshdl
be designed to limit paperwork, avoid the possbility of mistakes, and furnish dl parties involved with a

complete and accurate record of the information required.

8 VAC 20-70-330.-300. Health certificate.

As a condition to employment, every school and activity bus driver shal submit a certificate

signed by alicensed physician stating that the employee appears free of communicable tuberculoss.

The school board may require the submission of such certificates annualy, or a such intervasasit deems

appropriate, as a condition to continued employment.

8 VAC 20-70-340:310. Highway driving.

Section 46.2-339, Code of Virginiareguiresthat no person shdl driveaschool or activity busupon a
highway in the Commonwed th unless such person has had a reasonable amount of experiencein driving
motor vehicles, and shal have passed a specid examination indicating the ability to operate a school bus
without endangering the safety of pupil passengers and persons using the highway. To prepare for the
examination required by this section, any person holding avaid operator'slicense and Commercid Driver's
License (CDL) Ingtruction Permit issued under the provisions of §46.2-325, efthe Code of Virginia, may
operate, under the direct supervision of aperson holding avalid school bus license endorsement, aschool
buswhich contains no pupil passengers. The Department of Motor Vehiclesisrequired to adopt such rules
and regulations as may be necessary to provide for the examination of persons desiring to qualify to drive
such buses in this Commonwedlth and for the granting of permits to qualified applicants.
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8 VAC 20-70-3506:320. Training.

No person shdl operate a school or activity bus transporting pupils unless the person shdl have:

1. Received classsroom, demonstration, and behind-the-whed indruction in accordance with the
'specificationsdeve oped

by the Department of Educetion.

2. Completed a minimum of 20 classsoom hours and 20 hours of behind-the-whed training. A
minimum of 10 of the 20 hours of behind-the-whed time shdl involvethe operation of abuswith pupilson
board while under thedirect supervision of adesignated busdriver trainer. Driversof TypeD buseswill be

required to complete eight (8) additiond hours of training behind-the-whed.

3. D. Every driver who transports students with disabilities shdl receive an additiond six hours of

appropriate indruction, training and demondtration from an approved indructor using Department of

Education approved curriculum.

The superintendent or hisdesignee shdl maintain arecord showing that the gpplicant has completed the
training and has been approved to operate a school or activity bus.

8 VAC 20-70-360-330. In-servicetraining.

Prior to the beginning of each school year, schoal divisonsshal determinetheamount of trainingand a

schedule that is needed for experienced drivers and new drivers.
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8 VAC 20-70-370-340. Supervision.

The drivers of school and activity buses shdl be under the generd direction and control of the

superintendert or designee & gtton, and shall dso be

accountable to the principa of the school to which transportation is provided.

8 VAC 20-70-380-350. Pre-trip safety inspection.

The drivers of school and activity buses shal perform adaily pre-trip safety ingpection of the vehicle

immediately prior to trangporting children. The items checked and recorded shdl be at least equa to the
pre-trip ingpection procedure as prescribed by the Department of Education.
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messdre:

8 VAC 20-70-400-360. Performanece Eevaluation.

Fheperformance-of Eeach school and activity bus driver shdl be evaduated by the transportation
director or designee at least once each year. Theresults of the evauation shdl be discussed with the driver
and included in the driver's personnd file.

8 VAC 20-70-420:370. Emergency equipment.

Thedriver of activity or extracurricular trip buses shal advise the pupilsand/or sponsors of thelocation
of the required emergency equipment and exits prior to the beginning of any such trip.

8 VAC 20-70-420-380. Instructor cour se certificate.

Loca school busdriver trainingingtructors shal hold acertificate for completion of aningtructor course
conducted or spersered gpproved by the Department of Education and shdl attend arecertification course

every fiveyears.

8 VAC 20-70-430.390. Driver data.

The names and driver license numbers of persons operating school and activity buses used totrangport
pupils shal be submitted to the Department of Motor Vehicles annudly asrequired by Section 46.2-340,
Code of Virginia
the 10th-of each-month.

8 VAC 20-70-4406:400. Responsibility for compliance.

Theresponghility for compliance with these school bus and activity vehicle specificationsissued by the
Department of Education rests with dedlers and manufacturers. If any dealer or manufacturer sells school
buses or schoal activity vehicles which do not conform to any or dl of these specifications issued by the
Department of Education, a generd notice will be sent to dl school divisons advisng that equipment
supplied by such dealer or manufacturer will be disgpproved for school trangportation until further notice. A

copy of thenatice will be sent to the dedler or manufacturer and will remainin effect until full compliance by

the dedler or manufacturer is assured.

Deders and manufacturers shdl be givenat least 30 days notice of any changesin the specifications.

8 VAC 20-70-450:410. Minimum standards.

Minimum standards are gpplicable to al school buses and school activity vehicles, new or used,

procured by purchase, lease or operationa contract from another person or entity.

PART \.IV.
GENERAL REQUIREMENTS MHNHMUM STANDARDS FOR SCHOOL BUSESIN

VIRGINIA.

ARTICLE 1.

GENERAL REQUIREMENTS.

8 VAC 20-70-460:420. Specifications.
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It isthe intent of the Board of Education to accommodate new eguipment and technology that will better

facilitate the safe and efficient transportation of sudents. When a new technology, piece of equipment,

or component is desired to be applied to the school bus, it must have the approvd of Virginia

Department of Education and must meet the following criteria

A. Thetechnology, equipment, or component shall not compromise the effectiveness or integrity of

any maor safety sysem.

B. Thetechnology, equipment, or component shal not diminish the safety of the interior of the bus.

C. Thetechnology, equipment, or component shall not create additional risk to sudents who are

boarding or exiting the bus or are in or near the school bus loading zone.

D. Thetechnology, eguipment, or component shal not require undue additiona activity and/or

responghility for the driver.

E. Thetechnology, equipment, or component shal generaly increase efficiency and/or safety of the

bus, generdly provide for a safer or more pleasant experience for the occupants and pedestriansin

the vicinity of the bus, or shdl generdly asss the driver and make his’her many tasks essier to
perform.

Busesand schoal activity vehiclesmust conform to the specificationsrelative to congtruction and design
effective on the date of procurement. Any variation from the specifications, in the form of additiona

equipment or changes in style of equipment, without prior gpproval of the PupiTransperation-Serviee;
Department of Education, is prohibited. The Department of Education shdl issue guiddines on the

specifications and sandards for public school busesto reflect desired technology or safety improvements
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for the then current mode year.

8 VAC 20-70-470:430. Adjustments.

The Superintendent of Pupi Public Ingtruction isauthorized to make such adjusmentsfromtimetotime
in technica specifications as are deemed necessary in the interest of safety and efficiency in school bus
operation. Thisincludestheissuance of chassis specificationsby size, typeand modd year. Authority isalso
granted for conducting investigations and field tests of certain pertinent vehicle components.

8 VAC 20-70-480-440. Busidentification.

All publicly owned, part publicly owned, or contract school buses, transporting pupils to and from
public school, shdl be painted a uniform color, nationa school bus yellow, and shal be identified and
equipped as outlined in the standards and specifications. A yellow school bus may have a white roof
provided the vehicle is painted in accordance with specifications.

8 VAC 20-70-490.450. Purchase.

Theresponsbility for purchasing school buses and school activity vehicleswhich meet ateand federd
requirements rests with division superintendents and loca school boards.

A schedule for the replacement of buses on a continuing basis shal be developed and
implemented by each schoal divison.

8 VAC 20-70-500:460. Sale of surplus school buses.

A. Beforeasurplus school busissold or released for nonschool transportation purposes, the bus shall
havethetrafficwarning sgna sysemand crossing control arm removed and al school buslettering shdl be
covered by an opague paint. A written notice shall be attached to the Certificate of Title stating that the
vehicle does not meet the requirements of §§ 46.2-100 and 46.2-1089 and that its operation on the
highway would bein violation of § 46.2-917, ef-the Code of Virginia

B. In the event that the bus is sold to a private school or alicensed dedler, the written notice

shdl contain areminder that the bus shdl be painted adifferent color, and shal havethebussigna sysems
and lettering removed before release for nonschool transportation purposes.

8 VAC 20-70-510:470. Vehicles powered by alternative fuels.

A. The Board of Education will continueto promote the use of dternative fuelsfor school buses. Any
vehicle powered by dternative fue swill be subject to ingpection and gpprova by the Virginia Department
of Education.

B. Locd schoal divisons, in consultation with the Department of Education, may purchase and use
school buses using dternative fuds as covered in § 22.1-177, ef-the Code of Virginia)

C. Ingdlation of dternativefud tanksand fud systemsshdl comply with al applicable Federd Motor
Vehicles Safety Standards (FMVSS) 301, 49 CFR § 571, and al applicable fire codes.
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D. A sgnwith black letterson clear or school busyellow background, indicating the type of dternative

fuel being used, may be placed on the side of the bus near the entrance door. No sign shall bemorethan 4-
3/4 inches long or more than 3- 1/4 inches high.

PART MH- V.
ACTIVITY VEHICLES.

8 VAC 20-70-1510: 520. Regulations and standards.

Activity vehiclesowned or operated under contract by or for the school board, which are used solely
to trangport pupils to and from school activity events, shdl comply with al applicable regulations and
standards prescribed for school buses except as noted in this article.

1. Exceptions, generd regulations.

a. An activity vehicletransporting school pupilsshal be operated at asafe, lega speed not in excess of
55 miles per hour.

b. No standees shdl be permitted.
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c. The eght-inch schoal bus|lettered identification and traffic warning devices shdl beremoved by the
local schoal division asrequired by §§ 46.2-100 and 46.2-1090 of the Code of Virginia. The name of the
schoal division or individua school shdl be placed on both sides of the vehicle.

d. Stopsfor the purpose of loading or discharging pupils on the travel portion of the highway shall not
be permitted.

2. Exceptions, minimum standards for school busesin Virginia
a Schoal activity vehicles shdl not be painted nationa school bus yellow.

b. Other type seats and increased spacing may be used provided al provisons of FMVSS

222,49 CFR § 571.222, are met.
