The regulation aso servesto prevent unscrupulous
manufacturers from causing economic harm to Virginia agriculture and consumers by
intentionally marketing products with less ability to neutrdize soil acid than is guaranteed on the
labd.

Without the direct guidance provided by the
regulation, state officials may inconsstently apply requirements, incorrectly obtain samples,
inappropriately apply allowances and pendties, and create an environment of disparity related to
enforcement actions.
