The Agency Procurement and Surplus Property Manua (APSPM) is published under the
authority of 82.1-442 of the Code of Virginia, and sets forth the policies and procedures to be
followed by sate agencies and ingtitutions in fulfilling procurement respongbilities within their
delegated limits. In addition, the Divison of Purchases and Supply of the Department of

Generd Services may from time to time issue directives or memoranda which are effective until
included in arevison to the manua or rescinded.

Origindly, VDOT had amanud issued by the Adminigtrative Services Divison (ASD), the work
unit respongble for oversght of procurement of goods and services for VDOT, outlining the
policies and procedures for procuring non-professional services, and for purchasing, storing and
issuing materid, equipment and supplies, as well as some adminidtrative policies. However,
ASD officidly designated the Agency Procurement and Surplus Property Manua as VDOT's
standard for procurement by correspondence dated April 25, 1994.

The APSPM sets out specific policies and procedures to be followed, such as submittal of
purchasing plans, conditions regarding the procurement of goods and nonprofessond services;
regulations to purchase of materias, supplies, equipment, nonprofessiond services, and printing.
The regulation may specificaly exempt purchases below a stated amount or particular agencies
or specified materids, equipment, nonprofessond services, supplies and printing.
