A.

Response to Hazardous Substance Releases

Purpose.

CHANGE I: Thisdirective transmitsto field personnel updated policies and provides clarification to
ensure uniform enforcement of paragraph () of the Hazardous Waste Operations and Emergency
Response Standard (HAZWOPER), 88 1910.120 and 1926.65, which covers emergency response
operations for release of, or substantial threats of releases of, hazardous substances without regard to the
location of the hazard. CHANGE |1: This directive updates enforcement procedures for compliance
officers who need to conduct inspections of emergency response operations; defines additional terms and
expands on training requirements for emergency responders and other groups such as skilled support
personnel; and new guidanceis provided on how HAZWOPER may apply to unique events such as
terrorist attacks.

This Program Directive is an internal guideline, not a statutory or regulatory rule, and is intended to
provide instructions to VOSH personnel regarding internal operation of the Virginia Occupational
Safety and Health Program and is solely for the benefit of the program. This document is not subject to

the Virginia Register Act or the Administrative Process Act; it does not have general application and is
not being enforced as having the force of law.

Scope.

This directive appliesto all VOSH personnel, and specifically to Occupational Health Compliance and
Consultation Services personnel.
