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Virginia Board of Counseling

Examinations approved by the Board for Certification as a Substance Abuse
Counselor

In Regulations Governing the Certification of Substance Abuse Counselors and Substance Abuse
Counseling Assistants, Section 18VAC115-30-90 states that: “Every applicant for certification as
a substance abuse counselor or substance abuse counseling assistant by examination shall pass a
written examination approved by the board.”

For the purpose of meeting the requirement of Section 90, the Board approves the following
examinations for certification as a substance abuse counselor:

* The examination for National Certified Addiction Counselor Level II (NCAC II) given
by the National Certification Commission for Addiction Professionals (NCC AP);

* The examination for Master Addiction Counselor (MAC) given by the National
Certification Commission for Addiction Professionals (NCC AP); or

* The examination for Advanced Alcohol & Drug Counselor (AADC) given the
International Certification & Reciprocity Consortium (IC&RC)

The score acceptable to the Board shall be the passing score as determined by NCC AP or the
IC&RC.
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
