The board approved staff
recommendations on the allocation of capital fund®r regions 1, 2, 5, and 7. For Region 3, the
board approved the motion to fund the Spill Prevenibn, Control & Countermeasures (SPCC) and
Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) Revievand Update project request for the
Manassas Regional Airport in the amount of $14,5860. For Region 4, the board approved the
motion to fund both project requests, including theT-Hangar Taxilanes “E” &"F” Rehabilitation
project request for the Chesterfield County Airport in the amount of $376,000.00. For Region 6, the
board approved the motion to fund the Box Hangar Sé Preparation project request for the
Mecklenburg-Brunswick Regional Airport in the amount of $87,152.00 subject to the approval of the
Pen and Ink Revision by FAA and DOAV.
