DISCUSSION

Dr. Ramos-Pizarro appeared before the Committee in person irdaccerwith the Notice of the
Board dated October 11, 2007.

The Committee fully discussed the process for licensurespeech-language pathologist as outlined
in the Notice with Dr. Ramos-Pizarro; specifically Dr. RarRimarro must demonstrate she has met
the requirements of 18 VAC 30-20-170 of the Regulations Governing thacBrat Audiology and
Speech-Language Pathology (“Regulations”) for licensure.

2007.

2. Dr. Ramos-Pizarro failed to provide evidence of meeting 18 VAQ®Q70 of the
Regulations Governing the Practice of Audiology and Speech-LangRatimlogy
(“Regulations”) in that she has not has been actively engaged in the mnofessi

The Committee hereby ORDERS tBENIAL of Dr. Ramos-Pizarro’s application for licensure to
practice as a speech language pathologist at this time.

The Committee suggested that Dr. Ramos-Pizarro consider tdl@ngRAXIS examination and the
earliest dates that the exam is being offered are Novei)e2007 and January 12, 2008; or obtain
endorsement from the Department of Education and pursue employmenpubtizeschool system to
acquire her full time work experience in the field of speech-language pagholggrovide evidence of
1500 hours of active practice in the past three consecutive years.

Upon a motion by Ms. Moss and duly seconded by Dr. Harter, the @le@sithe Committee was
adopted. The vote was unanimous in favor of the motion.
