Mr. Spencer certified that the matters discussed in the preceldised session met the requirements
of §2.2-3712 of th€ode of Virginia and the Committee re-convened in open session.

Upon a motion by Dr. Harter, and duly seconded by Ms. WakefiedBbard made the Findings of
Fact and Conclusions of Law and votedR&VOKE Ms. Tucker's speech-language pathologist

license for not less than three (3) years.

The members voting ‘yes’ were Dr. Harter, Ms. Jones-McNanMraSpencer, and Ms. Wakefield.
There were no negative votes. The vote was unanimous.
