The Lottery has determined that for smplification and clarification, the department regulations
should be reorganized. The lottery game regulations under consideration are essentialy those
that are contained currently in the Lottery’ s Ingant Game and On-Line Game Regulations with
certain revisons. The new regulations are more generic to dl lottery games and include
provisons for the instant ticket full redemption program and cash prize redemption option for
jackpot prizes. Numerous other revisions are being considered to smplify the language
regarding ticket validation and prize payment. Because of duplication of provisonsin the
Instant Game and On-Line Game Regulations, dl lottery game provisons and requirements will
be combined and restated under this single chapter.
